Val Verde EMS officials trans-
ported Gomez to Val Verde Re-
gional Medical Center in Del Rio.

County still waiting

for reimbursement

Kinney County is still waiting
for reimbursement from a High
Intensity Drug Trafficking Area
(HIDTA) grant.

The county is owed approxi-
mately $12,000 for the salary of
a deputy working for the DEA
MultiDrug Task Force in Eagle
Pass.

Sheriff L. K. “Buddy” Burgess
said DEA officials have confirmed
the HIDTA grant has been ap-
proved.

County Auditor Cordelia
Barlow has sent in a request for
reimbursement from the Task
Force, but the county has yet to
receive any funds.

“The task force is doing a good
job,” Burgess said. “We’ve re-
ceived a lot of seized vehicles.”

DPS requests phones

The Kinney County Commis-
sioners briefly discussed purchas-
ing two cellular phones for two
DPS patrol cars Monday at a spe-
cial meeting, but took no action.

DPS Trooper Tony Ashley was
scheduled to appear before the
court, but was unable to appear
because he was working a traffic
accident.

Kinney County Game Warden
Henry Lutz was at the meeting and
also requested a cellular phone.

“It would be a good help,” he
said. “Of course, there are times
when the farmers or ranchers
don’t want their business put on
the radio. Poachers and everybody
else in town has got scanners.”

Lutz currently uses his personal
cellular phone on the job and pays
for his business calls.

The Commissioners Court will
consider both requests at a later
date.

Officials to enforce fireworks ban
Fort Clark Springs designates area for fireworks

Local law enforcement officials will be
enforcing the recently passed ordinance
banning fireworks in Brackettville during
‘the Fourth of July weekend, but it won’t
be an easy task according to Sheriff L. K.
“Buddy” Burgess.

The ordinance makes it illegal to use
fireworks inside the city limits except for
commercial displays with safety personnel
present.

“The city has a ban (on fireworks) and
I know we’re going to have a hassle trying
to stop it,” Burgess said at a special Com-
missioners Court meeting Monday. “We’re
going to try and run them into the county.

“I don’t know how we’re going to stop

it in the city. They’re going to shoot fire-
crackers. I think, sooner or later, the city
and the county are going to have to get
together and have an area where these kids
can do it,” the sheriff said.

An area at Fort Clark Springs, across
from the Empty Saddle monument, has
been designated for fireworks shooting on
Saturday, from 9 to 11 p.m.

The event will be coordinated by Grover
Neuman and other volunteers. Some fire-
works will be donated by Mr. G’s Fire-
works. :

Members and guests of a member will
be allowed to participate in the event.

be accompanied by a parent or legal guard-
ian, and a release of liability must be signed
by parents and turned back in before the
event starts. Releases are available at the
Duck Inn at the Fort Clark Springs’ pool.

The Texas Division of Emergency Man-
agement officials are urging citizens to use
fireworks with extreme caution. A spark
can easily ignite tinder-dry fuels and cause
catastrophic wildland fires, threatening
homes, lives and natural resources.

“An enjoyable Fourth of July with fam-
ily and friends quickly can turn into a di-
sastrous outing,” said Tim Millwee, the
state coordinator for the Texas Division of
Emergency Management. “The careless

use of fireworks could consume hundreds
to thousands of acres of land, threatening
lives and homes. :

The state has staged fire-fighters, air-
craft, fire engines and other fire-fighting
equipment at key strategic sites statewide.
Those efforts are designed to speed re-
sponse to fire starts, said the Texas Forest
Service’s Ernie Smith, who leads the Texas
Task Force.

“The public’s support in using caution
with fireworks and strictly abiding by all
local bans and ordinances is crucial to fire
prevention,” Smith said. “It is the only way
to insure a safe and enjoyable holiday with-
out catastrophic fires.”

Laughlin children
allowed to attend
Brackett schools

The Brackett School Board has agreed to allow six Laughlin Air
Force Base students to attend schools in Brackettville.

The:trustees approved the out-of-district requests from three fami-
lies Monday night at a special meeting. The school district’s policy
says that out-of-district requests will be considered on a case-by-case

basis.

“I’ve talked to the principals on impaction at each grade level, and
I don’t see any problems as far as adding this number of students,”
Superintendent Taylor Stephenson said. “I don’t think we’re impact-
ing our school district and I don’t think it will be hurting another

school district.”

The district’s policy also says that the board “shall establish fees as
appropriate for non-resident students.” The trustees agreed Monday
not to charge tuition to the students after Quinton Etzel, the district’s
attorney, said the schools would receive additional funding from the

‘state.

“There are two sections in the code,” Etzel said. “One section
deals with the transfer of state funds and the other deals with the
transfer of funds where the military base pays in lieu of ad-valorem
taxes. According to the state code, those funds should follow the

children.”

The three families making the request, who were in attendance at
the meeting, said they wanted their children to attend a small school.

The TAAS and our state ac-

: countability system are challeng-
: ing both students and school dis-
i tricts to reach their fullest poten-

tial. The original concept of the

| state testing system in 1980 was
i three-fold.

First, it was designed to pro-

| vide parents and teachers infor-
i mation about the progress of chil-

dren on specific objectives tested

by our state assessment.

Second, it was designed to help

identify schools that may be per-
i forming in an outstanding manner
i or in a less than desirable way.

Finally, the test was intended

i to provide information to Texas
i taxpayers about student perfor-
| mance, accountability for tax dol-
i lars spent on education and to re-
' store the value of a high school
" diploma.

Neither the state nor the Texas

¢ Education Agency has moved
{ away from these original inten-
i tions of the TAAS test. Occasion-
i ally, however, I hear comments
! such as, “all we ever do is teach
{ the TAAS test.”

Any educator who says that has

completely missed the point of stu-
i dent instruction.

TAAS is available for public

: inspection. I encourage teachers
and parents to take a look at these
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objectives and see if they are
things children should learn.

For instance, in the third grade,
one objective is for students “to
use multiplication to solve prob-
lems.” Fifth-graders are asked “to
summarize a variety of written
texts,” seventh-graders “to deter-
mine the meaning of words in a
variety of written texts,” and 10th-
graders “to recognize appropriate
spelling, capitalization and punc-
tuation within the context-of a
written passage.” :

Frankly, I am happy if these
are concepts teachers are present-
ing to students. Parents and tax-

payers. expect children to learn
these things.

If we are telling children that
what they are learning is only as
valuable as their TAAS score,
then we have sent the wrong mes-
sage. We must tell them that mas-
tery of skills tested by TAAS is
essential to future learning abil-
1ty.
Nonetheless, the TAAS results
offer hope and promise.

In 1994, 55 percent of the
state’s students passed the TAAS
tests. That number rose to 60 per-
cent in 1995, 67 percent in 1996,
73 percent in 1997, and 77 per-
cent this year.

That 22-point gain was a result
of hard work by students and edu-
cators and the fact that our ac-
countability system zeroes in on
our children’s weak academic
skills.

Furthermore, our accountabil-
ity system requires that schools
earn their ratings'based on how
all children by student group --
African American, Hispanic and
Anglo -- do on the test. We as
educators cannot turn our back on
any child, yet some concern has
been noted with regard to students
being exempted from the test.

In 1995, we tested 1,724,000
students and in 1998, 1,831,000
students. During this same period,
there were 23,000 fewer special
education exemptions from the test
and 20,000 fewer exemptions for
students with limited English pro-
ficiency. Still, test scores went up.

We should not be satisfied with
77 percent passing mark. How-
ever, these improvements are also
noted in student performance from
Texas on the National Assessment
of Educational Progress, the in-
creased number of students tak-
ing the SAT and ACT, and the
huge increase in students enrolled
in advanced placement courses.

The fact is that the original con-
cept of TAAS was to improve stu-
dent learning. We haven’t devi-
ated from that concept and the
results speak for themselves.

Battletronts in the war on drug

The north Dallas community of Plano is the kind
of place in which many families aspire to live: green
and attractive, upscale, with good schools and lots
of public-spirited citizens working to make it even
better.

At first glance, this is the last spot in America
you’d think would have a drug problem. But in 1997,
eight Plano youngsters lost their lives to heroin.

An epidemic of drug use has spilled from the
inner city into suburban and rural enclaves once
thought immune.

Having reached the saturation point of death and
destruction in urban neighborhoods, drug traffick-
ers are targeting kids living in suburbs all over the
country.

Make no mistake. They are marketing their
deadly commodities on a massive scale. The Justice
Department says the amount of heroin seized from
South America has doubled in the past four years.

One strategy the federal government is using to
fight the drug plague is the so-called HIDTA. No,
we’re not talking about an endangered desert crit-
ter. The acronym refers to a High Intensity Drug
Trafficking Area designation.

Drug traffickers are targeting kids
living in suburbs all over the coun-
try.

The Office of National Drug Control Policy sets
up HIDTAs to coordinate anti-drug law enforce-
ment efforts in designated areas that have severe or
unusual drug trafficking problems. The idea is to
tailor anti-drug efforts to local conditions.

Texas has three such designated areas already,
the Houston HIDTA, the West Texas HIDTA and
the South Texas HIDTA (which in turn are part of
the Southwest Border HIDTA). These have become
the centerpiece of drug law enforcement in our state.

- We are working on the designation of a fourth
HIDTA to take in the Dallas-Fort Worth metroplex.
As you might expect, a majority of the people in
Plano favor this proposal. And East Texas is pre-

~ paring a proposal as well.

HIDTAs work by pooling both resources and in-
formation. One early success was the dismantling
of one segment of the Amado Carrillo-Fuentes ‘port-
runner’ gang, which is known to have brought 4,000
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loads of drugs across the border in 1994 and 1995.

Their favorite method of operation is to simply
run their drug-laden vehicles through the ports-of-
entry in El Paso and Ysleta without stopping -- for
Customs agents, pedestrians, or anyone else. The
near elimination of this practice was accomplished
by a Southwest Border HIDTA task force led by
the U.S. Customs Service.

The Houston HIDTA, which was created in 1990,
focused on money-laundering. It has been success-
ful in interrupting the smooth flow of drugs north
and money south, out of the country.

Because of Houston’s proximity to Mexico, its
large illegal population, international trade status
and transportation infrastructure, by the early 1990s,
the city had become a distribution focal point for
drugs -- and drug money.

The Houston HIDTA’s comprehensive approach
has had a major impact on the money laundering
business. In 1990, more than 100 ‘giro’ houses
(money wiring businesses) operated in the area. They
processed more than $450 million in wire transfers,
a substantial portion of which were going to Co-
lumbia.

After a one-two punch of a HIDTA crackdown
and new, stricter regulation of the industry, the num-
ber of ‘giro’ houses shrank to eight and the amount
of money transferred annually diminished to less
than $10 million.

lllegal drugs continue to take a frightening toll
on our society. And Texas, through which more
than three-quarters of the drugs coming into the
country pass, is horribly vulnerable.

The battle lines in the drug war are being drawn
across our state. The casualties are numerous:
20,000 Americans died of drugs or drug-related
violence last year. We must not lose the will to fight
this war to victory.

A warning call II

We are watching our military
deteriorate before our very eyes.
And we must do something about
it now before it is too late.

This is the second in a five part
series addressing some of the dan-
gerous challenges our armed
forces face. It’s time to shed some
light on just how deeply rooted
these problems are.

An Air Force Air Combat gen-
eral recently compared the Air
Force to the Titanic. He said that
the Air Force needs to “apply a
lot of rudder” to avoid disaster.

That’s a pretty scary compari-
son. The Titanic applied full rud-
der before it hit the iceberg, but
the ship sits at the bottom of the
Atlantic. It is not just the Air Force
that is steering this course. It is
every branch of our military.

Let’s start at the beginning --
recruitment. The future of our
country depends on our ability to
attract qualified men and women
to join our military.

We won’t have a military if we
don’t successfully recruit. And
with the inadequate incentives we
give, it’s no wonder recruitment
numbers are down.

Military pay is only a fraction
of what it should be. Some sol-
diers are so underpaid that they
have no choice but to rely on food
stamps to feed their families.

It is repulsive that our service-
men and women are reduced to
welfare. Our economy is boom-
ing right now. But because people
can make a lot more money in ci-
vilian jobs, fewer people want to
join the military. Who could
blame them?

Lousy pay is not the only rea-
son people are thinking twice
about joining the military.

Because recruitment numbers
are down, the people already in
the military are forced to work
harder. This means ships go to sea
undermanned. Airplanes sit on
tarmac with no pilots and no main-
tenance.

It also means our soldiers are
repeatedly sent on long term de-
ployments. Some soldiers are de-
ployed to places like Bosnia for
months at a time. They return
home for only a few weeks. Then
they are deployed again ... and
again ... and again.

We must immediately reverse
this trend and stop pushing away
people who want to serve their
country.

If we let recruitment numbers
continue to slide down, the prob-
lems will roll through our armed
forces like an avalanche. We sim-
ply cannot afford to let this hap-
pen. We can still possibly avoid
the iceberg.

Appraisal District budget

The Brackett School Board approved the
Kinney County Appraisal District’s budget
Monday at a special meeting, but expressed a
desire for better communications with the
entity’s Board of Directors.

Last year, the School Board had questions
concerning the Appraisal District’s policy of
providing health insurance benefits for the
spouses of employees.

“That was one of our concerns last year,
but obviously they chose to continue doing
that,” School Board President Lloyd Lee Davis
said. “It would have been nice to have had a
letter from them this year addressing those
concerns, but we didn’t get that.

Officials for the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety said
the cause of the crash had not
been determined.

The plane is owned by Ken-
neth Phillips, a retired state
trooper from Del Rio who now
owns his own charter service,
Phillips Air Charter.

Martin had flown to Uvalde
earlier Sunday in the plane for
a required annual inspection,
said Phillips’ wife, Pat.

Peterson later flew to Uvalde
in Phillips’ plane to pick up
Martin, Pat Phillips said.

Phillips said her husband was
in Uvalde on Monday to pro-
vide information to an FFA in-
vestigator.

“These guys were extremely
lucky because their plane was
almost completely destroyed,”
Deputy Bob Price of the Uvalde
County Sheriff’s Department
told the San Antonio Express-
News.

The crashed plane, which
ended up upside-down, was in
a deserted area and could not
be seen from a nearby highway.
A pilot in another plane flying
overhead spotted the wreckage
and called authorities.

The men waited about two
hours before help arrived. One
of the men was, trapped in the

The students include two eighth
grade girls, a seventh grade girl,
a sixth grade girl, a fifth grade
girl, and a second grade boy.

“I don’t think it’s going to hurt
us;” said School Board member
Rosemary Slubar. “I think we
should help all the kids that we
can help.”

Slubar made the motion to ap-
prove the out-of-district requests,
and her motion was seconded by
Trustee Steve LaMascus. Slubar,
LaMascus, Lloyd Lee Davis,
Gloria Garcia and Jim McDaniel
voted in favor of the motion. Sara
Terrazas and Tim Ward were ab-
sent.

“I have no problem with ac-
cepting students from out of the
district, but if we do this, we need
to consider the fact that in the fu-
ture we might have more (re-
quests),” LaMascus said. “We
need to determine what the maxi-

mum number of students we can .

take is and set a limit in case we
do have considerably more re-
quests.”

Stephenson said he would re-
search the maximum number of
students the school district could
accept without impacting the dis-
trict.

“Each of us somewhat has an
opportunity to pick where we want
to live and work, but the folks in

the military don’t really have that
opportunity,” Davis said. “The
folks in the military are working
for all of us. We owe it to them, I
feel, to accept these children.”

Dayvis, the school board presi-
dent, pointed out that the district
has approved out-of-district re-
quests in the past.

“Our primary concern each
time was the disciplinary record
of the children,” he said. “We ob-
viously are cautious about accept-
ing children who have disciplin-
ary problems.”

“These are really nice kids and
really nice families,” Stephenson
said. “I have been impressed with
these families. Research shows
that their grades are good, they
work hard, and they have really
good backgrounds. I think they
would be an asset to our school.”

Stephenson told the parents that
a school bus could transport their
children to school from the gate
at the A. J. Foyt ranch on High-
way 90 West.

“We have children that live
there already,” Jones Elementary
School Principal Michael Schooler
said. “We don’t get paid by the
number of riders because we don’t
have enough. We get paid by the
miles. Since we’re going that way
anyway and there is room on that
bus, there’s no reason why they
couldn’t meet us outside the gate.”

Friday, July 2, 1886

The 110th anniversary of our
independence was ordered to be
observed tomorrow and in conse-
quence today was very quiet. Mail
had nothing for me.

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- Texas is due for devastating storm season

- The start of hurricane season,
June through November, is a re-
minder that a hurricane poses the
greatest threat to human lives and
property among all weather emer-
gencies in Texas. As each year
passes, the danger of a devastat-
ing hurricane increases.

According to the state’s emer-
gency experts, the last Texas hur-
ricane, Jerry, struck the coast in
1989. Alicia in 1983 was Texas’
last extensive hurricane -- a cat-
egory 3 on the Saffir-Simpson
scale of 5.

It has been longer than three
decades since Beulah, the last ex-
treme or category 4 hurricane,
came ashore in 1967, making the
state long overdue for a devastat-

_ing storm.. .

“The population in many coasta

areas has increased dramatically,
and the majority of coastal dwell-
ers now are inexperienced in hur-
ricane readiness, survival and re-
covery.

More people along the Texas
coast with more property and not
enough first-hand respect for a
hurricane’s consequences all are
factors that could magnify the
number of deaths and devastation
in the state’s next large hurricane.

“We know it is coming,” said
Texas Commissioner of Health Dr.
William R. Archer III. “We just

can’t say when. I’'m from Hous-
ton and the hurricane threat, lit-
erally, falls close to home.

“In Texas, we’ve watched the
years go by without a direct hit
from a category 4 or 5 hurricane.
Common sense says that sooner
or later, another big one will hit.

“Our being informed, trained,
equipped and ready when Texas’
luck runs out -- when the next big
hurricane strikes -- will make the
difference in perhaps hundreds of
lives saved,” he added.

The Texas Department of
Health (TDH) Division of Emer-
gency Preparedness is responsible
for TDH'’s readiness for and re-
sponse to health and medical as-
pects of hurricanes and other di-
sasters.

“ *#One'of the gredtest hazards of”

a hurricane is the failure of the
affected population to grasp in
advance the extent of damage and
human trauma such a storm can
cause,” said Joe Stone, director of
the Division of Emergency Pre-
paredness.

“Inexperienced people don’t
feel the urgency of knowing and
practicing family and community
emergency plans,” he said. “They
also may be uninformed about
their communities’ formal disas-
ter plans.”

Options for Health

Endometriosis Can
Be Treated

Steven R.Allen, M.D.

Question:

My doctor tells me that I
have endometriosis. I don’t
understand what this means.
Do I have cancer? What will
be done to help me?

Answer:

Endometriosis is a condi-
tion in which pieces of
endometrial tissue grow out-
side of the uterus. The tissue
is usually found in patches,
referred to as implants or
lesions. Implants may be
found on the ovaries, the fal-
lopian tubes, the intestines,
the bladder, or other parts of
the abdomen. On rare occa-
sions, implants have been
found outside the abdomen.
Some implants are as small as
the head of a pin while others
are as large as oranges. It is
rare  for an endometrial
implant to becomc¢ malignant
Or CANCerous. )

The pain of endometrio-
sis is described as “pressing
or “grinding”. It can r.csull
from the tenderness of the
implant, irritation of normal
tissue near an implant, or
from scar tissuc and ;ldh(;-
sions. The degree of pain is
not necessarily related to the
extent of the disease.  Somce
women  may  have large

implants that are not at all
painful, while other women
may have a few small, very
painful implants.

If your doctor thipks that
you have endometriosis, he or
she may perform a
laparoscopy to make an accu-
rate diagnosis. This outpatient
surgical procedure is done
under general anesthesia. A
tiny lighted telescope, called a
laparoscope, is  inserted
through a small cut made
near the navel. This allows
your doctor to look into the
pelvie cavity for implants,
note their location and size,
and in some’ cases, remove
them. A sampling of tissue for
laboratory analysis may be
taken.

Your gynccologist will
present  you  with  several
options for treatment includ-
ing the use of medication to
case pain, hormonal therapy,
Or SUrgery.

state law, have an emergency man-
agement director. That person,
usually a city’s mayor or a county
judge, writes and maintains the
community or county emergency
plan or delegates that authority to
an emergency management coor-
dinator.

Such plans should include
evacuation routes and procedures,
EMS, hospital and shelter desig-
nations, law enforcement and other
contingencies. They must describe
responses to natural disasters (hur-
ricanes, floods, etc.) and techno-
logical mishaps (toxic spills, in-
dustrial fires, etc.).

Most communities along the
coast try to keep their hurricane
emergency plans current. How-

ever, local governments often give

low priority to the task of writing
and updating area-wide emergency
plans.

“The job of emergency man-
agement coordinator for an area
sometimes is a secondary duty for
a fire chief, EMS director or other
official,” Stone said. “Staff turn-
over or multiple duties sometimes
interfere with thorough planning.”

To help these local emergency
management coordinators and
some medical facility emergency
planners, the Governor’s Division
of Emergency Management
(DEM) offers an annual schedule
of courses.

Similar to DEM’s training for
emergency management coordina-
tors, the TDH Division of Emer-
gency Preparedness offers a short
planning course adapted to health
and medical personnel.

“Training for the people who
hold so much responsibility for
health and safety is vital to im-
proving emergency planning at the
local level,” Stone said.

He added that citizens who are
not sure who their local emergency
management coordinator is or
what the emergency plans are for
their community should ask local
officials, EMS or hospital admin-
istrators for the information.

Besides knowing their local di-
saster and evacuation plans, every-
one-who-:lives in.a hurricane- or
flood-prone area needs to decide
on, and practice, a family emer-
gency plan.

A basic tip that TDH and DEM
jointly endorse in addition to what
local emergency coordinators ad-
vise for specific areas is to stay
tuned to television and radio re-
ports from the National Weather
Service for weather watches,
warnings and special advisories.
Keep a battery-operated radio and
extra batteries in case of a power
outage. Use car radios only for
real emergencies. Be sure your
car’s gas tank always is at least
half full.

The most widely quoted verse in the Bible
is undoubtedly John 3:16, “For God so loved
the world, that he gave his only begotten Son,
that whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have everlasting life.”

If the world would lose all the Bibles and
retain this one verse, there is enough in it to
tell the whole universe how to be redeemed
and reach heaven. This is the Gospel in a nut
shell.

It tells of a divine love, God’s love. God is
the very essence of love. Indeed God is the
author of love. He is the demonstrator of love.
He is the definition of love. God is love.

It is an unspeakable love, God “so” loved.
God does not love us because he sent his Son
to die for us. He sent his Son to die for us
because he loves us. This “so” shows the in-

- tensity of his love.

God’s love is eternal. It is without begin-
ning and without end. As God is eternal, hav-
ing no beginning and no ending and because
he is love, there is no way to describe his love
except eternal.

Man has two soul sides, one to face the
world with and one to show the woman he
loves. God has only one side, love. This love
is a universal love. “Loved the world,” the
millions, the good, the bad, the indifferent.
Even those who have sinned and thus sepa-
rated themselves from God have not gone be-
yond his love.

This love is unminted. True love is only
given. It can never be bought. God manifests
his love by giving even his Son to die. It is a
gift bestowed with no strings attached. If there
are strings attached it cannot be a gift.

God’s love is unique. He “gave his only
begotten Son.” Jesus, having been with God
from the very beginning was appointed by the
Father to leave the glory of heaven and come
to earth. He chose Mary to become the mother
of Jesus the human being. In no sense was nor
is Mary the mother of God. She was simply
the vehicle God chose for Jesus to come into
the world. |

When Jacob lost Joseph and Benjamin, he
had others. When David lost Abraham he had
others. When the father lost the prodigal son,
he still had the elder brother. When God sent
his Son, he was the “only begotten.”

It was sacrificial of God to send his Son.

Before the world was formed by the hand of
God, the plan was in the heart of God to send
his only begotten Son to die on the cross to
pay the penalty for sin of every person in the
world for all time.

The purpose of God’s love was that “who-
soever.,” the rapist, the murderer, the slanderer.
the pagan. could have everlasting life. This
was the blessedness of the purpose.

Simply by faith in the Son heaven is wait-
ing in the wings. This promise is unlimited on
God’s side but limited on man’s side to “who-
soever believeth in him.” This is not simply a
mental concept but a commitment to God of
faith in “his™ only begotten Son.”

This is the simple formula to be redeemed.
There is no rigid discipline proscribed, no rite
or ritual. no church membership, no approba-
tion of any man or organization. All these are
man’s fancifications and are null and void.
