Trustees to consider 3 
cent rate hike Monday

In an effort to maximize its rate 
for the next three years, the 
Brackett School Board is expected 
to approve a 3 cent hike in the tax 
rate during a special meeting 
Monday at 6:30 p.m..

The trustees proposed earlier 
this month to raise the district’s 
tax rate from 1.2119 to 1.2419 per 
$100 valuation by a 6-1 vote.

Under the proposal, taxes on 
the average home in Kinney 
County would increase by $14.09, 
or 12.5 percent. It will increase 
the school district’s total tax rev­
enue by 8.96 percent.

For school district’s around the 
state, this year’s tax rate estab­
lishes a cap on the amount of state 
funding a district can receive for 
the following two years.

“If the School Board doesn’t 
maximize the rate in the year when 
the cap is set and then they have 
needs in those two years that fol­
low, it would end up with local 
taxpayers paying about three times 
the tax load they would otherwise 
have to pay,” Superintendent Tay­
lor Stephenson said.
City Council votes to 
keep tax rate the same

The Brackettville City Council 
unanimously voted to keep the 
city’s tax rate at .7792 per $100 
valuation during a special meet­
ing Monday night.

The tax rate will help fund the 
city’s budget for the upcoming fis­
cal year, which is 7.3 percent 
higher than the current budget.

The new budget totals 
$744,145.19, including 
$402,949.74 in the utility fund and 
$341,195.45 in the general fund. 
The curren t budget is 
$693,713.44, and includes 
$374,821.44 in the utility fund and 
$318,892 in the general fund.

The proposed detention facility needs water.
That was the message that Bob Prince, market­

ing director with CiviGenics, took to the Brackett­
ville City Council during its regular meeting last 
week.

Kinney County officials have approved a pro­
posal from CiviGenics to construct and operate a 
500-bed detention center here. The facility would 
house federal inmates.

The facility is proposed to be built on land owned 
by Joe York Jr., located on Highway 131, approxi­
mately 1.3 miles south of the Highway 90 intersec­
tion, which is outside of the Brackettville city lim­
its.

“Certainly, we would need a large supply of 
water,” Prince said. “We’re requesting authority to 
hook on to the water supply of the city. We’ll run 
the water line from the hook-up out to our service.

“If we can take the same type and same size 
facility from other areas as a benchmark, probably 
our water service would be somewhere in the neigh­
borhood of $1,800 to $2,500 a month.

County Judge Tommy Seargeant said he antici­
pates the detention facility using between 70,000 
and 75,000 gallons of water per day.

The Brackettville City Council took no action on 
the request last week. Alderman Wes Robinson sug­
gested a contract between the city and CiviGenics 
for the water services.

“As far as the facility goes. I’m for it 100 per­
cent,” Mayor Pro-Tern Ralph Gonzalez said. “I’m 
also in favor of getting going on this as soon as

possible. We need to get it done.”
Prince said an agreement would be needed be­

fore CiviGenics could procede with plans for the 
detention facility.

“We certainly can’t move forward with this if 
we’re not assured of the utility connection,” he said. 
“If we can’t get this clearance soon, we’re going to 
be stymied on proceeding to the next step.”

Prince said the facility will employee approxi­
mately 100 people with an annual payroll of about 
$2.1 million.

“We want to bring in as few outside persons as 
possible,” he said. “What we can, we certainly 
would like to hire local, from the upper tier to the 
newest employee.”

Mayor Carmen Berlanga asked if the proposed 
site include the old city landfill.

“It’s in that vacinity,” Prince said. “We are not 
recommending to the county commissioners that they 
purchase the actual tract that the land is sitting on. 
But it is immediately adjacent to it.”

Rehabilitation center opens in Brackettville

After several months of care­
ful planning and research, Brac­
kettville now has available to its 
citizens comprehensive, state-of- 
the-art physical medicine and re­
habilitation services.

Located at the United Medical 
Centers clinic on James Street, the 
Warm Springs clinic opened its 
doors to receive its first patients 
on Sept. 3.

The physical therapy and rehabilitation services 
began operations by scheduling clients on Tuesdays 
and Thursdays between the hours of 9 a.m. and 
noon.

“As demand may indicate, scheduling additional 
hours and days is a future consideration,” said 
Patrick Garman, an administrator with Warm 
Springs.

The clinic will accept most insurance programs, 
including Medicare, Medicaid, Worker’s Compen­
sation, TRC, Champús and commercial plans.

Warm Springs officials said they developed in­
terest in the Brackettville community after becom­
ing aware that it had several Brackettville clients 
obtaining therapy in the Warm Springs clinic in Del 
Rio.

The Del Rio location, which has provided com­
prehensive rehabilitation services to area residents 
since early 1997, serves as the base for supplying 
the Brackettville clinic with staff, supplies and equip-

ment.
“The principal reason for lo­

cating in Brackettville was to 
eliminate the travel time to and 
from Del Rio for those particular 
patients,” Garman said. “The op­
portunity to serve the citizens in 
Brackettville in the same spirit as 
Del Rio was also of major inter­
est. ”

Dinorah Cano, a licensed 
physical therapist, said: “Our primary concern as 
health care professionals is to assist individuals in 
leading a functional, productive lifestyle within a 
safe environment. Each person referred for therapy 
(under doctor’s order) will be involved in a step- 
by-step process where a plan of care is developed 
to address their strengths and weaknesses.

“The necessary tools to provide quality rehabili­
tation is the ability to address a person’s deficits 
while emphasizing current potential, and the fun­
damental equipment to provide treatment. In my 
opinion, we have the potential to address the needs 
within the time and working environment provided,” 
she said.

Warm Springs Rehabilitation Center-Brackettville 
follows in the tradition of leadership which began 
more than 60 years ago when the first Warm Springs 
Rehabilitation Hospital was established in Gonzales,

We all want high-quality medi­
cal care and are grateful for the 
scientific and technological ad­
vances that have made it possible 
far us to live longer, healthier 
lives.

X Nowhere is that line of demar­
cation more pronounced than in 
the area of information technol­
ogy. Kids used to worry endlessly 
about what shortcomings would 
go down on their (mythical) “per­
manent record.” Today, advances 
in information technology make 
such concerns very real.

So news that the U.S. Depart­
ment of Health and Human Ser­
vices (HHS) was planning to cre­
ate a federal data base and assign 
Americans their own health-care 
ID number set off alarm bells 
aplenty. I have serious reserva­
tions about issuing everyone in 
America a national health ID card.

The plan, as HHS intended to 
carry it forward, raised questions 
oi excessive government involve- 
nSent and control -  not to men­
tion privacy concerns.

passed that prohibits HHS from 
proceeding. Congress would be 
required to approve a health care 
ID system proposed by the fed­
eral agency. The view in Congress 
i  ̂ that this plan is not ready, if 
there is a need for one at all.

- The situation arose when HHS 
rqpved forward on an obscure pro­
vision of the Health Insurance 
Portability and Accountability Act 
that mandates the creation of a 
“unique patient identifier” num- 
hifer for every citizen. Its purpose

was to track medical record in­
formation.

Once established, this data base 
was supposed to give the govern­
ment a “new health assessment 
tool.” Many believe that it would 
allow the government a snapshot 
of each and every American’s 
medical records, health habits, 
life-style and heredity.

This glitch in the law set virtu­
ally no limits on how, when or by 
whom that data could be used. 
Sensitive health information might 
be linked to financial data or other 
records. Government would have 
instantaneous access to everyone’s 
medical records.

HHS proposed to give state and 
federal agencies full access to 
medical, phycological and behav­
ioral data (without patient consent) 
in four areas of “national priori­
ties:” oversight of the health-care 
system, public health and emer­
gencies, health research, and law 
enforcement and court proceed­
ings.

To me, it was clear there was 
no way, under current law, that 
our privacy could have been pro­
tected in one of the most sensi­
tive, intensely personal areas of 
life.

I don’t want the government to 
go there, and I don’t think a ma­
jority of Texans want it, either. 
That’s why my colleagues in Con­
gress supported my proposal to 
stop this plan.

It has 
just been awarded a $170,000 
grant from the Texas Reading 
Academy. The money will be­
come available on Oct. 1.

Elementary school principal 
Michael Schooler spoke about the 
grant at last Thursday’s Rotary 
Club meeting at the invitation of 
September program chairman 
Taylor Stephenson, superinten­
dent of schools.

Grants don’t just happen to be 
awarded. Applications are turned 
in by many schools, and grants 
are not easy to obtain. Hard work 
is involved in writing up the re­
quest. Schooler helped write it in 
the first stages, but teacher Janelle 
Senne was the main author. She 
took 12 days off her summer va­
cation to do this.

An effort aimed at improving 
education in the United States is 
Title I. In Texas, 35 percent of 
school children can’t read fluently. 
Gov. George Bush has requested 
that any child who can’t read at 
the level set by TAAS by the third 
grade should be retained. They 
will be pulled out and given spe­
cial training.

This necessitates a revision in 
teaching plans. Teaching reading 
will begin in kindergarten with 
heavy emphasis continued in the 
first and second grade.

Much thought has gone into

apportioning the grant money. 
Schooler said 69 percent will be 
spent on supplies for pre-kinder­
garten through third grade.

Teachers in pre-kindergarten 
through third grade will be given 
$2,000 each to spend for books. 
The subject matter is not as im­
portant as having books available 
to read. Any kind of reading helps 
students learn, but not many books 
appropriate to this level were in 
the library.

A special effort is made to get 
the whole family involved. Books 
for family reading will be avail­
able. Some of the parents will be 
learning to read along with their 
children.

Schooler said that one of the

statistics they found when doing 
research is the children whose fa­
thers read to them develope a 
higher IQ than those who don’t.

Stephenson added that Brac­
kettville is one of the leading 
schools in the state and the nation. 
A total of 120 schools applied for 
one of these grants and 50 schools 
received one. Brackettville was 
the only 2A school approved.

Many efforts are already in 
place to help accelerate learning 
to read. The library is open Mon­
day, Wednesday and Thursday 
evenings for students who choose 
to work at their own pace.

Five computers will be in ev­
ery room in elementary school by 
December.

Francis Henry French was born in 
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27, 
1857. Deeply impressed from his youth 
by the stirring deeds and stories told by 
veterans of the Civil War, he realized his 
ambition fo r a military career by enter­
ing the United States Military Academy , 
at West Point, New York, where he grada- \ 
ated 12th from the Class o f 1879. He iw i  
assigned as 2nd Lt. o f “£  ” Company 19th 
Infantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory 
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi­
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville, 
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as 
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort 
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January I, 1883, 
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith­
fully maintained fo r the ne.xt 30 years.

Friday, Sept. 24, 1886
Today is Sue's birthday; gave 

her a fan. It was clear and bright 
all day, a very pleasant change 
from the last two or three days. 
Started out this morning in the 
buggy with Ralph Hoagland and 
before noon had almost all of 
Lula's home invitations delivered. 
Was very glad to get this done. 
Found a letter from Fiebeger 
awaiting me at noon, in which he 
writes that he is afraid he cannot 
come on for the wedding as the 
Superintendent disapproved appli­
cations last year; he will come if 
he can. After dinner drove Ralph 
up to the railroad and saw him and 
his mother start to return to Chi­
cago. For the first time in her 
whole married life of 15 years, 
Lizzie has now a home of her own 
to which she goes today. Drove 
out to Grandmother's delivering 
invitations there and on the way. 
Sat for a while with Grandmother 
and then walked back stopping at 
the gas office to leave M r. 
Cheeny's & Mr. Khight's invita­
tions as there was nobody at 
home, and a short time at the fac­
tory. Then shaved and about five 
o’clock a large wagon with a party 
drove up and Mattie & I joined 
them and were taken down to 
Hoagland's farm for a picnic. Had 
an excellent supper and in a short 
time music came from town and 
we had a pleasant evening danc­
ing. The whole thing was quite 
enjoyable. Got home after eleven 
o'clock. Received a letter from 
Helen Giddings this afternoon in­
viting me to come to Romeo with 
Ed. Cannot understand why lat­
ter does not wire me when he will 
be here.

Saturday, Sept. 25, 1886
Went down town to mail three 

invitations and sent a telegram to 
Mr. Todd to enquire when Ed 
started for Chicago. Left razor to 
be sharpened and then went to the 
factory awhile. Came home and 
read "Marion's Faith," a light 
novel about Army life. Received 
Homer Lee's bill for the wedding 
invitations and an O.B. about 
some Q .M. returns at Brown. A 
telegram came in the afternoon 
from Mr. Todd stating that Ed was 
in Chicago today. Cannot under­
stand why he didn’t notify me 
when he passed through here. 
Read the novel most of the after­
noon. Grandmother came over for 
a while in the afternoon. After 
supper escorted Sue up to the de­
pot to meet George who came 
down from Chicago this evening.

83.9 in 1996, 81.6 in 1997, and 
84.3 in 1998.

■ Writing: 84.8 in 1995, 78.6 
in 1996, 89.3 in 1997, and 86.0 
in 1998.

■ Math: 66.7 in 1995, 76.4 
in 1996, 73.3 in 1997, and 83.9 
in 1998.

There are many factors in the 
evaluation of a school district. 
This is one of the statistics that 
shows whether the Texas cur­
riculum is being learned.

Watched the passengers hoping 
that Ed came down also but could 
see nothing of him.

Sunday, Sept. 26, 1886 
Went down for the mail this 

morning and was rewarded by a 
letter from Ed in which he states 
that his business engagements re­
quired him to hurry through to 
Chicago and he had no time to 
stop here. He wants me to join 
him in Detroit where he will be 
on the 30th. Attended church and 
had a good sermon by Mr. 
Moffatj iHenry. andi Grandmother 
ate dinner with us and spent most 
of the afternoon here. Went up 
with Henry to see a man about 
some business and then he, 
George & I went down town 
where I sent a telegram to Ogle 
to inform him of my starting to­
morrow morning for Indianapo­
lis to pay him a visit. Went to the 
bank with Henry & then we came 
home. Mattie Withers came in 
later and stayed for supper. Had 
to escort her home and then it was 
too late for church. My 29th birth­
day comes tomorrow and this 
evening several nice, useful gifts 
from Mother, Father and the girls 
were handed me; all of them be­
ing very acceptable.

Monday, Sept. 27, 1886 
My 29th birthday and like 

many of the previous was spent 
away from home. Left on the early 
train this morning and before noon 
reached Indianapolis where Ogle 
met me. Clem Edgerton came 
down with me. It rained all the 
way and in the vicinity of Fort 
Wayne the ground was covered 
with water. Ogle is looking better 
than when I last saw him and has 
a better color. He says his health 
has improved. Went up to his 
home, a very comfortable and 
commodious frame building 
which he rents and after washing, 
went down stairs where met Mrs. 
Ogle & her little girl. Mrs. O. 
looks just the same as she did at 
Leavenworth in '81. While we 
were at dinner their boy came in 
from Kindergarten. Both of the 
children seem to be strong and 
healthy and are quite pretty. Af­
ter dinner went down to the of­
fice with Ogle and met Col. 
Youmans, his uncle and the presi­
dent of the coal company of which 
Ogle is Secretary. Met other 
gentlemen in the office also. Went 
to the barber shop for a shave af­
ter going to see Mr. Braden but 
who happened to be out of town. 
Enquired at the U.S. Clerk's of­
fice and learned that no report has 
yet been filed in Father's case. It 
rained almost all afternoon; so 
spent the greater part of the time 
at Ogle's office. After supper 
chatted a while at the house and 
then he took me to see 
"Evangeline," very much of a leg 
show, with some good music and 
some fiinny parts. Mrs. Ogle is

very much disgusted with Army 
life and quite bitter in regard to 
some ladies that she served with 
at Brown.

Tuesday, Sept. 28, 1886
The day opened up cold and 

rainy and continued to rain until 
noon when it cleared off and the 
sun came out. After breakfast ac­
companied Ogle to the office and 
spent most of the morning there 
with him. Walked up to the new 
statehouse which is rapidly near 
ing completion but was refused 
admission. It is to be a magnifi­
cent structure when completed. 
Bought some candy to take home. 
After dinner bade Mrs. Ogle 
good-bye and spent a short time 
at the office when Ogle accompa­
nied me to the depot and took 
leave. Judge O'Rourke was on the 
train and was very affable and 
pleasant. Met Mr. Ibaugh, the 
democratic candidate for legisla­
ture. Col. Robertson was also on 
the train part of the way. Mother 
and Mattie were waiting for me 
when the train pulled in. Found 
all well at home. George went to 
Detroit this morning. Had a good 
supper and after a short talk with 
Father tried to read a while but 
went to sleep instead. It is quite 
cool this evening and a clear night 
gives promise of better weather.

Wednesday, Sept. 29, 1886
After the mail came bringing 

nothing for me went down town 
to attend to some errands. Went 
to two different places to enquire 
the cost of having music at Lula's 
wedding. Met Will Tigar who 
walked down to the factory with 
me and stayed there talking until 
we were ready to come up home. 
On the way met his brothers 
Walter & Herbert. The three boys 
are doing very well and are good 
citizens. Enjoyed the talk with 
Will very much as it reminded me 
of old times. After dinner stayed 
at the house until after mail time 
but got nothing, then  attended to 
an errand for Mother and then 
went over to the Muncie station 
to make enquiries about the cost 
of a ticket to San Antonio. The 
agent promised to ascertain rate 
and other information and write 
me. Then walked over to the vi­
cinity of the water works where 
we boys used to play and bathe in 
the Spy Run. It is rapidly being 
built up and is very much 
changed. Stopped at the factory a 
while and then hurried home to 
shave and dress. After this went 
to the Episcopalian Church to at­
tend the wedding of Dr. Irwin's 
daughter, which was quite a pretty 
affair. Had supper late on account 
of this. Mrs. McDonald and Mrs. 
Laubach came in to spend the 
evening. Took a bath and packed 
my valise preparatory to going to 
Detroit and Romeo tomorrow 
morning.

Thursday, Sept. 30, 1886
Got up before 5 o'clock and 

iitook the early train for Detroit. 
The ride to Toledo :was spent , in" 
the drawing room of the sleeper 
as the chair car was full. Met Mrs. 
Wm Bash, Mrs. Ward and her two 
daughters from home and had a 
very pleasant ride with them, Mrs. 
Bash leaving us at Toledo. Had a 
very short time to change cars and 
get tickets at Toledo for Detroit. 
On arriving at the latter place 
walked up to the hotel with Mrs. 
Ward and daughters and regis­
tered for them & self. Saw Ed 
Todd's name on the register and 
after seeing the ladies off to their 
rooms went to Ed's room. He 
seems just the same as when I last 
saw him in '81. After a short chat 
in which he told much about his 
fiance'e, a Detroit lady, I returned 
to office to secure part of Ed’s 
room, he inviting me to bunk with 
him. Was shaved and after clean­
ing up went to dinner with Ed. 
Coming out met Mrs. Ward and 
daughters, the bride & groom of 
last night and a suitor for one of 
the Ward girls, to all of whom 
introduced Ed. Later on he went 
out in town on business while I 
went out to the post. Fort Wayne, 
where had the pleasure of renew­
ing acquaintance w ith M rs. 
Dodge, Mrs Pendleton (ne'e Kate 
Eaton), Pendleton, «fe Clagett of 
the 23rd Inf'y. and of meeting 
latter’s wife. Enjoyed these meet­
ings very much, as this is the first 
time Pendleton & I have met since 
'79 and the others were 
Leavenworth friends.

The Brackett Tigers are off to their best 
start in 10 years. The Tigers are 3-0 and they 
have outscored their opponents 100-6.

But Brackett will face its toughest task yet 
tomorrow night as the Tigers host the Sonora 
Broncos in a 7:30 contest.

“It’s great being 3-0,” Tigers coach David 
Yeager said. “I think our kids are gaining a 
lot of confidence every game. They’re start­
ing to believe in themselves and the system.

“We’re not nieve enough to think.that we 
can’t improve or get better in phases of the 
game, but you can’t overlook confidence ei­
ther. Having confidence is something these 
kids haven’t had in the past, along with some, 
structure and discipline.”

Sonora is 2-1 on the season. The Broncos 
have defeated Reagan County, 20-6, and Al­
pine, 26-16. Their only loss was a 14-6 deci­
sion to' Brady in Week 2.

“Sonora is a very good football team,” 
Yeager said. “They’re very well coached in 
all phases of the game. They have a great 
defense.
