Petitioners allowed to examine 
Fort Clark’s fînancial records

A district judge ruled Monday 
that three Fort Clark Springs resi­
dents could examine certain finan­
cial records of the association.

Arvel Baker, Verda McGahen 
and Robert Moore petitioned to 
perpetuate testimony and District 
Judge George Thurmond ap­
proved the petition Monday at a 
hearing.

“They’ve been trying to get 
them (financial records) since 
sometime in 1996,” said Jan Lon­
don, a Del Rio attorney who is 
representing the three Fort Clark 
residents. “They’ve been writing 
letters. Until they hired me, I don’t 
think they ever even had a chance 
of seeing any records.”

The petitioners requested to 
examine records dating back to 
1996, but the judge allowed the 
examination to include records 
from January 1997 to the present.

According to the by-laws of the 
association, “The membership 
register or duplicate register, the 
books of account, and minutes of 
the proceedings of the members 
and directors shall be open to in­
spection upon the written demand 
of any members at any reasonable 
time, and for a purpose reason­
ably related to his or her inter­
ests.”

“All of my clients are 
homeowners and they have their 
biggest financial stakes at Fort 
Clark Springs,” London said. “So 
they feel like if there are financial 
problems or irregularities that they 
do have an interest.”

Fort Clark Springs officials 
never intended to deny the peti­
tioners’ request to examine the 
records, according to Dallas at­
torney Darren Stand who is rep­
resenting the association.

“We were merely asking the 
court to place the parameters on 
their request of the review of 
books and records so that the daily 
operations of Fort Clark wouldn’t 
be interrupted,” Stand said.

The petition requested financial 
information that included accounts 
receivable and acounts payable, 
records of all notes held by the 
association, receipts for residen­
tial and membership assessments, 
check register receipts, and 
finincial records of Las Moras, 
Inc., including payroll records.

start” for the residents.
“They’ve been at this for a long 

time. I would hope that everybody 
at the fort and these people, who 
are residents of the fort, could 
work together and solve any prob­
lems amicably. It’s hard to go to. 
court when you’re going to court 
with your neighbors.”

“We didn’t want to bring a law­
suit because it may be frivolous,, 
but we wanted to ascertain if there 
are grounds for anything that they 
felt was happening,” she added. ;

The residents will be allowed 
to inspect the records sometime 
during November.

“Fort Clark Springs has an au-; 
dit performed every year, and we 
have no reason to believe that; 
there are any inaccuracies in those; 
books and records,” Stand added.-

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Does case set 
a precedent?

As Congress pours over the in­
formation released in Independent 
Counsel Kenneth Starr’s report, I 
wanted to share with you a true 
story of a court case that has some 
amazing parallels to the Clinton 
situation.

In light of what’s happening 
with President Clinton at this time, 
I thought you’d find the parallels 
interesting. This story is docu­
mented in the files of the Depart­
ment of Justice under the direc­
tion of the president’s attorney 
general.

The federal employee was a 
psychiatrist employed at the Vet-’ 
erans Medical Center in Boise, 
Idaho.

Jeff Mahl, the assistant gov­
ernor of Rotary District 58, vis­
ited with the Brackettville Rotary 
Club at the group’s luncheon 
meeting last Thursday after an 
invitation from Patsy Callnan, 
program chairman.

People from many 
different backgrounds and loca­
tions poured into the damaged 
area and teamed up to help flood 
victims.

Volunteers from every imag­
inable source were at work when

People worked side by side, dif­
ferences unnotjced, and united 
in a common goal to help oth­
ers. In this sense, it was a re­
warding experience not likely to 
be forgotten, he said.

The desire to be of service to 
those in need is at the heart of 
the Rotary movement.

The Acuna Rotary Club is 
working with the Mexican gov­
ernment and private industry to 
provide time and money to con­
struct housing for workers in 
maquiladoras.

Francis Henry French was bortiln  
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27, 
1857. Deeply impressed from his youth 
by the stirring deeds and stories told by 
veterans o f the Civil War, he realized his 
ambition fo r  a  military career by enter- 
ing the United States Military Academy 
at West Point, New York, where he gradu­
ated 12th from the Class o f1879. He was 
assigned as 2ndLt. o f  “E ” Company 19th 
Infantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory 
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi­
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville, 
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as 
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort 
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883, 
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith­
fully maintained fo r the next 30 years.

Friday, Oct, 8, 1886
After breakfast walked over to 

Grandmother's to help clean up 
but found everything straightened 
out. Came over with Mother and 
Uncle Freeman in the carriage. 
Mother spent the night out there. 
We brought over several things 
and Uncle Freeman took me up 
to the railroad to send a basket of 
cake to John & Lizzie. Then came 
down town to pay the musicians 
and get an express wagon to bring 
things over from Grandmother's 
but could not get one. Saw Will 
White and had a short talk with 
him. Then started home and met 
Mattie on the street and returned 
with her to the hotel where we met 
Mrs. White, Sophie and Will, the 
others having left during the night 
and early this morning. Took them 
up to our church and showed them 
through it. They admired it very 
much and we spent quite a long 
time there. Had to go to Mr. 
Morgan's for the key where Mrs. 
Morgan spoke about the wedding, 
what an enjoyable time she & Mr’ 
Morgan had had and how pleas­
antly everything passed. Several 
have expressed the same opinion 
and we feel well satisfied with it. 
After dinner found the express- 
man and sent him' out for the 
things. Then brought Mrs 
McDonald's horse and buggy to 
the Aveline House for Mattie and 
Will White and got a carriage and 
team from the livery stable and 
took Mother up to see a servant 
girl and afterwards we took Mrs. 
White and Sophie out to the Cem- 
etery, to Bass's farm and through 
Bloomingdale up past Uncle 
Henry's old place and then to 
Grandmother's. Spent a short time 
here calling and then we packed 
all the silverware and a few other 
presents and brought them over 
to the Aveline House to be packed 
in the trunks and carried to 
Sewickley. Mattie took dinner to­
day with the Whites at the hotel, 
but I was compelled to decline 
their invitation on account of the 
work to be done. After returning 
from Grandmother’s, took the 
carriage back to the livery stable 
and then drove over in Mrs 
McDonald's buggy to engage the 
hack for this evening. Then took 
the buggy to the stable and joined 
Mrs. White and her party at the 
Aveline House where they were 
just finishing packing their trunks.
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They came up to the house for tea. 
Aunt Julia, Uncle Freeman, 
Henry, Mr. and Mrs. Hoffman 
being the other guests. Mother 
invited the Hoffmans and Mr. and 
Mrs. Hayden with Grandmother's 
folks to a picnic this evening and 
then forgot to tell us about it. She 
changed her mind about the pic­
nic this morning and neglected to 
send word, so that Mr. and Mrs. 
Hoffman came out for the picnic 
this evening and Mr. and Mrs. 
Hayden drove past also. After 
supper it was time to start for the 
train. Mrs. White, Sophie, Sue & 
Mattie went up in the hack, while 
Will, George, Henry & I walked 
up. Was very sorry to find that 
they could secure no lower berths 
for the ladies as all were taken. 
Have enjoyed meeting Mrs. White 
and her family. They are all Chris­
tian people and I now feel more 
assured about Lula's future hap­
piness. Will & Sophie are both 
bright and pleasant talkers and 
their stay here has been very en­
joyable to us. Feel like resting 
tonight.

Saturday, Oct. 9, 1886
Went down town for the hack 

and then out to Grandmother's and 
brought all the remaining presents 
home to be packed next week for 
shipment to Lula. In the afternoon 
wrote at home until three o'clock 
when attended preparatory service 
in the lecture room of our church 
where first learned of the death 
of Mr. Jesse L. Williams. After 
accompanying Mattie home went 
down town for some papers. Spent 
the evening very enjoyably with 
Henry Freeman playing whist 
with Emma & h^ecca, the latter 
and I winning by one game. 
Looked over some old photo­
graphs with brought back old 
times when we were children to­
gether. Had chocolate and wafers 
and fruit for refreshments.

Sunday, Oct. 10, 1886
An O.B. came this morning 

about some return made at Brown, 
but the Register did not come as 
usual. Had communion service 
this morning, the first I have at­
tended for a long while, the last 
time being at the Presbyterian 
Church in Brownsville. Had a call 
from Mr. and Mrs. Croxton after 
dinner and then Father and I 
walked over to Grandmother's 
where we sat a short time as 
Grandmother was not at home. 
Spent the evening at home read­
ing and dozing until bedtime.

Monday, Oct. 11, 1886
Right after breakfast com­

menced with Mother and Mattie 
and before noon had most of 
Lula's things packed in a large box 
to be shipped to her by freight. 
Then went down to the factory to

attend to some errand and walked 
up with Father to dinner when we 
mailed down the lid of Lula's box. 
In the afternoon went down town 
to arrange for packing the rest of 
Lula's things and up to the rail­
road to enquire the fare to 
Pittsburg & return so that if ev­
erything is favorable Mattie and I 
can take the trip before I start for 
Texas. In the evening the packer 
came up and packed Lula's vases 
and other delicate articles. Mrs. 
Rowan & Mollie called and Mrs. 
McDonald came in for a short 
time. George went away to inspect 
some cars this morning and re­
turned this evening. Letters were 
received today from Lula & John 
who were in Philadelphia and en­
joying their trip.

Tuesday, Oct. 12, 1886
This morning went with Mattie 

to Louise Carnahan's and then 
down town and to the Aveline 
House where found one of Lula's 
presents, a very handsome lady's 
bag which was left by Sophie 
White. Was very glad to get it. 
Then returned to Mr. Carnahan s 
with Mattie and Louise, and we 
w ere all driven out to 
Grandmother's by Mrs. Carna­
han. After waiting there a short 
time, Maria, Mattie, Louise & 
C lara Carnahan and I took 
Grandmother's carriage and went 
up into the woods to gather 
hickory nuts but could not find 
any. Rode on further to a small 
stream where we built a fire, made 
coffee and had dinner. As lunch 
was prepared for quite a party and 
none of the others came, we had 
much more than we could dispose 
of. The people living in the house 
near our dining ground used to 
live near Grandmother's when I 
was a boy and were very kind to 
us. Had a right pleasant day, the 
ride being through pretty country 
all the time. We returned by a dif­
ferent road from the one we went 
out on. In the evening went over 
to Mrs. McDonald's with Kate, 
Sue and George to a small card 
party and spent the evening play­
ing whist. Had excellent refresh­
ments and a pleasant time. Mailed 
a letter today to Mr. Sweet to ask 
his assistance in procuring a re­
duced fare permit to St. Louis. 
Dont know whether he can do 
anything for me but hope he can 
and will. Also wrote to give fur­
ther directions about shipping my 
set of crockery to Clark from 
Chicago.

Wednesday, Oct. 13,1886
This morning Grandmother 

came over and went with Mother 
down to our church to attend the 
funeral of Mr. Jesse L. Williams. 
Had to wait in the church some

time until the funeral party came. 
The music was very fine. The ser­
mon gave a short account of Mr. 
Williams' life and services. After 
the exercises at the church we 
went out to cemetery where the 
body was deposited after a short 
prayer by Mr. Moffat. In the af­
ternoon went down town to attend 
to the shipment of some of Lula's 
things, to arrange for the survey 
of my piece of property and to get 
some hinges to repair my trunk 
After coming home went down to 
the church to hunt for a pin lost 
by Aunt Eliza this morning but 
could not find it. Received a tele­
gram this afternoon from Collard 
White that he would be in Fort 
Wayne this evening. After supper 
went over to Mrs. Laubach's with 
Mother and was shown through 
their house which is a very hand­
some residence and beautifully fit­
ted up. Went up to the train and 
met Collard White and brought 
him down to the house. Spent the 
rest of the evening in talking. He 
is on his way home from Chicago 
where he went after Lula's wed­
ding.

Thursday, Oct. 14,1886
Today has been rainy and 

windy, a regular November day. 
Took Collard White through our 
church and then up to the station 
where he engaged his berth for 
tonight's train East. Then we went 
to the shops where George met 
us and took us all around, explain­
ing the different interesting opera­
tions. After this went down 
through the factory and showed 
him how blankets were made. In 
the afternoon sat in the house un­
til after three o’clock as the dis­
agreeable weather prevented our 
riding or going ,̂£»ui to Grand­
mother's as we would have liked 
to do. Left Mr. White at the house 
while I came down street with Sue 
to attend to some errands. Then 
after returning to the house went 
down to Uncle French's to call on 
his nephew, a Mr. Abbott of Ohio 
whom found to be quite agreeable. 
After supper went down for the 
hack and then we had a short time 
for conversation at home before 
it was necessary to go to the train. 
Went up to the station with Col­
lard White and saw him start for
home. Read and dozed after re­
turning.
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Four areas consume our lives

There are four areas that consume most of 
our lives. The first is “I lack.”

To lack is to recognize the condition and 
usually translates into a “want.” Most of our 
lacks and wants are earthy and human.

Things most people really lack are seldom 
thought of. One of the greatest of these is a 
warm personal relationship with God. The idea 
that God is a Simon Legree tyrant is falla­
cious.

God is Father to all who have faith in Jesus 
Christ. As Father he wants to have a warm 
personal relationship with his children.

Many also lack a true concern for our fel­
low man. People become deeply concerned 
when tragedy strikes, whether it be a flood or 
a  personal loss people become concerned.

Here again most concern is for the earthy, 
the physical. There is an unseemly lack of 
deep personal concern for every person, even 
those outside the circle of family and friends.

Perhaps the most detrimental lack is the

lack of a viable faith. A viable faith is a faith 
in God that gives peace of mind and heart in 
any situation. It paints a silver lining on the 
darkest cloud.

The second area is “I wish. ” This is a state 
of awakened desire. Often it is created by what 
another has.

Many times it is fed by fancy and imagina­
tion. The person who buys a lottery ticket 
imagines he may win. So seldom is the wish 
for truly eternal and spiritual things.

Not often is the wish for a closer walk with 
God or a wish for a deeper compassion for 
fellowman or a deep and substantive wish for 
a faith that makes every passing moment a joy 
and thrill.

Another area of concern is “I ought.” This 
is a sign of awakened responsibility.

I never tell anyone they ought to go to 
church. If they are Christians, they know they 
ought to go to church. If they don’t recognize 
they ought to go to church, it’s a sign they are 
either not a Christian or are devoid of Chris­
tian motivations.

Brackett battles Center Point on the road at 7:30

The Brackett Tigers will open their Dis­
trict 30-2A gridiron slate Friday as they travel 
to Center Point for a 7:30 contest with the 
Pirates.

Brackett is 4-1 on the season. The team’s 
only blemish is a 17-0 loss to Sonora.

“We lost to a tough Sonora team, but I 
was pleased with our effort,” Tigers coach 
David Yeager said. “I think we’ve improved 
in all phases of the game. We’re getting bet­
ter. We’re peaking at the right time.”

Center Point enters conference play with a 
perfect 5-0 record.

“I think Brackett has the best team they’ve 
had in several years,” Pirates coach Scott

Kaiser said. “I think Coach Yeager has done 
a heck of a job. I’m real impressed with some 
of those kids and the difference in them this 
year over last year.”

Center Point is led by quarterback Seth 
Blackledge. The senior has completed 29 of 
68 passes for 565 yards with nine touchdowns 
and two interceptions this season. His favor­
ite target is senior Jon Bailey, who has 15 
receptions for 309 yards and five TDs.

“They have a really good quarterback that 
throws the ball well and good receivers that 
catch the ball,” Yeager said.

The Tigers are ranked third in the area in 
pass defense, allowing only 29.2 yards a game.

Brackett is also ranked third in total defense 
and scoring defense, allowing 117 total yards 
and 5.8 point per contest.

“We feel like they’ll play real good de­
fense against the run and the pass,” Kaiser 
said. “They’re very aggressive. We’re im­
pressed with the way they get after it. ”

Offensively, the Tigers are averaging 29.8 
points and 362 yards a game.

Brackett fullback Wes Baker has rushed 
for 734 yards and five touchdowns, while 
tailback Brent Smith has 512 yards and eight 
TDs.

“Baker and Smith are both good running 
backs,” Kaiser said.

Andrew H. Price, a herpetolo­
gist and conservation scientist for 
Texas Parks and Wildlife (TPW), 
recently released a new edition of 
Poisonous Snakes of Texas, a 
book that covers a variety of ques­
tions about poisonous snakes.

“The book contains photo­
graphs and range maps of all the 
different kinds of poisonous 
snakes in Texas, text on what they 
look like, how they behave, what 
they eat, and where they live,”

Price said. “It also contains sec­
tions on snakebite treatment, first 
aid, how to avoid snakes, and 
what to do when you run across a 
snake in the wild.

The newly revised Poisonous 
Snakes of Texas is an expanded, 
up-to-date version of the original 
that was published in 1950 by John 
F. Werler.

There has been a demand for 
this informative book even though 
it has been out of print since 1978 
and the new version fulfills the

demands admirably.
One of the main themes of the 

book is a reminder to the reader 
that humans are the ones invad­
ing the snakes habitat, not the 
other way around.

“The most important thing 
people should recognize is that 
venomous snakes are part of the 
environment just like any other 
species,” Price said.

Along this line, the reader is 
informed almost half of the ven­
omous snake bites suffered by
