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SW B to propose optional 
extended area calling plan

Southwestern Bell telephone officials have 
announced that the company plans to propose 
an extended area calling plan that would al­
low customers to make unlimited local calls 
to 35 different cities for a single monthly fee.

The Kinney County Commissioners Court 
approved the proposal during its regular meet­
ing last week.

“The optional part is what I like about it,” 
Precinct 1 Commissioner Freddie Frerich said. 
“People can use it if it helps with their phone 
bill.”

Southwestern Bell will present the proposal 
to the Public Utility Commission next month. 
If approved, the service is expected to be op­
erational next year.

The telephone company is trying to gain 
support from counties included in the plan 
before officials formally make the request.

“I have already gained support from 
Zavala, Uvalde, Maverick, Dimmit and Webb 
counties,” Southwestern Bell’s Rose Delgado 
told county officials during last week’s meet­
ing.

The extended area calling plan is an op­

tional service that includes proposed monthly 
fees of $29.95 per residential line and $60 
per business line.

“The Public Utility Commission will ap­
prove the rate based on the number of resolu­
tions that are approved,” Delgado said.

“It is an optional service, which means that 
it is not a service that the customer is obli­
gated to have. Like right now, if you don’t 
have call waiting, you don’t have to buy it if 
you don’t want it.

“We’re just trying to make this available 
for our customers,” she said. “It is something 
that will reduce some of your long distance 
rates.”

The proposed area stretches from Brackett­
ville to Luling, and south to Laredo. San An­
tonio is included in the plan, but Del Rio is 
not.

“Val Verde is not included because their 
telephone service is with GTE,” Kinney 
County Judge Tommy Seargeant said.

“I understand that GTE is proposing the 
same plan as well,” Delgado said.

“Alenco Communications, around Laredo 
in Webb County, and Valley Telephone, in' 
Artesia Wells, have partnered with us. 
Guadalupe Valley exchange, in Kingsbury

near Seguin, has also agreed to go along with 
the plan.

“The county that is most important to all 
the other counties is Bexar County because 
all of them do a lot of business towards San 
Antonio,” she added.

Delgado said she expects the plan to be 
popular to telephone customers who are 
Internet users.

“I know a lot of the customers are going to 
use it for Internet service,” she said. “If they 
want to hook up with an Internet service pro­
vider in San Antonio, they can just dial. lUght 
now, if anybody dials to an Internet service 
provider in San Antonio, the long distance 
minutes will add up.”

Fort Clark receives $10,000 state grant
Fort Clark Springs has been 

awarded a $10,000 grant from the 
Texas Preservation Trust Fund 
(TPTF), a program of the Texas 
Historical Commission (THC), 
State Representative Pete Gallego, 
D-Alpine, announced last week.

The grant will assist the Fort 
Clark Springs Association Inc. in 
its efforts to preserve this valu­
able landmark.

The grant money will be used 
to make improvements to the Ser­
vice Club, according to Fort Clark 
Springs General Manager Jim 
Heath.

“The reason we applied for the 
grant is to try to broaden our 
sources of revenue,” Heath said. 
“We’re trying to preserve our 
heritage and the historic integrity 
of Fort Clark. ”

The THC selected 20 preser­
vation projects from 102 applica­
tions to be recipients of the 1999 
TPTF grant awards totaling ap­
proximately $324,000. Five addi­
tional preservation projects have 
been named as grant alternates in 
case a grant recipient is unable to 
accept the award.

The Texas Legislature created 
the TPTF, the only preservation

grant program in the state, to pre­
serve endangered historic build­
ings and significant archeological 
sites statewide.

The TPTF is an interest-earn­
ing pool of public and private 
monies. The earned interest and 
designated gifts are distributed as 
matching grants. The program 
provides up to one-third of the 
total project costs for acquiring, 
planning and developing historic 
properties.

The state legislature provided 
a significant boost to the TPTF 
with a $2.5 million appropriation 
in 1995 and another $4.5 million 
in 1997. The fund will award a 
portion of the interest on these 
appropriations for 1999 grants to 
owners of eligible historic prop­
erties.

“The financial aid the Texas 
Preservation Trust Fund is pro-

viding to this unique resource con­

“The great program helps our 
community and many others cre­
ate the quality of life that attracts 
new business to our state,” he 
added.

City passes ordinance 
concerning employees’ 
residency requirements

The Brackettville City 
Council updated an ordinance 
to comply with state law con­
cerning residency require­
ments for municipal employ­
ees during a special meeting 
Monday night.

The new ordinance says: 
“The governing body of the 
City of Brackettville feels that 
in die best interest of the city 
and the community that all 
community area residents be 
considered for various ap­
pointments to any city office. ”

Previous ordinances stated 
that employees had to live 
within the city limits, and later 
within the county.

But state law says that “a 
municipality may not require 
residency within the munici­
pal limits as a condition of 
employment with the munici­
pality.”

The ordinances were 
brought to the City Council’s 
attention last week when of­
ficials appointed Ron Ring as 
ch ief of police and Gil 
Raymer as municipal judge.

The San Antonio-El Paso Road 
-  Highway 90 -  is getting ready 
to celebrate its 150th birthday next 
year. As part of this sesquicen­
tennial celebration, a special postal 
cancellation for the post offices 
along the old road will take place 
on May 1, 1999. Local artists, 
young and old, are invited to sub­
mit their own designs for this 
unique postal cancellation.

The design for the cancellation 
should be no larger than two and 
a half inches by one and a half 
inches and reflect the overall his­
torical theme of the Sesquicenten­
nial of the San Antonio-El Paso 
Road. The submitted designs 
should be camera ready.

Since the stamp itself will be 
done in black and white and with 
a rubber stamp, the designs should 
not be complicated. Deadline for 
submissions is Dec. 15, with the 
final selection made by the San 
Antonio-El Paso Road Sesquicen­
tennial Committee in January.

Submissions may be sent to or 
dropped off at the Landmark Inn 
SHP, 402 Florence Street, 
Castroville, Texas ,78009. Those

wishing to have submissions re­
turned should provide a self ad­
dressed stamped envelope.

The road between San Anto­
nio and El Paso, which opened up 
communication and transportation 
westward to Santa Fe and San Di­
ego, was first explored and 
opened in 1849. With the estab­
lishment of a chain of U.S. mili­
tary forts, the road became an im­
portant transportation and com­
munication link.

In 1850, mail service between 
El Paso and San Antonio was es­
tablished followed by passenger 
servicer the following year. The 
exploration of the route also al­
lowed for the study and catalog­
ing of many native plants and ani­
mals The road also served as one 
of the major southern routes to the 
gold fields of California.

The May mail run will be on 
horseback from Brackettville 
(Fort Clark) to San Antonio, in­
cluding stops at Cline and Uvalde 
(Fort Inge), Sabinal, Knippa, 
D’Hanis (Fort Lincoln), Hondo, 
Quihi and Castroville (Vance Sta- 
tion/Landmark Inn SHP).

What exactly is a prophet? I’ve 
never met one, have you? But then 
again ...

What about the preacher who 
stands in the pulpit on Sunday 
morning and proclaims that if we 
do not change the way we do 
things in the United States that we 
will suffer the consequences; that 
God will not allow the wrong 
thinking and immoral behavior 
that is prevalent in the country 
today to go on indefinitely? Is that 
man a prophet?

He probably would deny it. He 
would say that he is merely tell­
ing us what it says in the Bible. 
And he would be right.

But what is the Bible? It is the 
word of God. And what does a 
prophet do? He brings to the 
people what God tells him to 
bring. He relays the word of God 
to the masses. So is a preacher a 
prophet? Possibly.

What he definitely is, is a mes­
senger. And not just ministers, 
preachers, pastors, priests and oth­
ers formally educated in translat­
ing and relating the word of God, 
anyone can be a messenger. Any­
one can read the Bible. Anyone 
who can read the Bible and un­
derstand that it is the immortal 
word of God can then begin to 
appreciate that it is not merely a 
history, but also a prediction.

The Bible has more than one 
meaning. Most of the Bible has at 
least two different messages to 
deliver.

When Isaiah speaks of what 
will happen to Israel, he is speak­
ing of the consequences to any 
future civilization which strays 
down the same crooked path. He 
is telling us that if we do die things 
that caused God to abandon Israel 
he will abandon us to our fate as 
well.

That, my friends, is a fact that 
you can prove by studying history. 
It happens every single time, widi- 
out exception.

Isaiah 29:13 says, “The Lord 
says: ‘These people come near to 
me with their mouth and honor me 
with their lips, but their hearts are 
far from me. Their worship of me 
is made up only of rules taught by 
men.’”

Then, in verse 20 and 21: “The 
ruthless will vanish, the mockers 
will disappear, and all who have 
an eye for evil will be cut down- 
those who with a word make a 
man out to be guilty, ensnare the 
defender in court and with false 
testimony deprive the innocent of 
justice.”

I don’t know about you, but it 
seems to me that those words 
could just as well be directed 
against us as against ancient Is­
rael.

How many of you know some­
one (other than our current presi­
dent, that’s too easy) who goes to 
church every Sunday, but whose 
business practices and personal 
life are more reminiscent of Shy­
ster than Jesus?

That is what God, through 
Isaiah, is saying. Not was, is. If 
you are going to say you are a 
man or woman of God, follow his 
laws and don’t Just give him lip 
service.

All of us are fallible. I am one 
of the worst offenders. I let my 
passions and temper overrule my 
common sense on too many occa­
sions. God knows that. He made 
me and knows everything that I 
am. He knows that I am as imper­
fect as a man can be. He also 
knows I try to be better.

That is the purpose of grace. 
That is why God has told us that 
he is a forgiving God. All we have 
to do is offer our repentance. Sin­
cerely and apologetically bow to 
the supremacy of God and ask for 
forgiveness.

We must also, however, make 
an honest effort to live a sin free 
life. We will not succeed. That is 
not our nature. We will fail. But 
the proof is in the effort. No mat­
ter how many times we fail we 
must continue to try.

After the death and resurrec­
tion of Jesus, a group sprang up 
called the Gnostics. They misun­
derstood the meaning of grace. 
They tried to say that since sin was 
forgiven, then the greater the sin 
the greater the forgiveness. There­
fore, a person should sin more to 
gain more grace.

This is a totally corrupted in­
terpre tation  of the message 
brought by Christ. It doesn’t 
work. Sinning on purpose to get 
a higher level of forgiveness is a 
horrid corruption of the teachings 
of Jesus.

How does that apply to mod­
ern America?

We too are corrupting the mes­
sage. Like the Constitution of the 
United States, we are beginning 
to interpret and modernize the 
message the Bible gives. Don’t do 
it! If you want to court damna­
tion, just change what the Bible 
says to fit your modern, 21st Cen­
tury idea of what it should say. 
What God said, God meant!

The Bible is full of instances 
where God gave someone a sec­
ond chance. He gave the Israel­
ites more chances than I can com­

prehend and they disappointed 
him each time. Finally, he de­
stroyed their nation, took their 
land and all but wiped them out. 
He did this out of love, just as you 
discipline your children out of 
love.

His prophets told of the com­
ing wrath of God, time and time 
again, and no one listened. They 
would give lip service to the true 
God for a short time, to mollify a 
king, but they did not practice the 
true worship of the Creator. They 
paid the price. Or have we for­
gotten the Holocaust?

Today’s prophets are telling us 
the same things. We are guilty of 
the same things. We worship Sa­
tan and idols and practice witch­
craft and voodoo, say there is no 
God and that man evolved from 
apes.

We accept the destruction of 
the family unit, say that abortion 
isn’t murder, argue about whether 
adultery is wrong and call it a sick­
ness, and say homosexuality is an 
alternate lifestyle.

We not only accept, but expect, 
dishonesty from our public ser­
vants. The only thing we care 
about is the impact of the govern­
ment on our wallets.

We don’t vote for the best man, 
the honest man, the man who is 
interested in the health of the 
country, we vote for the man who 
can put more bucks in our pock­
ets, and we don’t care how he does 
it or what else he does while he is 
doing it. Our idols are now green 
and have the face of a dead politi­
cian on one side.

I am no prophet, but even one 
of the admittedly limited mental 
capacity that I have can see that 
things are wrong. I can read the 
Bible and see that those messen­
gers who are telling us to repent 
or be destroyed are modern-day 
prophets with a message from God 
that we had better pay attention 
to. You can do your part.

Vote for the best man, a states­
man! Take your family and go to 
church! Discipline your children 
when they need it! Be honest! 
Work out your differences with 
your spouse instead of filing for a 
divorce at the first disagreement!

Mike Bolin presented a mu­
sical program of patriotic songs 
to celebrate Veteran’s Day last 
Thursday during the Brackett­
ville Rotary Club’s weekly lun­
cheon.

Several years ago, Bolin came 
here to head public relations for 
Fort Clark Springs. Later, he ac­
cepted a similar job for Alamo 
Village where he has served 
since.

Bolin’s talents are ordinarily 
used to handle publicity for the 
Village, but this program tapped 
his own musical gifts. Bolin has 
a pleasing, melodious voice that 
is classically trained.

He laughed as he spoke of 
this, pointing out that instead of 
presenting concerts, he has 
found himself in quite a differ­
ent field.

Bolin used taped music to ac­
company himself as he sang. He 
introduced each song, connect­
ing the selections.

He spoke first of appreciation 
for veterans who have “saved 
this world for us.” He pointed 
out that we h^ve been involved 
in nine major conflicts since the

Francis Henry French was bom in 
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27, 
1857. Deeply impressed from his youth 
by the stirring deeds and stories told by 
veterans of the Civil War, he realized his 
ambition for a military career by enter­
ing the United States Military Academy 
at West Point, New York, wltere he gradu­
ated 12th from the Class o f1879. He was 
assigned as 2nd Li. of “E ” Company 19th 
Infantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory 
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi­
ment moved to Fort Brown at Browimille, 
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as 
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort 
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883, 
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith­
fully maintainedfor the next 30years.

Friday, Nov. 19, 1886
Had a battalion skirmish drill 

this morning but it was not a very 
brilliant affair. Mail brought me 
a letter & bundle of papers from 
home. Carried Geary’s mail down 
to the guard house as he was on 
guard and then spent a short time 
in the office and afterwards went 
over to the Library to read the 
papers. Capt. Feche’t came in af­
ter lunch and beat me a rubber of 
piquet. Capt. Remington also 
called and sat for a long time. 
Gave him Dr. Porter’s address as 
he wanted to send for some “Key 
West” cigars. Read papers from 
home until parade time. Had usual 
dress parade. In the evening called 
on Miss Jacobs and then went to 
Capt. Feche’t’s to play cribbage, 
but he was not at home. Called 
on the Fowler’s, on Mrs. Morris 
who was out and on Dr. Town. 
Then went up to see Capt. Vance 
but he was out. Met Guard and 
wife walking and walked with 
them a while, accepting Mrs. 
Guard’s invitation for a Thanks­
giving dinner. They are disgusted 
with this post, like myself, and 
want a change. Read papers from 
home later.

Saturday, Nov. 20,1886
Expected to meet on a Board 

of Survey this morning, but Capt. 
Vance the president of the Board 
went hunting and prevented. Mail 
brought letters from Harry Rhoads 
with receipt for check. Miss Hous­
ton and Mr. Terrell of San Anto­
nio explaining that absence from 
town had prevented him from pay­
ing tax on our land as 1 requested 
him to do, and a book from Henry 
Freem an. Went to M rs. 
Cunningham’s for a book of mu­
sic and then over to the Library 
to read the papers and to practice 
on the organ a while. After lunch 
went down to the store and played 
a few games of billiards with 
Hammond. Wanted to take a bath 
afterwards but was prevented by 
a call from the chaplain who rather 
disgusted Geary & self by the 
bragging manner in which he 
spoke of his acquaintance with 
presidents and other high officials. 
At four o’clock attended dinner 
with Dr. Town at Eckerson’s and 
had an enjoyable time. In the 
evening went up with Hammond 
to see Mrs. Leefe about the choir

Revolutionary War, and 1.25 
million people have died in 
them.

It is easy to forget the unique 
significance of the founding of 
this country and easy to lose ap­
preciation of that concept and 
expression “all men are created 
equal.”

Attended inspection as usual. 

The mail brought samples of cards 
and paper from Dreka and a postal 
card notification that my set of 
crockery was over at the railroad. 
Was very glad to learn this. It was 
shipped by freight and has come 
through much quicker than I ex­
pected, and the charges are much 
less than by express the way I or­
dered it to be sent. Carried Capt. 
Vance’s mail up to his house and 
sat a while chatting. Shook hands 
with Mrs. Witherell who has just 
returned from a trip to the North. 
Saw Vedder about sending for the 
crockery. Guard came up and sat 
until noon. After lunch com­
menced letter home but Dr. Town 
came along and invited me out for 
a ride. Went down the creek about 
five miles and enjoyed the ride a 
great deal. Wrote on letter after 
returning and completed it after 
retreat. Sang in the choir as usual. 
After service the Cunninghams, 
Miss Coleman, Hammond & self 
met at Miss Jordan’s to sing and 
had a right pleasant time. 
Hammond did not remrn after tat­
too. Commenced letter to Lula 
after taking Miss Coleman home 
but did not write much. Received 
a telegram from the agent at 
Spofford stating that he sent me a 
box by mistake instead of the bar­
rel of crockery. So I cannot get 
my set until tomorrow. Vedder 
had to send out to the railroad to­
day and told the driver to bring 
my barrel back with him.

Monday, Nov. 22,1886
No drill this morning, today 

being the day of the funeral of Ex- 
Prest. Arthur. Salutes were fired 
at reveille and retreat and one gun 
every half hour during the day. 
Mail brought the samples & price 
list from the tailor in Lancaster 
and a letter from Henry Freeman. 
Went down to the Q.M. ware­
house and saw the box which was 
sent over by mistake to me and 
tried to arrange with Vedder to 
send over for my barrel. Col. 
Heyl, the inspector, came along

to inspect some property for him 
and so he did not have time to at­
tend to my request. Was measured 
for a new overcoat and sent the 
measurement to Haas of Lancaster 
with the order for a coat. After 
lunch Hammond, Dr. Harris and 
I put up the lawn tennis net and 
then Guard joined us when we had 
several excellent games. Dr. Har­
ris plays much better than we do 
and so we ought to be able to learn 
a great deal by playing with him. 
Dress parade was suspended also 
today. Completed letter to Lula 
after dinner and then sat in 
Steele’s house a while. Called af­
terwards with Guard on Col. Heyl 
at Gen. Smith’s, sitting in Capt. 
Vance’s after the call until tattoo 
listening to Mrs. Guard play on 
the piano. Read and dozed in the 
chair after tattoo.

Tuesday, Nov. 23,1886 
Had battalion skirmish drill this 

morning. Mail had nothing for me 
contrary to my expectation for a 
letter from home is due. Tried to 
arrange with Vedder about send­
ing for the barrel, but could get 
no satisfaction. Met on a Board 
of Survey in the office and com­
pleted proceedings afterwards in 
my room, Capt. Vance and Steele 
being the other members. Captain 
is trying to reorganize the French 
club of last Winter; hope he will 
succeed. Played tennis until lunch 
with Hammond, H arris and 
Kendall. After lunch brought Miss 
Jordan down to play with us. She 
does not play very well, and it was 
more of a bother than pleasure to 
play with her. But the exercise is 
excellent. Had an alarm of fire 
after dinner, nothing more than a 
chimney burning out. Attended an 
“At H om e” affair at 
Cunningham’s which passed along 
quite pleasantly. Quite a number 
of songs were given, one quartette 
by Miss Jordan, Miss Coleman, 
Hammond and self. Played cards. 
After most had gone a few of the 
younger ones waltzed a while. 
Escorted Miss Coleman home. 

Wednesday, Nov. 24,1886 
Had regular battalion drill this 

morning. After breakfast got a 
detail of men and had them bring 
down to my quarters a desk that 
was in Dr. Town’s. Want to use 
this for proceedings of boards and 
courts. Then explained to Gen. 
Smith about absence from tattoo 
last evening. He informed me that 
he did not expect officers to leave 
a formal entertainment like that 
to attend tattoo. After guard 
mounting he had the officers meet 
in his office and read them a let­
ter from Gen. Stanley in regard

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to a gift concert to aid a confed­
erate soldiers home at Austin. 
Purchased a ticket. Mail brought 
letters from home and Lula and 
an advertisement. Received a note 
from the agent at Spofford Junc­
tion about my barrel of crockery. 
Carried it down to show Vedder 
and saw a team start for the rail­
road. Then went to the Library to 
look over the papers. The wind 
blew a strong norther all day and 
the dust flew so that it was im­
possible to play tennis. Wrote on 
letter before and after lunch. 
While writing in the afternoon 
barrel arrived and was soon 
opened. Everything was in good 
condition except the large water 
pitcher which had a big hole in 
the side due to imperfect packing. 
This is very annoying as the 
pitcher of my present set is bro­
ken. Must send for another. Af­
ter dinner Geary and the Chap­
lain called. Excused self long 
enough to complete and mail let­
ter. Escorted Miss Jacobs to the 
promenade concert, which was 
somewhat longer than usual this 
evening. Had quite a pleasant time 
there. Dr. Town left tonight for 
duty in San Antonio. He will be 
greatly missed.

Thursday, Nov. 25,1886
Thanksgiving Day brought the

The Panthers (10-1) advance to the area play­
offs where they will meet Banquete (7-4) tomorrow 
night at Medina Valley Stadium in Castroville.

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Motorists should keep eyes open for deer
Motor vehicle collisions with 

deer will increase in the next few 
months as deer movement across 
roads increases.

Motorists should be alert for 
deer on both rural roads and in 
urban areas near undeveloped 
land, as collisions with deer can 
cause extensive vehicle damage 
and driver injury.

During late summer and early 
fall, deer change their feeding ac­
tivity and begin to forage more 
widely as acorns begin to fall and 
browse plants become more im­
portant to their diet. Fawns switch 
their diets from mother’s milk to 
vegetation and also increase their 
movements.

Although many roads have

posted signs indicating the loca­
tions of major deer crossing ar­
eas, motorists should not assume 
that deer will cross only at these 
sights, as collisions with deer may 
occur anywhere in Texas.

Deer often move and feed in 
groups. So if motorists see one 
deer, they should be alert for oth­
ers nearby that have not yet ap­
peared. It’s a good idea to look in 
the direction the deer came from 
and not focus on the deer that’s

already crossed the road.
Deer blinded by headlights at 

night do not react as they normally 
would during the day. It is not 
uncommon for deer to reverse 
their direction or stop abruptly 
when approached by a fast mov­
ing vehicle.

Deer often feed along roadway 
ditches where water drainage al­
lows the growth of preferred forbs 
and weeds not found in more arid, 
adjacent pastures.

During the breeding season, 
bucks chasing does are distracted 
and can become victims of colli­
sions because their natural defense 
mechanisms that might alert them 
to danger don’t kick in.

It is unlawful to pick up or pos­
sess the carcass of a deer or other 
game animal that was hit by a ve­
hicle on a public road. Neither the 
State of Texas nor TPWD is li­
able for damages caused by these 
types of accidents.

For all of these reasons, mo­
torists should be especially care­
ful during the next few months, 
and parents should caution their 
young drivers who may be less 
aware of the potential for danger­
ous collisions with deer.

Do not judge other’s spirituality

Holiness versus witchcraft, what are you walk­
ing in?

A holy life comes about when you personally 
choose to walk in God’s will, seeking him first, 
humbling yourself before his throne, willing to put 
your own will under the will of God, wanting to 
reach out and touch (or commune with) your Sov­
ereign Lord and Savior, yet being able to crawl up 
in his lap and call him “Daddy, Daddy.”

It is allowing him to change you from one de­
gree of glory to the next as he strips away the lies, 
the idols, the bad habits, the hardness of your own 
heart, and fills your heart with truth, commitment, 
righteousness and love.

The zeal for which one seeks after the things of 
God floats up, out of the heart, and is manifested in 
leading a “holy” life, one that is well-pleasing and 
set apart unto the Lord, spending time with him 
daily.

This is all great and good. It is to be sought af­
ter, but “when does it become witchcraft”, you ask?

It becomes witchcraft the moment when, in your 
joy of experiencing the holiness of God, you begin 
to try to force others to accept the same degree and

level of spirituality that you are walking.
Yes, go on with God in your Christian walk, but 

don’t judge people who are not quite as “holy” as 
you feel that you are.

Find a prayer group to encourage you and direct 
God’s vision in your life, be a part of a Bible study 
group to help you continue to spiritually grow, but 
do not shun those who are (as you might feel) spiri­
tually “beneath you.” They are the very ones who 
need your prayers and encouragement.

If they are spiritually sick, then provide them 
with spiritual healing. Don’t kick the wounded. Put 
a watch over your lips to keep yourself from be­
coming haughty.

Early detection is the best protection from breast cancer

This year, 11,300 sisters, 
daughters, mothers and wives in 
Texas will be diagnosed with 
breast cancer. A total of 2,800 
women will not live to see the new 
year because of this disease.

Breast cancer is one of the most 
commonly diagnosed cancers 
among American women and the 
second leading cause of cancer 
deaths.

But the detection through early 
screening is the key to more treat­
ment options and a dramatic in­
crease in survival rates. If cancer 
is found before it spreads to other 
parts of the body, a person has a 
greater chance of successful treat­
ment and getting well.

A new campaign called Tell- 
A-Friend Friday was kicked off 
to encourage Texans to set aside 
a few minutes each Friday of this 
month to encourage a friend or 
relative to get a breast examina­
tion and mammogram -  something

all women should discuss with 
their doctors.

African American women 
should pay particular attention to 
this message. African American 
women have the highest death 
rates, and many experts believe 
this is due to cancer being found 
at a later stage of development 
among them than among other 
women.

“I think African American 
women historically have felt the 
health care system might not be 
as open or as friendly to them as 
other women,” Texas Commis­
sioner of Health Dr. William R. 
Archer III said. “We need to 
lower those barriers so that 
women know we are concerned 
about them.

“Our goal is to open the doors 
to African American women and 
all women, and make sure early 
detection is part of their lifestyle,” 
he added.

Older woman of all ethnic 
backgrounds should also pay spe­
cial attention to the preventative 
message. Most breast cancer oc­
curs in women age 50 and older.

Marlyn Hopper is one of those 
women. She was diagnosed with 
breast cancer in 1996, underwent 
chemotherapy and is currently 
cancer-free.

“We are survivors,” she said 
of the hundreds of women who 
have fought breast cancer.

“You think of breast cancer and 
you think of one woman. But 
breast cancer affects a whole fam­
ily when the mother of a house 
has this disease. All the family 
members from the children to the 
grandpas, everybody she works 
with, everybody around that 
woman becomes a part of the can­
cer. It’s not just her disease, it’s a 
community disease,” Hopper said.

Archer agreed: “We know that

What kind of message are we 
supposed to receive from the an­
nouncement that Operation 
ABC Mobilization: America 
Buckles up Children will be ac­
tive during the week of Thanks­
giving?

My first reaction was to ask 
why our law enforcement agen­
cies are not already doing all 
they can to save the lives of chil­
dren?

However, I suspect I know 
the answer I would receive from 
law enforcement agencies -  
there just aren’t enough offic­
ers or money to properly en­
force all of the law.

This results in prioritizing 
which laws are more closely in­
vestigated -  murder is a higher 
priority than speeding, rape is 
a higher priority than domestic 
violence. There is little our law 
enforcement agencies can do to 
keep up with the rate at which 
we, the public, commits crimes.

Law enforcement problems 
such as these cause us to fall into 
a trap with which we are all 
tempted. The logic resounds in 
our heads something like this ex- 
.ample:

If there is little or no law en­
forcement of the speeding laws, 
and if other drivers are going to 
drive the “allowable” 10 miles 
per hour over the speed limit 
anyway, and if the “specialists” 
say the highway surfaces are 
safe for speeds exceeding 70 
miles per hour, then why 
shouldn’t I go along with the 
crowd and stretch the speed 
limit by keeping pace with ¿hose 
other drivers?

Eventually, this type of logic 
reaches out and claims one of 
those 2,000 children who die 
each year in traffic accidents.

I regret to say that all of the

mobilizations our law enforce­
ment agencies can muster will 
never be enough. Whether the 
culprit is a parent who fails to 
properly buckle-up a child or the 
driver who is trying to shave a 
few minutes off of a long trip 
by speeding “just a little,” even 
one child losing their life to 
those who disregard the laws set 
up for the safety of our children 
and ourselves is one too many!

Since we will not, and per­
haps can not, pay the taxes nec­
essary to properly enforce laws, 
we must rely on self-discipline.

When Peter suggested to 
Jesus that he be more human and 
do as others would do under the 
circumstances, Jesus suggested 
that Peter was acting like Satan 
and offering temptations ... and 
then Jesus offered up his life so 
that we and others like us might 
have life and have it more abun­
dantly.

Most assuredly, I recom­
mend that our laws be more vig­
orously enforced where possible 
in order to save lives, children 
and adult.

On the other hand, if during 
Thanksgiving week we began to 
offer our thanksgiving to God 
by obeying traffic laws that 
week and every other day of the 
year, the number of lives saved 
would be enormous!

Please, stop doing as others 
do just because you can get 
away with it. God has written 
the law on our hearts. Look in­
ward when choosing right from 
wrong.

have better cure rates. We know 
that women who are in commu­
nity do better than women who 
live alone. And we know that 
women who have breast-fed have 
lower breast cancer rates.”

Breast cancer starts as a tiny, 
unusual growth inside the body. 
In time, and if not treated early, 
this odd growth spreads. It may 
grow as a lump inside the breast 
and it can spread to other parts of 
the body. Finding cancer late 
means there is less chance of suc­
cessful treatment.

The best protection is early 
detection. Early detection pro­
vides the best opportunity to treat 
breast cancer successfully, and a 
diagnosis often does not mean re­
moval of the breast.

Women can increase their 
chances of detecting and surviv­
ing breast cancer. Officials rec­
ommend regular mammograms 
beginning at age 40.
