" Plat approved for
_detention facility

Construction on the project is ex-

The Kinney County Commissioners Court ap-
proved a 68-acre plat for a 500-bed detention cen-
ter Wednesday during a special meeting.

Commissioners have approved a proposal from
CiviGenics, a Massachusetts-based company, to con-
struct and operate a detention center here. The fa-
cility would house federal inmates.

Officials are in the process of purchasing land
from Joe York Jr. for the facility, which will be
located on Highway 131, approximately 1.3 miles
south of the Highway 90 intersection.

Construction on the project is expected to begin
within 30 to 60 days, according to Bob Prince, a
marketing director with CiviGenics, who added that
officials are still discussing financial plans. He said
the project should take about 10 months to com-

plete once construction begins.

“That’s a considerably short amount of time,”
Prince said. “We were anticipating about 14

months.”

EMS needs well-trained personnel

There is need for well-trained
personnel for the Kinney County
Emergency Medical Service
(EMS), according to Lee Sweeten.

The director of regional EMS._ il

. services was the guest'speaker at
last week’s Brackettville Rotary
Club meeting.

Citizens of Kinney County are
at least 30 minutes from the near-
est trauma center. Many lives de-
pend on the providers of emer-
gency services.

Emergency personnel suffer
high divorce rate, high burnout,
high drug abuse because of the
many stresses of the job.

In a county the size of Kinney,
there are long periods of waiting
and then there is the possibility of
knowing the victims of the trauma.
Some accident scenes are the
cause of post traumatic syndrome
for the EMS personnel. There
needs to be help by a trained pro-
fessional for them when they come
in from such runs.

Last year, Sweeten spent sev-
eral days in Kinney County gath-
ering information on how best to
utilize EMS here.

It was discovered that 65 per-
cent of EMS calls came from the

city of Brackettville, 20 percent
came from Fort Clark Springs,
and 15 percent from the county
and the highway traffic through
the county.

Officials decided to have the
ambulance and crew located in
town in order to reduce response
time from five minutes to two min-
utes.

The Texas Department of
Health also donated a state-of-the-
art ambulance to Kinney County

as a result of the survey that was
done here by Sweeten and local
officials. The value of the ambu-
lance is between $115,000 and
$120,000. :

Sweeten’s responsibilities in-
clude approval and monitoring of
all EMS training programs in the
region; administration of state
EMS certification exams; licen-
sure inspections of all EMS per-
sonnel, providers and government
entities; enforcement of EMS law,
policies and procedure, including
investigations of complaints
against providers and/or person-
nel; and public health promotion
and accident prevention.

Some of the other services of
the Texas Department of Health
are cancer registry, chronic dis-
ease care, community oriented
primary care, indigent health care
program , family health services,
food and drug safety, immuniza-
tions, medical transportation and
nutrition.

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County joins coalition opposed |
d environmental rules

tO Propose

Kinney County has joined a
coalition that is fighting proposed
rules from the Environmental Pro-
tection Agency (EPA).

The Commissioners Court
unanimously voted to join the
Texas Counties Storm Water Coa-
lition Wednesday during a special
meeting.

The coalition was formed after
several county officials across the
state expressed concerns over the
EPA’s Storm Water Phase II pro-
posed rules and the impact those
rules will have on Texas counties.

“The goal of the coalition is to
provide an organized county ini-
tiative in opposition to the pro-
posed rules,” said Victoria County
Judge Helen R. Walker, interim
chairman of the coalition.

“This goal will only be accom-
plished if county officials voice
their concerns to state and federal
elected officials, as well as the
regulatory agencies involved in

this program,” she added.

The executive committee of the
Texas Association of Counties
(TAC) has agreed to serve as an
umbrella organization for the
coaltion. To date, TAC has in-
curred all the expenses in oppos-
ing the rules.

An interim steering committee
was formed in July to begin the
process of organizing the coali-
tion.

“The committee feels that due
to the possible enormous monetary
impact on counties, the coalition
needs to be funded solely by the
counties who wish to participate
in this undertaking,” Walker said.

Participating in the coalition
will cost Kinney County $250,
based on the 1990 population.

“These funds will be used to
support the efforts of the coali-
tion,” Walker said. “The Texas
Association of Counties will con-
tinue to provide staff and re-
sources to support the coalition.”

Approximately 80 Texas cities
have formed a similar coalition in

“We are hopeful that a com-
bined effort of the two Texas coa-
litions will provide initiatives for
a more workable solution other
than the rules currently pro-

posed,” the interim chairman said. p «

“We see this as a pro-active ap-
proach instead of a wait-and-see
approach.”

The Texas Counties Storm Wa-
ter Coalition will have an organi-
zational meeting in September
during the County Judges and
Commissioners Conference in
Fort Worth to set strategies, adopt
a budget and select permanent
steering commitee members.

Last month, the Brackettville City Council ap-
proved a contract to provide water services to
CiviGenics for the detention center, and sewer ser-
vices will be provided by the Fort Clark Municipal
Utility District (MUD).

Precinct 4 Commissioner Paul O’Rourke ques-
tioned Prince about “reservations” from MUD con-
cerning the sewer services.

“They will have some conditions, but we don’t
know what they are yet,” Prince said. “I think they
will be reasonable conditions.”

Prince said the detention facility will employ ap-
proximately 100 people with an annual payroll of
about $2.1 million.

“We want to bring in as few outside persons as
possible,” he said. “What we can, we certainly
would like to hire local, from the upper tier to the
newest employee.”

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Texans sound off about
drought relief measures

Late last summer, this column
included a list of questions seek-
ing readers’ opinions about issues
currently on the forefront of pub-
lic debate.

As has been the case in previ-
ous years, your answers were
overwhelming, and I would like
to thank The Brackett News for
allowing me to communicate with
you this way.

The next several columns will
address both the questions asked
and the responses you provided.

The first set of questions I
posed to Texans was:

“This summer’s drought has
taken a dreadful toll on Texas,
particularly the agricultural sec-
tor of our state economy. Much
of my work this summer has fo-
cused on getting federal assistance
to those who desperately need it.

“Are you satisfied that both
federal and state agencies have
worked together as efficiently as
possible to get drought relief to
Texas. What would you have done
differently?” ;

Forty-nine percent of you re-
sponded- that you were satisfied
with efforts to get federal assis-
tance to those who needed it, while
51 percent saw room for improve-
ment.

And boy, did I get a number of
hot answers to this one. Here are
some of your comments on this
issue:

From La Porte: “Speed up the
application process!”

From Hempstead: “Relief was
too long in filtering down to those
who need it.”

From San Saba: “The process
for getting this aid needs to be
more streamlined, and with less
bureaucratic red tape.”

From Brookston: “Assistance
is restricted to those with ‘X’ num-
ber of acres or more. It doesn’t
help the little man, who needs the
help the most. I have a small acre-
age and try to raise bottle calves.
This assistance won’t help me, so
in essence I’m out of business.”

From Manvel: “The ranchers
are complaining that they got the
help too late for their herds. The
hay was a welcome sight, but not
nearly sufficient.”

Wildlife-related recreation a major economic force

AUSTIN - Hunting, fishing,
bird watching and other wildlife-
related recreation continues to be
a powerful economic engine, with
participants spending $96.9 billion
in pursuit of these pastimes and
supporting hundreds of thousgnds
of jobs, according to preliminary
data from the nation’s most com-
prehensive survey on this subject,
conducted every five years by ifhe
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
(USFWS).

This represents more than a 59
percent increase in expenditures
since 1991, when the USFWS last
conducted its national survey of
fishing, hunting, and wildlife-re-
. lated recreation, and accounts fc,>r
about 1.3 percent of the nation's
gross domestic product, which
measures the size of the economy.

Information from the last sur-
vey, conducted in 1991, revealed
Texans spent $3.6 billion on wild-
life-associated recreation.

The survey, which is conducted
for the USFWS by the U.S. Cen-
sus Bureau, showed that the num-
ber of hunters and anglers 16 years
and older stayed relatively con-
stant during the past five years.

There were 35.2 million an-
glers in 1996 compared with 35.6
million in 1991. Likewise, there
were 14 million hunters compared
with 14.1 million in 1991. Over-

all, the number of anglers and
hunters fell slightly to 39.7 mil-
lion from 40 million in 1991.

Total expenditures by anglers
and hunters rose 69 percent dur-
ing the five-year period to $67.9
billion. Spending by anglers rose
47 percent to $36.2 billion from
$24.6 billion in 1991 while hunt-
ers spent $ 17.7 billion, up 75
percent from $10.1 billion in
1991.

The remaining expenditures
could be attributed to whether
hunting or fishing.

Meanwhile, the number of bird
watchers, wildlife photographers
and other non-consumptive par-
ticipants 16 years and older
dropped 17 percent during the
five-year period to 63 million from
76 million in 1991. Even so, their
expenditures rose 39 percent to
$29 billion.

In 1996, 24 million Americans
took trips for the specific purpose
of observing, photographing or
feeding wildlife while 61 million
enjoyed non-consumptive wild-
life-related recreation around their
homes.

In all, 18 percent of the popu-
lation 16 and older fished during
1996, 7 percent hunted, and 31
percent participated in non-con-
sumptive wildlife-related recre-
ation, the study showed.
