Teachers with masters
to receive higher pay

In an effort to encourage teach-
ers to continue their education, the
Brackett School Board voted last
month to pay stipends to teachers
with master’s degrees.

The School Board is expected
to hear the first reading of the
policy Monday night at its Febru-
ary meeting, which begins at 6:30.

“I think the teaching staff
would see it as a great incentive
to start taking some classes,” Su-
perintendent Taylor Stephenson
said. “Particularly with distance
learning, we might even have a
course here. Anytime they’re
meeting together and working for
improvement, I think it’s going to
improve the district.”

Stephenson said the recommen-
dation to pay stipends to teachers
with master’s degrees was initi-
ated by the district’s site base com-
mittee.

“To me, this is more of an in-
centive for the teachers to get
some more education, not neces-
sarily to attract teachers here in a
certain field,” School Board Presi-
dent Lloyd Lee Davis said. “To
me, it’s more of an incentive for
our teachers that are here al-
ready.”

Teachers with master’s degrees
will receive a $1,000 stipend per
school year.

The grants will assist the counties in meeting the
25 precent match toward the Federal Emergency
Management Agency grant — a public assistance
grant which reimburses a locality for 75 percent of
damages to infrastructure — and will be utilized for
the reconstruction of county roads and water cross- ¢
ings damaged by the August 1998 storms.

The Texas Department of Housing and Commu-
nity Affairs is Texas’ lead agency responsible for
affordable housing, community development and
community assistance programs, and regulation of
the state’s manufactured housing industry.

TDHCA annually administers funds in excess of
$490 million, the overwhelming majority of which
is derived from mortgage revenue bond financing °
and refinancing, federal grants, and federal tax cred-

“Right now, we have very few
teachers with master’s degrees,”
Stephenson said. “When you first
start it, I think it will be a mini-
mal cost. But later on, it probably
would amount to some dollars.”

The School Board also agreed
to pay $750 stipends to teachers
with 24 hours or more towards a
master’s degree and $500 for
teachers with 12 hours or more.

“Obviously, all school systems
have some teachers that are stag-
nant,” Trustee Steve LaMascus
said. “This might be enough in-
centive for them.”

“Right now, the greatest need
is just to get them moving again,”
the superintendent said. “By hav-
ing something in the middle for
12 hours effective for the next
school year, that would get our
staff to moving towards renewed
education and perhaps a higher
percentage going back.”

Officials agreed in principle
that the hours toward a master’s
degree would have to apply to the
teacher’s classroom subject.

“Obviously, it would have to
be a certification that’s of use to
the school,” Davis said. “If some-
body is certified to teach French,
we don’t offer that. It should be
something that ties to teaching
your classroom (subject).

“Some people might just want
to take some college courses.
They may get credit that is totally

unrelated to their teaching field or
anything they can teach just be-
cause they like to take additional
courses, but that doesn’t necessar-
ily mean that it doesn’t allow them
to provide some kind of enrich-
ment in those areas in their
classes.”

Most likely, the graduate hours
taken will have to be approved by
administrators. The topic is ex-
pected to be addressed in the pro-
posed policy.

“The master’s degree should be
in your teaching field or it should
be a teaching field that would be
supplimentary to what we have,”
Stephenson said. “Or it could be
a course in teaching methods that
would be approved by adminis-
tration.”

The superintendent also recom-
mended that a master’s degree for
mid-management and counseling
also be considered for stipends.

“If you ever wanted someone
local to move to one of the
principal’s positions, you would
have to go somewhere else to find
them,” Stephenson said.

“This summer, we had a lot of
difficulty finding a counselor. If
somebody wanted to go into coun-
seling, these are skills that relate
to education.”

The stipends are for teachers
only and do not effect administra-
tors, whose salaries are set by the
School Board.

If they are only a short-term fix
to get us through an election, and
three to five years from now we
have another deficit, the current
plan will be a failure ...

Some
of them hate us but Congress gives
them money anyway.”

From San Antonio: “Federal
parks should have to pay their own
way.”

From Alvin: “There still is a
lot of waste in the federal govern-
ment. It must adopt the principals
of private industry and be more
accountable.”

In December of
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith-
fully maintained for the next 30 years.

Friday, Feb. 4, 1887

It was quite cold this morning
preventing drill. The sleet froze
on the ground and at breakfast it
was still freezing. Mail brought
the regular letter and bundle of
papers from home. Read the lat-
ter until 11 o’clock when went to
Mrs. Kauffman’s to try on sec-
ond costume. Went to the tailor’s
to see how first costume was pro-
gressing and then to store for more
material which carried up to Mrs.
Kauffman’s, and remained there
until lunch to have costume fit-
ted. After lunch had usual French
lesson at Capt. Vance’s and then
read the papers in the Library.
Witnessed some clothing rolls at
the company just before retreat.
Escorted Miss Jordan and her sis-
ter to the hall to rehearse. Went
through the whole piece tonight
but some men of the orchestra had
been drinking and they played
poorly, so that we did not do well.
After the rehearsal Miss Coleman
and I went over to Mrs. Guard’s
and practiced different things un-
til midnight. Feel that this has
been very beneficial to me.
Learned a great deal of the “busi-
ness” part of the opera. Capt.
Vance took tattoo for me tonight.

Saturday, Feb. 5, 1887

Dr. Harris came up from
Duncan last night en route to
Ringgold where he has been or-
dered, and was at the mess for
breakfast. Was very glad to see
him. Mail brought a letter from
Lula, from Mrs. Hall and a re-
ceipted bill for the tights. Read
the papers in the hall and helped
to work on the stage until noon.
After lunch accompanied the
Hammonds over to the hall and
spent most of the afternoon there
rehearsing. We went through the
entire piece dialogue and all, and
were more successful than at any
previous practice although not yet
perfect. Ives announced that the
piece would be given Tuesday
evening. Think he is too early but
shall not say anything. Gen. Smith
was over and seemed to enjoy the
piece. We are to have a dress re-
hearsal on Monday evening. Took
my tights to the tailor to be re-
paired and was measured for my
sandals. Read the papers from
home after retreat and then spent
rest of evening at Guard’s prac-
ticing parts of the Mikado. Had
on second costume part of the
time. Escorted Miss Coleman,

who was also practicing, home
and then read home papers.
Sunday, Feb. 6, 1887
Inspection was in overcoats this
morning on account of the damp
weather. Mail had nothing for me
today. Wrote on home letter until
about eleven o’clock, when went
over to hall to practice with the
choir for tonight. After lunch
completed letter and commenced
one to Lula and John but did not
have time to finish it before din-
ner. Wrote on it after dinner and
had a short call from Hewitt. At-
tended service as usual in the
evening and had a right good ser-
mon without any jokes. The Chap-
lain preaches very well, but he
usually spoils a good sermon by
putting in it two or three jokes.
Miss Coleman was tired out and
unable to be present; so we did
not sing any voluntary. Escorted
Miss Jordan home and then sat in
Capt. Vance’s until tattoo. Read
a chapter in the Bible and dozed
afterwards.
Monday, Feb. 7, 1887
Took reveille as Guard was on
guard and then prepared Lula’s
letter to be mailed. No drill on
account of the wet weather. Mail
brought a letter from home and a
bill from a store in town. Went to
tailor and shoemaker in the morn-
ing to see about costume for the
Mikado and then carried part of
dress to Mrs. Hammond’s to be
completed and worked rest of
morning at Capt. Fechet’s prepar-
ing mandolin for the play. After
lunch completed this and then
went to Mrs. Hammond’s where
she helped me to cover it with gilt
and silver paper. Went over to
town then to get some material and
paid bill at Roach’s and express
charges for a package for Walcutt.
Got my tights on the way back
and then went to Mrs. Guard’s a
moment. Had dress parade this
evening. After dinner went up to
Capt. Vance’s a short time and
then had all my costume carried
over to hall. We had a full dress
rehearsal this evening which was
quite a success. If we do as well
tomorrow night we can feel well
satisfied. Escorted Miss Jordan
home. My back troubled me again
this evening but was not as severe
was before and passed away of
itself.
Tuesday, Feb. 8, 1887
Had company skirmish drill
this morning but it was interrupted
by rain when about half through.
After breakfast was surprised to
see Roberts out on the porch. He
came last night and went over to
a boarding place in town instead
of coming here. He looks about
as usual. Was very glad to see
him, and-arranged for him to stay
with me. Mail had nothing for me

Percentage of cardiovascular deaths in
Kinney County match Texas’ averages

“The percentage of cardiovascu-
lat: deaths in Kinney County is
equal to the state’s average.

<On an average day in Texas,

156 residents die from cardiovas-
cular diseases, according to date
released by the American Heart
Association (AHA), Texas Affili-
ate.
“""The AHA compiled the statis-
tics using 1997 mortality informa-
tion recently released from the
Texas Department of Health.

..~ Cardiovascular disease remains
the: number one killer in Texas,
claiming the lives of 57,050
people in 1997, accounting for 40
percent of the 142,569 Texas resi-
dents that died. That translates into
two of every five deaths.

- l”As a comparison, in the same
year cancer was the state’s sec-

ond leading cause of death, claim-
ing 32,144 lives. Accidents ac-
counted for 7,150 deaths and
1,196 people died of human im-
munodeficiency virus (HIV) infec-
tion in 1997.

In Kinney County, cardiovas-
cular disease claimed the lives of
16 people in 1997, accounting for
40 percent of the 40 deaths in the
county. In 1996, 52 percent of the
deaths (26 of 50) were because of
cardiovascular disease, which was
up from 46.4 percent (13 of 28)
in 1995.

Nationally, statistics shows that
from 1986 to 1996 the number of
deaths from cardiovascular disease
has declined only 2.0 percent.

One reason for the small de-
cline is that the total U.S. popula-
tion, and particularly the popula-

tion of middle-aged and older
people, is increasing.

Another reason is that recent
advances in medical treatment
have allowed more people to sur-
vive previously fatal cardiovascu-
lar events, and now these people
are dying of subsequent cardiovas-
cular illnesses.

The mission of the AHA is to
reduce disability and death from
cardiovascular diseases and
stroke. To accomplish this, the
association concentrates its efforts
in four areas: education, commu-
nity service programs, research
and revenue generation.

Last year, the Texas Affiliate
reached over five million people
in Texas with interactive programs
and awarded over $7.4 million in
research funding in Texas.

To reduce your risk of heart
attack and stroke, the AHA rec-
ommends having your blood pres-
sure checked regularly, not smok-
ing, eating nutritious foods in
moderate amounts, having regu-
lar medical checkups, and exer-
cising.
