Dentist to open local office

There’s a new dentist in town.

Dr. Kenneth Stone, a retired
dentist living at Fort Clark
Springs, will open an office at 104
E. Military Highway, next to Stop
N Shop, in early March.

“When the people of Fort Clark
and Brackettville learned that I
was a dentist, I began to have pa-
tients come to my home with
pain,” Stone said. “It was then I
decided to un-retire and put in a
one-chair office in Brackettville.

“For those people who find it
inconvenient and are weary of
going to Acuna, Del Rio, Uvalde
or San Antonio, come by my new
office and get the benefit of 39
years of experience or just to visit
and say ‘hello.’”

Stone spent four years in the

U.S. Navy in order to get the G.I.
Bill to go to college. He gradu-
ated from the University of Texas
in Austin with a bachelor’s degree
in bacteriology and from the UT
Dental Branch in Houston.

After retirement, Stone contin-
ued to see patients in convalescent
homes and do house calls, but he
said “it was not enough to keep
me out of my wife’s kitchen and
from under her feet.”

He went to Zambia, Africa on
a church missionary effort where
dentists and physicians were un-
known.

“Travelling for hours over
incredibily bad roads was the dif-
ficult part, to reach the native vil-
lages where swarms of people
were waiting and standing in line

for hours,” Stone said.

“There was also the problem
of a seven-hour jet lag and going
below the equator where the sea-
sons were reversed. i

“Sleeping on the ground in a
bedroll and eating nshima — which
tasted like lumpy cream of wheat
and was eaten with your hands —
plus treating hundreds of people
with teeth rotted off at the gums,
and a long day that ended at 6:00
was really exhausting,” he added.

After returning to Plainview,
Stone made the decision to move
to Fort Clark, the childhood home
of his wife, and retire.

Bill addresses
traffic at FCS

Gallego proposes law to allow traffic
enforcement in private subdivisions

Fort Clark Springs residents
can look forward to the slow, or-
derly flow of traffic if a bill pro-
posed by Rep. Pete Gallego makes
it through the state legislature.

House Bill 1703 would allow
Fort Clark Springs residents to
extend county road traffic rules
into their neighborhood.

“The folks from Fort Clark
Springs are having a problem with
drivers that speed and run stop
signs,” said Gallego, D-Alpine.
“Right now they don’t have any

W way of enforcing normal traffic
. rules. This bill would bring order

on the streets of Fort Clark
Springs.” ;

Under the proposed law, resi-
dents of Fort Clark Springs could
gather signatures on a petition re-
questing the adoption of county
road rules. The petition must bear
the signatures of a majority of
property owners and specify
which traffic rules they would like
to apply to. their streets.

The petition would be turned
into the Kinney County Commis-
sioners Court, which would de-
termine if the change is in the best
interest of the county.

If additional stop signs or stop
lights were needed, the Commis-
sioners Court could also have

Registered voters can apply for a ballot by mail them erected, with the approval

of the-property owners.

The Commissioners Court
would then consult with the sher-
iff to determine the cost of enforc-
ing the traffic rules in the private
subdivision. The residents of Fort
Clark Springs may bear’ the cost
of enforcement, if there is any.

Fort Clark Springs General
Manager said he appreciated
Gallego’s efforts.

“I’m very pleased with his co-*
operation and willingness to look
at this and have the legislative le-
gal council review and study and:
give us advice as to exactly where
we do stand with existing laws or
adjustment to the law,” Heath
said. “Hopefully, this law will en-:
able a gated community like Fort
Clark to have the same recourse
and protection that any other citi-
zen in an incorporated city would
have anywhere else in this coun-

try.”

THE HisTORY OF FORT CLARK SPRINGS

Frank Cheaney, president of
the Fort Clark Historical Society,
gave a brief history of the fort
during last Thursday’s Brackett-
ville Rotary Club meeting.

“Fort Clark is the best pre-
served frontier fort in private
hands,” said Cheaney.

The story of Fort Clark begins

and ends with the waters of Las
Moras Spring, located on Fort
Clark. It flows millions of gallons
of pure, fresh water and has pro-
vided an oasis to travelers for
thousands of years.
Archeological evidence indi-
cates that Indians had been stop-
ping at the spring about 6,000-
8,000 B.C. and it remained a stop
on the eastern branch of the
Comanche War Trail until the mid

19th Century.

The mulberry trees and the pe-
can trees growing around the
spring and along the creek made
this site appealing to bands of In-
dians. Occasional travelers
stopped at the spring during the
days of Spanish control of this area
and frontiersmen rested here dur-
ing the period of ownership by
Mexico.

There was no attempt at per-
manent settlement until 1834,
when the settlement of Dolores
was established just south of the
fort where the Conoly ranch is
now. That settlement failed, due
to the fact that they couldn’t raise
crops without adequate water and
they had no way to get their goods
to market. They were also too
close to the Comanche Trail. The
settlement was abandoned in
1836.

In 1840, the only real battle
ever fought, at what is now Fort
Clark, took place along the banks
of Las Moras Creek.

In 1846, the Mexican War be-

fic through this area.

In 1847, Maj. B. Clark stopped
at Las Moras Spring on his way
to fight and die in the Mexican
War. He was known to have sug-
gested the location for a military
post.

In 1848, gold was discovered
in California, creating a demand
for a safer way through this area
as people headed for the gold
fields.

In 1849, Lt. H. C. Whiting dis-
covered the Las Moras Spring
during his laying out of the trace
of a military highway from San
Antonio to El Paso and recom-
mended that it would be a good
location for one of the line of fron-
tier forts then being established
from Brownsville, all the way to
Fort Worth. It wasn’t among the
first group of forts established, but
it was among the second group,
along a slightly more westwardly
line than the first ones.

In June 1852, Maj. Joseph H.
LaMotte arrived here with orders
to “build a fort and build it to
last.”

The fort was initially named
Fort Riley, after the regimental
commander of the First Infantry.
However, Col. Riley objected to
that name and about a month later,
the fort was named Fort Clark,
after Maj. Clark, the Mexican
War hero. '

The initial post was built of
simple wooden structures, along
the banks of the creek. Before
long, the decision was made to
move up to the top of the hill and
build the fort where it now stands.

It was discovered that lime-
stone could be quarried right on
the site and the first stone build-
ings were built with local rock.

Fort Clark has never been
abandoned. It has been in continu-
ous use since it was established in
1852. It was even used during the
Civil War, when Confederate
troops peacefully replaced the fed-
eral troops stationed here.

During its active military years,
most of the Calvary regiments of
the U.S. Army were stationed
here, along with many of the In-

mittees that House members do
the really hard work of legislat-

The power of caucuses is often
'overlooked, but it is within these
organizations that ideas evolve
into issues and issues evolve into

. action.

I will be a member of several
committees and caucuses this ses-
sion. These organizations will pro-
vide the structure for my legisla-
tive activity.

I am very glad to be serving a
fourth term on the House Appro-
priations Committee.

In appointing me to this pow-
erful committee, the speaker of the
house has made an exception to
the rule that states that no mem-
ber may be on the Appropriations
Committee and hold another com-
mittee chairmanship.

Very few legislators in the his-
tory of Texas have been given an
exception to this rule. I am hon-
ored to serve on both the House
Appropriations Committee and as
chairman of the General Investi-
gating Committee.

The Appropriations Committee
takes testimony from every state
agency, evaluates their funding
requests, analyzes the needs of
Texans, and condenses all this into
a budget that will keep the gov-
ernment functioning for the next
two years.

This year, we are also fortu-
nate to have a surplus that will
allow us to invest in some of our

‘long-term goals, such as public
:education.
. Two weeks ago, I was assigned
‘to and began meeting with the
:Appropriations Subcommittee on

:Criminal Justice. Subcommittees
:plumb the detailed needs of each

:major branch of government, then
‘report recommendations back to
:the full committee.

I will be responsible for evalu-
‘ating the budget of agencies such
-as the Department of Public
-Safety, the Texas Department of
‘Criminal Justice and the Attorney
General’s Office.

For the third time, I will be the
chairman of the General Investi-
gating Committee. I will lead de-
tailed inquiries into state agency
operations to help improve effi-
ciency. Because of my role on the
Appropriations Committee, I am
keenly interested in seeing that
State appropriated funds are used
wisely.

Finally, I have been assigned a
seat on the Elections Committee.
We will evaluate all election-re-
lated bills, including my campaign
finance reform bill. My proposal
aims to limit the influence of big
donors by making the details of
campaign donations and expendi-
tures more open, and therefore
more honest. I am working to
make sure that government offi-
cials are accountable to no one but
the voters of this state.

If committees are the work-
horses of the legislation, caucuses
are its strategists. Lawmakers
meet privately in.caucuses to dis-
cuss and plan organized responses
to issues of common concern.
Their collective voices and actions
give structure to the debate.

This session, I have been se-
lected to head one of the largest
caucuses in the House, the Demo-
cratic Caucus. Though I have
served as its chairman for the last
four sessions, I expect this session
to pose new challenges.

Because the Republicans now
hold every statewide office in
Texas, the Democrats in the
House must use our slim, six-vote
majority to ensure that our priori-
ties are heard and enacted. We will
focus on ensuring that education
funds go directly to the classroom
and defeating voucher legislation.

The distinctive character of my
district has also guided me to join
the newly-created Rural Caucus.

Rural Caucus members will
pay particularly close attention to
standard rural issues, but will also
analyze all other legislation to
determine its impact on rural com-
munities. Obviously agriculture,
ranching and water will be impor-
tant issues for us, but key topics
will also include the delivery of
quality health care and education
to sparsely populated areas.

My concern for the equality of
all people, regardless of educa-
tion, income or voting habits, has
inspired my participation in the
Mexican-American Legislative
Caucus.

The major priority this session
will be to see that the Children’s
Health Insurance Program is ad-
equately funded. This program is
so important for working families
who earn “too much” to qualify
for Medicaid, but can’t afford the
health care premiums for their
children.

Though this list of organiza-
tions, tasks and issues is by no
means a complete picture of the
work I will be engaged in this ses-
sion, it does provide the structure
in which I will be advocating the
needs of my fellow West Texans.

The fuzzy math experiment: Show me the money!

Everyone knows that progressive education re-
forms of the last generation gave us “Johnny Can’t
Read.” Regrettably, our math curriculum is under-
going similar reforms. So, now, Johnny won’t be
able to add, subtract, or make change either.

To eliminate the reading problems, Texas and
California have placed the failed fuzzy reading ex-
periment (called “whole language”) with a proven
winner: phonics. Accomplishing that change for the
better, one wonders why some school districts are
rushing to enroll in the Connected Math Project -
aptly termed “fuzzy math.” -

Could the answer be money? We’re already see-
ing evidence of the shift to “fuzzy math” in the
poor algebra scores reported last August by the
Texas Education Agency. No mention was made of
the “fuzzy algebra” books adopted over the objec-
tions of these two board members and others.

One in particular, Addison-Wesley’s “Focus on
Algebra,” paid a lot of attention to jalapeno reci-
pes, Vietnam War protests, multi-cultural poets and
extreme environmentalism. However, quadratic
equations weren’t introduced until after page 100.
The teacher’s edition even emphasized that correct
answers are not always needed. Its no wonder our
students performed poorly.

Parents of Plano middle school students recently
complained to the State Board of Education that their
children had been falling behind in math - ever since
Plano ISD began piloting the Fuzzy Math Experi-
ment.

Plano is using Scott Foresman/Addison-Wesley’s
“Connected Math,” just one of many “fuzzy math”
books now available to districts. Its teacher’s manual
freely admits “students may not do as well on parts
"of standardized tests assessing computational skills.”

And a 1996 study by “Connected Math’s” cre-
ators confirms that its sixth and seventh grade stu-
dents display poor computational skills on the Towa
Test of Basic Skills.

Instead of teaching students how to solve prob-
lems, “fuzzy math” lets students investigate their
own solutions, while providing no model. Students

are kept busy - reinventing the wheel. The result?
Plano parents are hiring tutors.

So what’s the allure of the Great Fuzzy Math
Experiment? First, districts across the state are be-
ing promised “reform.” The real bait, however, is
“free” taxpayer money and “free” teacher training.
Can anybody turn that down?

Exposing the trojan horse revealed even further
enticement. Who would have suspected the feder-
ally-funded National Science Foundation (NSF) of
promoting “fuzzy math,” paying for development
of “Connected Math,” and luring school districts
with huge grants? Yet, here’s the money trail:

Austin ISD received a $5 million NSF grant for
“fuzzy math” teacher training in 1997. Beaumont
ISD accepted a $3.3 million NSF grant last No-
vember. In October, NSF announced $10 million
for “Rural Systemic Initiatives” through West Texas
A&M University. In San Antonio and El Paso, NSF-
funded “Urban Systemic Initiatives” are underway.

The spider working with all these flies is State-
wide Systemic Initiative (SSI), a federally-funded
program developed by state-funded Dana Center at
the University of Texas.

SSI says “its most important work to date is in
directing the implementation of the Connected Math
Project curriculum in 43 schools across the state.”

However, after several years of subjecting other
people’s kids to the Great Fuzzy Math Experiment,
SSI refuses to provide Plano parents and others with
their findings.

Should we be surprised by SSI's secrecy? Re-
member, we’ve already seen the poor algebra scores
weak computational skills, and Plano parents aré
hiring tutors. Before children are plunged any fur-
ther into this experiment, parents in Austin, Beau-
mont, San Antonio, El Paso and rural areas would
be wise in asking SSI and their school districts about
these failures.

Online answers

The Internet has brought
about incredible changes in the
way we communicate with each
other and obtain information. :

Although Internet commerce
is just getting started, it shows
signs of bringing about a pro-
found change in the way we buy
and sell.

Last summer, this column in-
cluded a list of questions seek-
ing readers’ opinions about is-
sues currently in the news.

In it we asked you: “Should
the federal government establish
and enforce content standards
for electronic information pro-
viders such as the Internet? Do
you support the ability of state
and local governments to raise
revenues by taxing transactions
made over the Internet?”

This was a question on which
Texans were more evenly di-
vided than on other issues — 56
percent answered that the gov-
ernment should enforce stan-
dards for the Internet with 44
percent against, while 57 per-
cent opposed taxing Internet
sales transactions versus 43 per-
cent who support such a tax. _

Here are some of your com-
ments on these high-tech ques-
tions, beginning with the matter
of content standards: :

Houston: “There certainly
should be content standards
when children are accessing the
Internet. We don’t let them go
to X-rated movies or buy por-
nography. This is the same kind
of situation.” .

Plano: “The Internet needs to
be regulated so that young
people are not exposed to inap-
propriate material nor put in a
situation where  they can be ex-
ploited. Adults should have the
ability to see whatever they
choose, with the exception of
child pornography.”

Next, here are some of the
answers we received to the tax-
ing part of the question: x

From Longview: “I’'m
against this. Every working
American is already overtaxed
at every level of government.”

From Liberty: “What next?
Tax the air we breathe?” :

Finally, we received the fol-
lowing comment from a reader
in San Marcos: “I think we
should tax Internet purchases
and use the money to monitor
the net and enforce content stan-
dards so kids aren’t exposed to
the raunch that’s on there now:
This would be a true ‘user fee!
and wouldn’t cost the non-com-
puter users anything in taxes.”

The Internet is an amazing
creation. It has developed
quickly largely because the gov-
ernment hasn’t been involved:
Therefore, I believe that any
role for the government should
be carefully considered.

Common sense restrictions
that give parents the ability to
keep their children from seeing
pornography or being taken ad-
vantage of would be appropri-
ate. Beyond that, I join most
Texans in having a healthy skep-

ticism about government med-
dling. :

Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27,
1857. Deeply impressed from his youth
by the stirring deeds and stories told by
veterans of the Civil War, he realized his
ambition for a military career by enter-
ing the United States Military Academy
at West Point, New York, where he gradu-
ated 12th from the Class of 1879. He was
assigned as 2nd Lt. of “E” Company 19th
Infantry and came West. Following ser-
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi-
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville,
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort
Clark. At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith-
fully maintained for the next 30 years.

Friday, Feb. 25, 1887

Had battalion drill this morn-
ing. Marched on guard relieving

King. Wrote letters to Capt.

Bradford and Forsyth at Brown
and to Harry Rhoads during the
day. Roberts kindly brought my
mail down this afternoon and sat
for a while chatting. He is very
anxious to have the regiment or-
dered to Atlanta and was trying
to arrange some plan by which the
move could be effected. My mail
consisted of a letter and bundle of
papers from home. Mpther writes
that Capt. White our new con-
gressman said he would do all he
could for me when he left for
Washington the other day. After
dinner wrote Father a short note
giving information about Spencer
for Mr. White’s benefit and hope
he will be able to get the retire-
ment. Maj. Smith has disapproved
Ives’ application for a transfer but
he hopes to make it notwithstand-
ing. Read in the war numbers of
the Century during the day and
was much interested in them.
Dozed a while in the evening. The
Officer of the Day inspected soon
after midnight when turned in. A
norther came up about the same
time.

Saturday, Feb. 26, 1887

It got rather cold during the
night on account of the norther
and was chilly all day. Wrote up
diary before breakfast. Steele re-
lieved me. After guard mounting
wrote a letter to renew Father’s
subscription to the Army Regis-
ter and then carried letters over
to the post office going by store
to get some money. Got money
note to pay for Register and
mailed it and letters written yes-
terday. Also bought postal note to
pay for tennis balls and postage
stamps. Made arrangements to
deposit hereafter with Roach and
Mabhon in town instead of the post
trader as he is very disobliging.
Rode home with Miss Johnson and
Mamie Smith and after helping
them out with their bundles went

papers. After lunch wrote to send
postal note to pay for tennis balls
and mailed a night shirt to Mother.
Mail brought a letter from Lula
which shows that Sue and baby
are with her now. Read the pa-
‘pers in Geary’s house and took a
bath and wrote a little on home
letter before dinner. In the evening
walked a while with Miss Jordan
and then called with Hewitt on the
Godwins, on Mr. and Mrs. Kerr

This morning he taught a
class at the Sunday School. Think
his diabetic trouble with the pros-
pect of death in two or three years
is causing him to change his non-
religious opinions. Earnestly hope
he will be converted from his
skepticisms. Went after Miss Jor-
dan to take a walk but she was
out. Read until dinner time. After
retreat walked a while with Miss
Jordan and then attended service
as usual. Escorted Miss Coleman
home taking a walk with her first
when she urged me to take a class
at the Sunday School. Declined
on account of my unfitness and
my home letters are always writ-
ten on Sunday. Went into the
General’s and sang with her until
tattoo and after tattoo read the
Bible and dozed.

Monday, Feb. 28, 1887

No drill this morning. Did not
sleep well last night on account
of pain due to gravel I think. Con-
sulted Black who did not have
time to treat me but thinks there
is some inflammation in the neck
of my bladder. Had muster and
inspection this morning. It was
warm enough to bring out the per-
spiration during review at double
time. Had an engagement with Dr.
Pope after inspection but he was
detained at the hospital and did
not come. Went over to town to
deposit pay accounts at Roach and
Mahon’s where have opened an
account taking it away from Fried-
lander who is too disobliging &
jewish.-Bought a postal order for
$46 to send to Father to pay for
insurance and hired girl and after
returning to the garrison paid
Hewitt the interest on his note and
settled commissary, quartermas-
ter and mess bills. After lunch had
usual French lesson and then met
Dr. Pope at the hospital who is
going to examine my urine to see
what is the matter with me. Mail
brought a letter from Lula & Sue
with a splendid photograph of
John. Read in the Century and in

Wonder. That’s Mood Indigq.
The ticket prices are $5. This
will be a great show.

Was troubled a little with the pain
of Sunday evening and was rest-
less in consequence. After lunch
went over to the hospital and got
some medicine from the doctor.
He examined my urine and found
it very acid. Am to take this medi-
cine until Sunday morning and
then to give him another sample
of urine to be tested. Commenced
letter home and read until dinner
time. The mail did not get in until
quite late bringing a letter from
home. After retreat put on cits
clothes and walked a while with
Miss Coleman. Met some others
out walking and we all went down
to the store for candy. We were
going to sit in the bandstand but
somebody got ahead of us and so
all came down to our quarters and
sat on the front porch chatting &
singing. Gaston came today with
recruits and came up with
Hammond to join in the singing.
Under our new arrangement Capt.
Vance takes retreat and tattoo and
I reveille, a very agreeable ar-
rangement to me.

fantry regiments.
From 1872 until 1914, the fa-

mous Seminole Indian Scouts
served here and made a signifi-
cant contribution to eliminating the
threat of hostile Indians in the area.
It served as a training ground for
many of the famous generals on
both sides of the Civil War, as well
as for subsequent wars through

World War II.

In 1971, a company bought
Fort Clark and began turning it
into a recreation/resort commu-
nity. Fort Clark is not a chartered
city, it’s not a part of Brackettville,
but is an independent gated com-
munity in Kinney County.

The historical buildings are
being used for administration
buildings, motels, restaurants and

recreational facilities.

The old officer quarters, NCO
housing and some of the barracks
are now private homes of mem-
bers of the Fort Clark Association.

The Historical Society operates
the military museum in the old
guardhouse. The purposes of the
Historical Society are to preserve
the history of the area and to main-
tain the integrity of the facilities.
