maintaining the public schools of the
county or of the district.” And those
opposed to this amendment shall have
written or printed on their ballots the
words, “Against the amendment to
Section 3, Article7, of the Constitution
of the State of Texas relating to the
levy of ad valorem-school taxes, not
to exceed fifty cents on the $100.00
valuation in the county, and not to ex-
ceéd one dollar on the $100 valuation
in the district for the pur-
pose of maintaing the public schools
of the county or of the district.”

The sum of $6,000.00, or
as much thereof as may be necessary
therefor, is hereby appropriated to pay
the expenses of carrying out the pro-
visions of this resolution.
