The nation is today honoring
the 108th anniversary of the
birth.of Abraham Lincoln.

He was born in Hardin
county, Kentucky, February 12,
1808—108 years ago. His moth-
er died when he was eight years
of age and his father married
again, but unlike many step-
sons it is said of this great man,
who was a boy at that time, that
he became very much attached
and was very devoted to his step”
mother.

attached. He practiced law
several years, later being elected
to congress over the celcbraicd
Peter Cartwrigt, in 1846.. He
was elected president in 1860,
and died from an assassins bullet
on the morning of April 15, 1865,

All are famaliar with the reign
of this great character as pres-
ident. He was the champion of
the cause which sought to free
the negroes, but he did not en-
joy the price he had to pay for
it. He preferred to settle the
matter with gradual emancipa-
tion, remunerating the holders
for their property, but with the
strife that had been engendered
with the issue people of neither
side were in mood to listen to
reason or arbitration, and the
great war resulted.

Mr. Lincoln, while “homely” in
appearance and bearing, was
possessed with a magical person-
ality which charmed and drew
people to him.  He was a natu-
ral poet and story teller, never
failing to see thé numorous side
of every question, and much of °
his popularity was due to this
fact.
