‘and in his bitter speeches and de-

when he wasn't defending his

doctrines, he was interrupted by
Judge Ochiltree, who excitedly
called him a — whig. Houston,
knowing that Ochiltree’s politi-
sal positions had been vacilat-
ting,.pointed his finger at Ochil-
tree and said in a deliberate,
scorching way, “l am a better
democrat than you, you have
changed shades three times."”
Ochiltree went wild and became
boisterous. Houston looking at
him as he shook his shaggy red
hair and whiskers, said, “Oh;, et
Old Buffalo roar. That’s all
there-is-in him.” \

Houston’s vindictive political
tirades were his own modes of
battle, and were generally recog-
nized as his peculiar preroga-
tive. But he never shrank from
any oceasion or opposition.

Another thing peculiar to
him was his utter indifference to
wealth. He had no home. His
last abode was at Huntsville,
where he died in 1863, in a rath-
er-neglected secial status, eaus-
ed by his opposition to secession.
There his wife had an humble
home for her cherished family,
regarding him in the light of one
of the children.
