e PO THE PRESIDENT
Selective Conseription Will Be Inau-
gurated one Day Nest Week—
Probably Wednesday or Thurs.

WASHINCGTON, M ! 1
senate late today adopted the confer-
ence report on the war army bill, ac-
cepted yesterday by the house |, and
sent the measure to the president for
hiv signature.

The vote was 65 to 8. Thore vot-
ing against adoption were Senators
Gore, Gronna, Hardwick, Kirby, La
Follette,. Norris, Stone and Trammell.
Senator Fall was excused from vot-
ing.

With the signature of the bill by
the president, immediate action will
be* taken by the war department to
put into effect its many provisions, in
particular that covering selective con-
scription.

Five days are allowed after Presi-
dent Wilson signs the bill in which
the draft registrars-are to receive
their final instructions. The presi-
dent’s proclamation will fix definitely
the date of registration, which may
be Wednesday or Thursday of next

Passage of the bill followed a state- !
ment by Senator Chamberlain warn-
ing his colleagues that if the measure
was to be delayed by hair-splitting
and the report sent back to confer-
ence there would be no military legi=-
lation for 30 or 60 days. {
