But of course this aspect of the
matter is unimportant compared with
the fact that even at these high wages
the farmers have not been able to get
the labor they urgently need. A dis-
patch from San Antonio quoted W
H. Lewis, director for Texas of the
United States employment service, as
saying that from every section of the
state farmers have been making de-
mands for labor which he has bee:
unable to satisfy. He says that i
fourteen counties of Northwest Texas
alone he could plare 27,000 hards.
Doubtless the need is greatest in th:
section, since an uprecedeted wheat
crop is ready for harvest. But not
all the wheat is grown in Northwest
Texas, and besides, counties soucth and
east have a big oat crop ready for the
mower, while all over Texas cotton is
in need of choppers. Hence it would
probably not exaggerate the fact to
say that employment could be found
for 100,000 men at from $3 to $6 a
day, including, of course, board and
lodging.

DOUBLE WORK IN SOUTH-

£ WESTERN DIVISION

“The war work of the Salvation
Army is almost over but its home
service has barely begun,” Lieut, Col.
George Wood in charge of Salvation
Army activities for the Southwestern
Division announced recently. “For
years the Army has quietly been car-
ing for the poor and unfortunate of
the country. The work has been ex-
tensive but the past record will seem
small when compared to the program
for the future.

“The record of the Salvation Army

in France where it was the first wel-’

fare organization in the field has won
the confidence not only of the sol-

|dlen but of the entire country as

well. It has proven itself to be an
organization experienced in service
and efficlently managed. In ‘over-

| whelming numbers the soldiers have

pledged their support to its future
work.

“The Army’s objective—to save men
from sin, sorrow and death in this
world and the next—is the reasom it
is called the Salvation Army. Through
long years of humanitarian work, tha
Army has realized that bodily needs
must be satisfied before men and

women can be helped In a spiritual

WAY.

“Recognizing Christ as the Com-
mander-in-Chief, it accepts as His
commands for every day duty the
35th and 36th verses of Chapter 25
of the Gospel of St. Matthew:

‘For | was an hungered, and ye
gave me meat; 1 was thirsty, and ve
gave me drink; I was a stranger and
ye took me in:

Naked, and ye clothed me, sick
and ye. visited me;l was in prison
and ye came unto me.” *

“These commands have prompted
the varied activities of the organfza-
tion. They include shelter for home-
less men and homes for
working girls homes,
cue homes for unfortunate girls, ma-
ternity hospitals, slum work, day
nurseries, cheap food depots. cheap
clothing and second-hand stores, em-
ployment bureau work among the
prisoners, medical relief and visit
ing nurse work, summer outing for
the poor, Christmas and Thanksgiv-
ing dinner baskets, missing friends
and inquiry dw'panmf'nt. farm colon-
fes, etc e

women.

“In the past sufficient funds have
been raised for the work by tam-
bourine collecting. But the work has
grown too large for that now. Com-
mander Evangeline Booth feels that
the time of the Salvationists can bet-
ter be employed in direct service
than in begging for nickels and
dimes. In the future the army will
raise the money needed in yearly
drives. The amount set as the goal
for this first drive i= $13,000,000, to
be used for the pational and local
work.

“This amount will make possible
the extension of the work in the
Southwestern Division where it Is
comparatively new. The activities
in this fleld will be doubled in the
next few years according to plans.

“At present the Army maintains
maternity hospitals and rescue homes
in San Antonio and El Paso, hotals
for tramnsient working men and
homeless men in Dallas, Galveston,
Beaumont and Fort Worth.

Similar institutions will soon be
established in Oklahoma and Louis
fana. Orphanages, hospitals and
homes for the aged will also be e=-
tablished.

“Corps buildings to be utilized as
community centers will also be erect-
ed as memorials to the soldiers. The
first one in this field has just been
opened at Dallas. It is a two story
building with provision for the com-
fort and use of every member of the
family. Occupying half of the first
floor is the Red Shield Club room for
discharged soldiers. sailors and ma-
rines. This room is largely used by
the soldiers who gather here to read,
play games or write letters.
Across the hall is an auditorium.
On the second floor are the
offices of the corps, and the South-
the women's
rest room and nursery, with a Club

“These family club buildings will
be established in every city where
corps are organized. Wherever they
have been opened through the coun-
try such buildings have been large-
ly used By the people of the town
and the country people as well, who
make them their headquarters while
transacting their business in town,

“Any community may secure one
of these bulldings by assisting the
Army in raising the necessary funds.
Committees will be formed in each
county, city, town and postoffice to
work during the Home Service Cam-
paign so that all people who belleve
in the Salvation Army code of prac
tical service may be given an op
portunity to contribute.”
