There are now something like 300,-
000 tractors in use throughout the
United States.
| Texas leads the United States in ag.
riculture, and measured by this, as
well as by her population, resources,
possibilities, etc., she ought to have
10 per cent or 30,000. As a matter
of fact, Texas has only eight or ten
thousand. The same unfavorable
comparison prevails throughout the
Southwest—Louisiana, Arkansas, Ok-
lahoma, New Mexico.

The people of this section are han-
dicapped for lack of motor driven ma-
chinery.
| It has been slow in reaching them
because they are far removed from
most manufacturing centers, and be- |
cause manufacturers have never
given the Southwestern market the |
attention it deserved.

Tractors have not been displayed |
here as in other parts of the coun-
try. Convenience has caused their
initial output to center around the
great manufacturing centers of tae |
North and Northwest,

All this has placed the Southwest |
under something of a handicap, but
especially since labor conditions have |
become so difficult.
