AUSTIN, Texas, Dec. 5.—The fol-
lowing information relating to an in-
dividual’s liability in making income

' tax reports and paying the tax is is-

All married persons whose net in-

come during the year 1919 equals or

exceeds $2000.00, and all single per-
sons whose net income equals or ex-
ceeds $1000.00, are required to make
an income tax report. If you were
married or head of a family on the
31st day of December, 1919, you are
entitled to an exemption of $2000.00;
if single and not head of a family
you are entitled to an exemption of
only $1000.00. Persons also

are en-

titled to a further credit, whether
{ single, married or at the head of a
family, of $200.00 for each person

(other than husband or wife) depen-

dent upon and receiving his or her

chief support from them during the
year, if such person is under 18 years
of age or is incapable of self support
by reasom of mental or physical dis-
ability.

The normal income tax is at the rate
of 4 percent the first $4000.00 of the
net income in excess of the credits

Could Supply 13 Per Cent of
Alies’ Needs Had War
Continued.

Lifting the ban of war secrecy has
Just now brought to light for the first
time one of the most stupendous feats
of construction in history—the plan-
ning and building in less than one year
of the largest ammoniwm nitrate plant
In the world and of a city areund R
for the heousing of its 26,000 workmen
and their families. At the same time
is revealed one of the chief reasens
why Germany suddealy surremdered a’
year ago. The German high command
knew that the United States was
ready at Muscie Shoals, Alabama, to
manufacture 18 per cent of all the
high explosives needed by all the Al-
lled armies on all fronts in the expect-
ed drive of the following spring.

The first person on construction
work reached Muscle Shoals on No-
vember 26, 1017, On February 186
1918, ground was first broken for a
permanent ﬁlnm butlding. On Octo-
ber 26, 1018, elght months and eight
days later, the manufacturing plant
had begun the production of ammo-
nium nitrate

When Ameriea entered the world
war In April; 19017, she had no means
of producing the enormous quantities
of high explosives necessary to pro-
vide the huge army she planned to
raise. The very fact that our Indus-
tries were already worked to capacity
providing ammunition to the allles
seemed to make further production for
our own use impossible,

New City Built From the Ground.

It was necessary to hulld a new
town to house the labhorers For this
job Westinghouse Church Kerr Com-
pany was called In as contractor. This
company also bullt the buildings of the
chemical plant. Within four months
12000 workmen had been assembled
and a city capable of accommodating
25.000 Inhabitants had been completed,

I with lodging, restaurants, stores, of-

fices, police headquarters, schools, fire
departments, hospitals, motion picture
theaters, electric light and sewerage
systems,

The construction of the plant proper
was begun on February 16, 1918 Just
eight months and eight days later the
big plant began a steady output of am-
monium nitrate, The plant contains
118 permanent bulldings, with a roof
area of over 26 acres,

To provide the electric carrent It
wns necessary to build a stenm power
electric plant, for it would have taken
three vears or more to complete the
dam and hydro-electric station now un-
der way., This plant, built by the J, G,
White Corporathon, I1s one of the larg-
est steam plantg for developing elee-
trieal energy in the world,

The output of the plant is 300 tons of
ammonium nitrate a day, and this ean
be produced at Muscle Shoals at a cost
Jess than one-half the standard fixed
price paid by the Government for am-
moninm nitrate produced by other
methods and one-fourth to one-fifth the
cost of other high explosives of equal
atrength, Comparea with the older
procegs of making ammonium nitrate,
the savings made by this plant would
have pald the $60,000,000 cost of the
entire p'ant in about one and one-half
years of operation,

As a military weapon It/ is one of the
wisest and most economical expendi-
tures that the Ordnance Department
has undertaken. As an agent in stop-
ping the war and as a future protec.
tion to the country its value is incaleu-
lable.
