High Speed Steel Without Tungsten,

A new high speed steel of British
origin Is without tungsten in its com-
position and advantages of
practical and economical nature are
claimed. It Is cobult-molybdenum
steel, the cobalt apparently acting as
& stabllizer and as correcting certain
disadavantages sald to exist in molyb-
denum-tungsten steels, The new steel
is claimed to possess the highest peint
of eflicilency ever obtained. The hard-
ening temperature required is only In
the neighborhood of 2000 degrees
Fahrenheit. The steel is also reported
to machine exceptionally soft and eas
fly. The specific gravity of como steel
is reported to be equal to that of the
old carbon tool steel, and so 10 per
cent less than that of the tungsten
high-speed steels. As a result it Is
estimated that a given weight of como
steel will produce 10 per cent more
tools than the same welight of regular
high-speed steel.

An-
other fuel avallable (If carburetors and
eylinders are redesigned) is alcohol,
which ean be obtained in unlimited
quantities from molasses, unmarket-

Tonian culture was different In its |

form from any development of later
times, and most difficult to under-
stand, having been addressed to the
ears and not to the eyes, writes Mary
Mills Patrick in the National Geo-
graphic Magazine.

Many Species of Asters,

About 120 different species of as-
ters are native In the United States,
and 54 of these are found in north-
eastern America. All but a dozen
are purple or blue and even botan-
ists find it requires patient study to
distinguish their many specles, The
New England aster is the most strik-
ing of the group.

In ad-
dition feed one pound of concentrates
of the proper mixture for each three
or four pounds of milk produced, de-
pending on the riechness of the milk.

A balanced ration consists in feed-
ing a variety of both roughages and
concentrates in such proportion as
to give the relative amount of pro-
tein, carbohydrates and fats in the ra-
tion,

The great value of succulgnt feed
for the dairy cow is due in\a large
measure to its laxative and
tability, which undoubtedly
stimulate digestion, Green p u‘ma
the cheapest and best form of &
lent feed, but when it is unavailable
the cow should be furnished with good
silage, roots or soiling crop.

All feeds given a dairy cow should
be palatable. If the cow does not rel-
ish the feed she often fails to consume
as much. as she should. The concen-
trates should be made up of a variety
of feeds, since a mixture is relished
more than a single feed. It is best
also to feed at least two kinds of
roughage. After a satisfactory ration
has been provided it is best to make
as few changes as possible during the
lactation period.

Cows in milk drink about four
times as much water as they do when
dry. The average milk cow drinks
about 100 pounds (12% gallons) of
water per day, and for this reason
it ig essential that a cow in full flow
of milk have access to an abundance
of fresh water. The average cow re-
quires about an ounce of salt a day.

John Wilkins, who married Robina,
sister of Oliver Cromwell, in 1656, had
He set forth
his theorles in a book in which he dis-
cussed four possible varieties of avia-
tion: By spirits or angels, by the help
of fowls, by wings fastened Immedi-
to the body, and by a flying

| chariot.

Wilkins wrote that the fourth way
seemed to him *“much more useful
than the rest; and that Is by a flying
chariot, which may be so contrived
a8 to carry a man within it; and
though the strength of a spring might
perhaps be servicegable for the motion
of this engine, yet it were better to
have 1t assisted by the labor of some
intelligent mover. And, therefore, if
it were made big enough to carry sun-
dry persons together, then each of
them in their several turn might sue-
cessfully labor in the causing of this
motion.”

Wilkins was one of the founders
of the Royal society. He believed It
should be “easy to frame an instrument
wherein anyone may sit and give such
motion unto- it as shall convey him
aloft through the air.”
