PROVES GREAT 8U t( ESS

' phmiK-d, about fifteen cm» met/ on , 

üjain street along a line from /the j 
postoffiee to the Candy Kitchen, for , 
the purpose of taking out to the Nac- 

I cgdoches county oil fields a delcgs- 
licn of business men of the city.

' About 40 business men wrere present 
at the time of the departure of the 
carA and these were loaded into the 
cars arranged for them by the Nac­
ogdoches Chamher of ^Comm irce. j 

Roads to Cil Springs were foun>! 
to be in pretty fair shape, although 
in some places weer a bit muddy from 
the rains of Tuesday night. No 
trouble was experienced by nny of 
the cars, however, in the way of get­
ting “stuck.” It was decided by all be­
fore leaving the city that all parts 
of the field would be visited before the 
return to the city of the party, but 
this was found inpracticable on ac.- 
count of the wride range of countryt 
the cars would have to travel. The ■ 
well being drilled near Poe Switch, • 
tho Tubbe well, could not be visited, ' 
although it is one of particular inter- 
t rt hy reason of the fact that it is  ̂
a deep test in an entirely new part 
ef the county. Mr. .A. C. Smith of 
thé Carolina Oil Company, this city» 
has charge of the Tubbe well. But the 
Tobhe well is entirely Indeperulent 
o f, the Cr 'oHna people.

All of the cars, led by Ben Tucker, 
who knows the Oil Sj-r!ng» territory, 
took the Woden road, went through 
Wod< n - ht to the oil fie’ds. Ti»« 
first tiriliing operations visited wer 
the Fort Worth Oil C-orpgration’s first 
well, locate»! about three miles south 
u ' the Carolina developments. This, 
well has been in about s week, and is 
producing about one and s half bar­
rels of oil a day. The Fort Worth Cor­
poration has i ts , second well down 
at>out 360 feet. They were not drill­
ing on their second well while the 
business men were there on account 
of their steam engine being out of 
order. They struck otl in their first 
well at s depth of 475 feet. *

Having visited the Fort Worth * 
people’s developments, the visiting j 
party turned their attention to the 
Carolina Company’s developments, 
about which oil have heard so much. 
The Carolina Company has a 
little oil world of its own down at 
Oil Springs. It has an up-to-date pow-  ̂
er plant u'hich furnishes all the pow­
er it needs in pumping the welN, 
k-nd has an apparently unlimited num­
ber of tanks for stor.xge purposes — 
and most all these tanks, judging 
from talk heard, are full of the greasv 
wealth. Upon the arrival of the Nac­
ogdoches party, Mr. Ebsugh, presi­
dent of the Csrolina Oil Company, 
had one of it-= employees, Mr. Jl B. 
Burk, to show the visitors arpund. 
)>n** of the interesting things '.'r. 
Burk did was to start tin one of the 
T.’jmp engines which ilrew stored uj» 
oil in the tanks araitere.l in the v.**» dc 
among the various wells owned by t-;t- 
eonpary into a seric-a of tank- lo­
cated along the N. A S. E. railroad. 
The Carolina people transport all 
their oil to the refinery over the N.
A S. E., and they have an elaborate 
tank car filling device located along­
side the railroad, enabling them to fill 
a tank full of oil in a rabiimum of 
time. One of the most impressiv« 
things, conviacing the Nacogdoches 
basineas man present that Nacogdo- 
chea county ia the home of real oil, ‘ 
was the big four-inch ehiice of crude 
oil when gnebed under pump from a 
pipe into oae of the storage tanka 
along the railroexL Several mhrateo j 
w tTt spent by the party watching I 
the oil rapidly fill oae of the big stor­
age tankA

Aftar this observation' the party 
motorod over to the Houston Oil Com­
pany’s developmants, which are un­
der the care of Mr. Aident This com- | 
pany has several shallow wells which 
are attended to daily hy Mr. Alders  ̂
by mearns of a rope and bockat. On 
one of the w«1Ia  it fs said, he usee ' 
a horse to draw up the daily quota  ̂
of oil the well fumishcA It was ht ! 
the home of Mr. Alders that dinner , 
whs taken. The dinner consisted of ' 
aandaricbee, hamburgers, fru{t,*cbeese,  ̂
etc., and was heartly enjoyed by àll, 
the continuous riding of the mom-j 
ing causing sharp appetites.

On the Aidera place several things 
of interest are to be observed. In Mr. 
Aidera’ back yard is a fine cemented 
well fumiahing an unlimited supply ; 
of the strongest sulphur water, and ' 
on top of this water is a film of oil ! 
coming into the ' shallow spring-like I 
well by aeepage. Located about 100 . 
yards from this sulphur well or spring ' 
is an oil well which furnishes one or 
two barrels of oil each day. Probably 
OM of the most intereating things to 
ha found on the Alders farm la what 
would be beet described as a sink­
hole, or bog. The origin of this place, 
H is aald, oraa an artesian well whose 
casing was later removed, but now 
the plaes yresenta the appearance of 
a  huge mud-hola, in all plaasa of 
vhleh water boils up so—t—Uy.

NOTICE TO SWEET
POTATO GROWFJIS

We will hegiii buying .iwect potjr- 
toos on Monday, (Xtober 11th. We 
will pay 80 cents a bushel. We will 
handle only well matured potatoes, 
and there will be only one grade, 
which is No. 1. Potatoes must be 
handled carefully to keep from get­
ting them bruised. MThen digging, be 
sure to set the plow deep enough to 
go under the potatoes to avoid cut­
ting them. We cannot huy cut, crack­
ed or bruised potatoes, as they will 
not keep in the curing plant. Mole or 
salamander bitten potatoes will not 
be acceptable. Number 1 potatoes 
range in site from 1 3-4 to 3 1-2 inch­
es in diameter and from four to eight 
inches in length. W’c will furnish 
baskets free to those who wish to 
bring in potatoes, and it is very im­
portant that you come to the curing 
plant for your ba.skets when you are 
ready to har>est. Bringing the pota­
toes to the plant in baskets helps to 
prevent them from getting bruised 
on the wagon. If you make heap rows 
when you dig do not pitch or throw 
potatoes onto the pile. That arill 
bruise them, and do not leave them 
in the field over night. Right now is 
a good time to dig because of dry 
weather. We srill not buy any pota­
toes after a killing frost.
