As Mr. Harrison |
says, the South produced raw materi-
als at low prices fot Northern manu- |
facturers, and brought back the fin-
ished article at high prices, but an
end is rapidly being made of that sys
tem.

The South today is manufacturing
more and more of her own raw ma-
terial and distributing the finished
products, not only throughout the

South, but throughout the nation and
all parts of the world. Agriculture
still plays an important part in South-
ern life. but the South’s other’indus-
tries are affording greater relief from
the tyranny of one industry, and a
higher and more permanent prosper-
ity is the result of this emancipation.

There will be no return to the old
days in the South when producers
were kept in a continual state of pov-
erty because of that isolation, their
lack of organization, and their depen-
dency upon organized bodies of capi-
tal in distant sections of the coun-
try.

More education, a greater variety
