Peking, Aug. 6.—Courageous action
by the American vice consul, Walter
Adams, at Chang-Sha, in Hunan,
which resulted in the breaking up of
nest of opium dealers operating under
the American flag, caused threats
against the life of Adams, necessitat-
ing & guard of American sailors in
the consulate.

Perhaps the most striking events In
the artistic history of France have
been the first performances of certain
In a few
cases, also, these occasions have
marked the beginning of ngw epochs
in the soclal Ristory of that cofintry.

unforgettable first nights since theaters

The
occurred In 1637, when Cornellle’s “Le
Old” took the capital by storm.
