There la a gar­
den In front of the bougalow, and 
great attention Is paid to kt^eplng this 
fresh. Some of tlia birds prefer 
shells as s garden decoration; others 
use |;ally-cob.red Iteetles and other In­
sects, while one bird lays out a lawn 
of moss, which It decorates with all 
kinds of odds and ends. As soon as 
any part of the garvlen becomes faded, 
the moss, leaves, of flowers are car 
ried to ■ rubbish heap behind the bun­
galow.

Ituncing displays are given on the 
lawns, esperially at courting time 
when the males adopt all kinds of 
queer attitudes and sing songs to at 
tract tlie atletitbm of the opposite 
sex.

"StJe Chamber Procsedings" an Echo 
of ths Days When Kings Could 

Do No Wrong.

"Star riiHmlK»r Procee«llng~ Is an 
expression now almost Invariably n«ed 
to denote an ofTlclal action which Is 
conducted In secret and, naually. In 
a hlgh-handevl manner.

The phrase comes to ui from the 
fact that centuries ago there existed 
Id England an all-powerful tribunal 
consisting of a committee of the king'a 
privy council. The custom waa either 
Instituted or revived by Henry VII, 
In 14m.

This councl) had omnipotent powers 
and was unfettered by rules of law. 
.It dealt with civil and criminal cases 
alike by “hill and Information," wrlth- 
out the aid of a Jury, and could Inflicr 
any form of puntshinent short of 
death.

The original was "star chamher" 
because In the room where the council 
met were deposited the Jewish bonds 
known as "stars" from the Hebrew 
word shetar, meaning a covenant— 
Brooklyn Engle.
