Stockmen Notified of Coming Unfa

vorable Weather Conditions In

Time to Take Precautiona

Cold waves, heavy snows, high
winds aad blizzards vitally interest
the stock growers of the great range
states of the West. The weather bu-
reau of the United States Department
of Agriculture, in its endeavor te as-
sist the stockmen, issues warnings of
these unfavorable conditions which ™
are dangers to'farm animals and to
those whe graze on the range. These
warnings are widely distributed by
telegraph and telephone to large cen-
ters, but further dissemination ‘de-
volves on those interested. The prob-
lem has been largely solved in some
of the states, particularly Missourl, by
telegraphing the warning to one cen-
tral point in each county, where ar
ramgements are made to telephonc In-
formation of the warnings to each
community interested.

When a warning is received stock-
men arrange to graze their stock near

shelter that the stock will drift to
ward It when the anticipated severe
weather comes, A modification of this
service consists of sheep-shearing and
lambing forecasts and warnings. In
éarly shearing and lambing districts

sheep, ewes and young lambs are kept
near suitable shelter, such as coulees,
where they will recelve protection
when wind, snow or cold rains are ex-
pected.
