CAMPAIGN HAVING EFFECT

It is stated that observation has
demonstrated there is heed being to
the “Cross Crossing Cautiously” cam-
paign. A count conducted by one rail-
road company reveals that but a small
percentage of drivers did not take
the trouble to look to see if a train
was approaching. Yet that some took
the chances of being maimed or kill-
ed proves that the appeals for cau-
tion do not prevail universally,

Last year 1,702 were killed and
nearly 5,000 were injured at grade
crossings. By impressing wamings
number of fatalities may be re-
duced but will not be entirely elimi-
nated, though diminished accidents
will be a gain. The number of grade
crossings is estimated at 250,000 and
these provide an equal number of
chances of accidents. Some are much
more dangerous than others becmuse
of heavier traffic, but any one may be

. the scene of repeated deaths if trains

and vehicles try to use the space at
the same time.

Many devices may be employed.
Watchmen, gongs, warnings to catch
the eye. All are effective if heeded and
all fail if the dviver or the pedestrian
i hs 5 . 48
has been enacted re.quiring all ve-
hicles to come to a full stop before
crossing a railway. This will help if
observed, but it will be violated if
drivers think thew can avoid vete.tion
and prosecution. Our traffic lJaws are
constantly disregarded even where
there are numerous policemen on
watch, It is not reasonable to expect
they will be more carefully observed
where there is no officer on duty.

Elimination of crossings would pre-
vent such assidenis, but it is sy «ip-
pendous a task that realizattion lies
far in the future if it be ever attained.
However, the public has within itself
the power to avoid all but a minor
fraction of such accidents by being
cautions. There may be unavoidable
accidents, but they are few. That the
safety campaign is having results is
hopeful. It means some lives saved.
