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BODY STILL UNCOVERED
Raymond Burgess, age 23, the old-
est son of Mr. and Mrs. T. E. Burgess

of town about noon Wednesday. Ray-
mond and a younger brother, Allan,
were duck hunting on the east side of
the lake when the tragedy occurred.

There was no witness to the tragedy
as the boys were separated several
hundred yards, watching for ducks
along the shore of the lake, Raymond
was heard to shoot several times and
in about half an hour Allan went up
to where he heard his brether shoot
There he found his coat, shirt, hat,
watch and gum in a path near the
water’s edge. A couple of dead ducks
were out a short distance in the lake.
After calling a few times to Raymond
he commenced to fear that Raymond
had met death by drowning.

The tragedy occurred opposite the
Blount cottage on the lake. About the
time Allan discovered his brother
missing, Luther Swift and Ben T. Wil-
son came ento the lake duck hunting
They crossed to where the accident
occurred and directed Allan to a tele-
phone at the Blount farm home from
which the parents of the unfortunate
boy were ngtified.

As soon as the news was received
in the city several cars left for the
scene and efforts were made to recov-
ér the body. It was not long before
many sympathetic friends had gather-
ed at the scene ready to assist in the
earch. The two boats on the lake were
brought into service and all afternoon
men prodded about in the water in
kopes of finding the body.

Toward evening it was decided to
bring more boats Snto the lake to aid
in the search and four boats from
Fern Lake were secured. Search for
the body continued all might. Coffee
and sandwiches were brought down
just after dark to those who had been
engaged in the work. Drift wood cast
up in the high water at some time in
the lake furnished fuel for a hig fire
which was kept burning all night and
around which a silent party copgre-
gated as the search went on.

The lake has been dry all summer
and up until a few weeks ago, owing
to the breaking of the dam in the
spring. During this time a rank
growth of marsh grass and small wil-
ljows has sprung up. When the dam
was completed a few weeks ago and
the water again impounded it soom
came up to the mormal level which is
ust about the top of this dense growth
and from eix to ten feet deep where
it is believed the young man drowned.
This growth makes it impossible to
drag the lake and search for the body
is being conducted with the aid of
poles which are’stuck down in the
water and moved about the bottom.

There is practically no current
through the lake and it is not believed
that the body has drifted from where
it sank. The fact that the young man
did not remove his boots when pre-
paring to go in the water seems to in-
dicate that he did not expect to go
far out. On the other hand he may
have been deceived aboat the depth
of the water as the tops of the wil-
lows and grass would ordinarily in-
dicate a depth of two to three feet
This morning it was reported that
the body had not been recovered by
the night searchers and many are
leaving for the scene to assis! iz drag-
ging the lake.

The Filipinos can seek nothing in
the way of political liberty that does
not command instant sympathy from
the American people.

When the Senate of the Philippines
asks congress to grant the islands a
constitutional document, there can be
no criticism of such a proper request
looking, as it does, to the just wspi-
ration of any people, even though the
trusteeship with which the American
nation is invested, prescribes a refus-
al of the petition.

‘ There is only one fundamental fact
jon which rests the relationship be-
tween the Philippines and the United
States. It springs wholly from benevo-
lence, and is unaffected in any way
by considerations of possible hostili-
ties in the Pacific. This fundamental
is purely the education of the Fili-
pinos into a conscious social unit, par-
ticularly.in language; so that not an
educated minurity, however honorable,
but  the entire populatior may be-
come respouasible for government., .
