BIRD HAS CHANGED ITS COLOR

Circumstances Somewhat Rare, but :
Not Unknown to the Students
of Ornithelogy.

The leopard may. not be able teo
change his spots, but the feathers oa
the ground finch of Chimbo valley In
western Ecuador have changed thelr
color. This mystery was explained to
the American Ornithologists’ union
meeting In Chicago by Dr. Frank M
Chapman, eurator of birds of the
Awerican Museum of Natursl History,

The ground inhabiting finch ranges
from Mexico to southern Peru. In all
this 5,000-mile stretch of country these
birds have a conspicuous black throat |
band and underparts of gray and
white. This s the ease everywhere
except In one mmall river valley, where
the bird leses Mts black collar and be
comes almost entirely white,

Cuckoo Lays Smallest Egg.

The ostrich, of all extant birds, lays
the largest egg in actual dimensions.
Relatively to Its size, however, the '
Kiwl, a strange wingless New Zealand ,
species, is the champlon, with an egg |
not less than five Inches long, al-
though the extrewe length of the bird
itself is only 27 'nches.

The smallest birds’ eggs are those |
of the minuter species of humming
birds. Nevertheless, the cuckoo lays !
the relatively smallest egg. Though
the Jackdaw and the cuckoo are of
the same size, the former's egg is five '
or six times larger than the latter's. |
The fact that the cuckoo Is accus-
temed to deposit its eggs in the nests
of -other birds, asually much smaller
than jtself, doubtless accounts , for
this phenomenon,

Plan to Use Flylng Machines in the
Finding and Photographing ef
Alaskan Inland Waters,

Locating and photographing undls-
eovered lakes in the national forests
of Alaska are the latest uses to which
the alrplane has been put, says Ameri-
can Forestry,, quoting the United
States forest seri ce. We read:

“It has long been known that there
are many lakes on the headlands and
islands traversed by the inside pas
gage betweefl Seattle and Bkagway
that do not appear on any map. Dur
ing the New York-Nome flight made by
army aviators, lakes were frequently
mighted which could not be found on
the latest and most autheatic maps of
the territory. Tales of unknown water
bodies are coustantly being brought
in by trappers and prospectors. Less
than a year ago a lake four and ene
half miles long and one-half mile wld‘
was discovered at the head of Short

bay. This lake has over 1,000 acres of |
