COTTON SQUARE BORERS

| These squares had been injured by
the cotton square borer, the small,
| green, somewhat flattened larva fre-
| quently found on the cotton plant,
4especinlly on or in the squares, There
' was some webbing on the plants
which would indicate that the web- |
although !
there were no specimens sent in.
The square borer 1s the larva of |
the small, bluish butterfly frequently
found in the cotton fields, and at-
tacks cotton, cowpeas, beans, and a
few other plants. It destroys the
square by eating out the inside. It
is usually not of very great econo-
mic importance because of the fact
that it is held down by numerous par-
asitic and predacious insects. If it
is necessary at any time to use con-
trol measures it may be controlled
by dusting with caleilum or lead ar-
senate ‘at the rate of from five to
seven pounds per acre, provided this
is done before the larva enters the
square. This dusting will also con-
trol the web-worm and the leaf-
worm.

You
would resent the city’'s sending its
sanitation crew into your premises
tc compel you to kill off the mosqui-
toes of your own breeding and feed-
ing. But if you don’t kil' them off
you are inviting sickness into your
home, Possibly the city might, by
the expenditure of a great sum, force
you and all 'of your neighbors to kill
them off and thus free the city from
the recurrence of dengue fever in the
degree of severity which affected
Dallas last year. But there is no
Wecéssity for that. If you would be
safe, look to your tomato cans, your
’ooll of stagnant water, your out-of-
the-way places where tne stegomya
gets his start.

The health authorittes undertake
to look after park property and open
drains about the city. That will keep
down malaria, with which Dallas has
had little trouble. But crude oil on a
pond or creek isn’t going to deter the
stegomya whose home is under your
doorstep or in one corner of your
garage. If you don't want mosqui-
toes, don’t raise any.

AGE OF THE WORLD.

There seems to be an ¢ternal and
eontinuous struggle among scientists
to figure out the age of the earth.
The annual report of the Smithson-
ian Institute which i: just made pub-
lie, gives as its opinion that the uni-
wverse is three billion vears old, which
would sec:n to cata lizh a record that
not only exceeds all' previous guess-
es hazarded this line, but
which, moreover, scts a standard for
future jugglers with firures to choot
at as they attempt {0 outdo their pre-
decessors.

It is not quite clear tH» mest peo,.le
why it is so necessary to determin»
the age of the earth. Here and there
new evidences are uncovered by ex-
peditions which have been excavating
tombs and ancient ruins for the pur-
pose of studying antiquity. But even
the most interesting discoveries do
not take the present age back more
than a few thousand years at best,
#nd whatever took place before that
period, perforce, must be largely a
matter of conjecture. And since so
dense mystery beclouds uncient his-
tory, it appears that science might
wvery well afford to give more atten-
tion to modern problems of their de-
velopment, rather than search
through buried cities and almost for-
gotten history for information that
is on the surface at least of noearthly
pse to the present age.

RED MEN AS WOOD CARVERS

Many of the American Aborigines
Were Experts, at Specimens Still
in Existents Show,

It has been pointed out that the
chief reminder of our aboriginal life is
the woodwork and hone carving of the
Indians of the Pacific Northwest.
While the ¢lties of that region are en-
terprising ard important centers of In-
dustry, and while the Iinhabitants of
many Indian reservations have adopt;
¢d the latest farming methods and
have hecome prosperous agriculturists,
there remaln some primitive workers
whose wooden products have the same
quaint appearance as those of their
ancestors generations and generations
Ago.

When they possessed no better tools
than stone axes and bone handled lmn-
plements, before the white man had
brought his iron Instruments to this
country, these Indians were experts at
their chosen profession. With their
crude lmplements they cut planks four
feet wide hy ten feet long from a tree,
Muany specimens of their carving In
wood, bone and Ivory, preserved now

in museums, show considerable skill

STORY OF TWO STATES

None of our states claims perfec-
tion; each has heen disgraced by
criminality on the part of some of its
citizens—each has need of eternal vi-
gilance against such things. Illinois
in the West and Florida in the South
have been the states most recently dis-
graced in a manner to cause revul-
sion throughout the country; the for-
mer by the wholesale massacre of non-
union miners at Herrin and the latter
by the convict leasing system by
which a young man from North Da-
kota who had been sentenced to serve
for riding a
freight train was beaten so badly
that he died.

While Florida's offense agalnst civ-
ilization in permitting a system un-
der which a lad arrested for a trivial
offense could be beaten to death can
not be condoned, the state is entitled
te recognition that when the senti-
ment of humanity within its own bor-
ders and from throughout the country
cried out against the condition it be-
came aroused where official Illinois
could not be stirred to effective ac-
tion. After officers of North Dakota
had investigated the brutality in the
convict camp of the Florida lumber
company, and the legislature of the

‘former state had called upon the au-

thorities of that Southern common-
wealth to look in. the case, the Flor-
ida legislature appointed a joint com-
mittee of investigation. Not only did
this result in the conviction of the
“whipping boss”, one’ Thomas Wal-
ter Higginbotham, for murder, but it
brought about the dismissal from of-
fice of a sheriff and a county judge
who figured in the arrest and sen-
tencing of the North Dakota youth
to the convict camp. The sheriff ad-
mitted that he had a contraet with
the lumber company to furnish it pris-
oners at $20 each. Most important,
the investigation brought about ac-
tion by the Florida legislature for
abolishment of the convict-leasing
system and forbidding corporal pun-
ishment of prisoners.

Thus, horrible as was the revela-
tion of brutality in this case, the cor-
rective action taken by Florida re-
lieves the feeling considerably.

PRO AMENDMENT SAI-"E.

Jacksonville Progress.

Since the road amendment election
has been knocked out by the failure
to make publication within the time
prescribed by the constitution, there
have been rumors to the effect that
the State prohibition amendment was
insufficiently advertised, and there-
fore in danger of being declared il-
legal.

There is nothing to it. Our files
#nd books show that publication of
this amendment was made on Febr--
ary 21, 28, March 7 and 14, 1919, while
the election was not held until the
fourth Saturday in May, so the first
publication was made three months
before the election, as required. It
was published in other counties on vir-
tually the same dates, as ¢1l of the no-
tices were sent out from Austin at
the same time.

There were three other amendments
submitted at the same election, one
of which was the woman’s suffrage
amendment,

“Propaganda is the giving out (or
hiring) of opinions, arguments, or
pleas to induce people generally to
believe what some individual, group,
or organization, wants them to be-
lieve, for the pecuniary or other ad-
vantage of the individual, group, or
organization giving out (or hiring)
the propaganda.”
