‘““You can earn as much as $1200
during 1955, either in wages or in
net earnings from a business, with-
out losing any benefit payments.
If you make more than $1200, you
will lose a month’s payment for
each $80 over $1200, but you will
not lose a check for any month in
which you earn less than $80 in

wages or don’t operate your busig*

ness,”” he added.

‘“Beginning in 1955, the retire-
ment test will apply to all wages
or business earnings, whether sub-
ject to social security or not,” cau-
tioned Sanderson.

“Placing the retirement test on
an annual basis will be particular-
ly helpful to seasonal workers. If,
for instance, you were to work each
year for the four months of June

through September at $300 a monthj;

you would have your social securily
benefits suspended for those months
under the former restrictions, but
under those coming into effect,
you would not lose any monthly
payments,” he concluded. ,
