Mr. Johnson said
that a Johnson grass {ield, which
is barren in winter, could be
turned to good use by plowing up
with a sulky plow and that cattle
would follow right along, picking
up the roots laid bare by the
plow. One plow, he said, would
turn up enough daily to feed 75
head. Although perhaps not new,
this information may not be gen-
erally known, and the Standard
gives it publicity for the good it
may do.—S. A. Standard.
