The vegetable plate is always
a pleasant variation in the diet
but right now it begins to take
on an added importance because
ocal produce is moving to mar-
ket in increasing quantities and
varieties, according to the bu-
reau of home economics, U. 8. De
partment of Agriculture This

means lower priced vegetables for,
altho fresh vegetables are always

on sale in large cities and most
towns, the price may be beyond
the reach of families who need
to economize on food

Potatoes in some form are the
mainstay of most meals and the

vegetable dinner is no exception
The way in which the potatoes
are prepared depends largely on
