NEW YORK.—W. K. Wingfield,
of Albuquerque, is chairman of a
committee of leading New Mexico
sportsmen who have volunteered
to carry forward the organization
program of Ducks Unlimited in
that State, according to the More
Game Birds Foundation.

Other officers of Mr. Wingfield's
committee include Fred Landon,
vice chairman and Dr. J. W. Die-
fendorf, secretary. C. W. Carson
Jr. of Albuquerque is treasurer.

Ducks Unlimited is a non-profit
membership corporation incorpor-
ated both in the United States and
Canada and organized for the pur-
pose of restoring the continental

~ wilk duck supply through preser-

vation and management of the last
remaining important wildfowl

_ breeding grounds in the Canadian

provinces of Alberta, Saskatche-
wan and Manitoba.

“New Mexico and the southwest
draw heavily upon the continental
duck factory, as these three prov-
inces are known, for their wild
duck supply,” says the foundation.

The plan of Ducks Unlimited, de-
signed to harmonize with the large
scale water restoration projects of
the Dominion’s Prairie Farms Re-
habilitation program, calls for the
restoration of once ideal conditions
which gave the region the name
“continental duck factory.”

The program of Ducks Unlimit-
ed is so constructed that it will
produce maximum permanent re-
sults within five years at a cost of
£3,000,000. These funds are being
raised through private subscription
by the nation’s 500,000 or more
duck hunters who have come to the
realization that hunting conditions
will not improve in this country
until the “factory” is returned to a
production basis.

Ducks Unlimited organization
committees have been placed on a
working basis in 40 states, ac-
cording to the foundation. When
each state has set up its commit-
tee, national officers and a nation-
al board of permanent trustees will
be elected. Following this four lead-
ing American business executives
and sportsmen will be named to a
non-salaried international board of
. directors who will guide the field
work of the program.

Travelers reaching here from
Barcelona said fighting around the
city's telephone exchange lasted
seven hours. Troops fought hand
to hand in the building’'s corridors
after Catalan militia stormed it in
the face of anarchist machine guns
bristling from the windows.

The uprising, which had threat-
ened to split the Spanish govern-
ment's defenses against the Insur-
gents, was reported in direct dis-
patches from Barcelona to have re-
sulted in a new, provisional govern-
ment, with the anarchist represent-
ed. The Catalan regime has strong-
iy supported the main Spanish gov-
ernment.

A pitched battle was fought the
travelers said when Barcelona's

frontal attack on the fortified tele-
phone building.

Anarchist batteries, they said,
mowed down the front ranks of
the attacking militia and took
heavy toll of civilian bystanders.

Research proves that one Barbara
Hauer, daughter of a German im-
migrant to Pennsylvania, was born
in Lancaster, Pa., December 3, 1766

and later moved, with her family, to
| Frederick. On May 6, 1806, when

nearly forty years of age, she mar-
| ried John Caspar Frietchie, four-
| teen years her junior, the son of a
| Tory who had, by the laws of Mary-
| land, been ‘“‘hung, drawn and quar-
| tered.”

Barbara Frietchie, not having any
children of her own, reared her
brother-in-law and sister-in-law. Her
| husband, after serving as a prosper-
ous glovemaker, died November 10,
1849, when he was in his seventieth
year and his widow in her eighty-
fourth year. She survived him 13
years, dying on December 18, 1862,
aged ninty-six. The alleged flag
episode had occurred only three
months previous.

Occurrence Doubted.
According to one Engelbrecht, a
Unionist, who became mayor of

| Frederick, the incident described by
the Quaker poet never took place.
He lived directly across the street
| from the Frietchie cottage and from
| his window saw Jackson's army
| pass. There is also a published de-
nial of the story by Samuel Tyler,
a lawyer, who wrote the biography
of Justice Taney. Various other au-
thors have published denials based
upon information alleged to have
been obtained from Barbara Friet-|
chie's family and neighbors.

An unnamed member of Jackson's
staff, residing at Hagerstown, has
been quoted as repudiating the al-
leged circumstance.

According to one participant in
the controversy, the real heroine of
Frederick's flag incident was a Mrs.
Quantrell, who later lived in Wash- |
ington. The widow of ‘‘Stonewall” |
Jackson, in her memoirs of the gen-
eral, denies that there was any
foundation for the ballad.

Before his death Whittier, refer-
ring to the controversy that his
poem had caused, stated that he
much regretted having written it.

The families studied reported on
the kind, quantity, and cost of food
consumed. They included those of
business and professional workers,
wage-earners, and low-income, semi
dependent families. The dietary rec-
ords collected at intervals since
1914 were taken in every season
of the year, in cities and villages,
in 44 states and the District of Co-

Faithful Pilgrims Trek
} to Black Virgin Shrine
| Montserrat, Spain, is the name of
a fantastic mountain pass that rises
| abruptly to a height of 3,000 feet
| from the rolling foothills of Cata-
| luna. It is also the name of a fa-
mous monastery, which clings like
a swallow's nest halfway up the
steep slopes of the mountain, about
35 miles northwest of Barcelona
For centuries, states a correspond-
ent in the St. Louis Globe-Demo-
crat, this medieval Benedictine
monastery has been the nation’s
most famous shrine, to which thou-
sands of the Spanish faithful make
pilgrimage each year to pay hom-
age to what is called the Black Vir-
gin. This wooden image, darkened
by age, is not, however, the only
source of Montserrat’'s fame. Mont-
serrat, in Catalan tradition, is the
Montsalvatsh or Monsalvat of the
Middle ages, site of the castle of the
Holy Grail. Here Ignatius of Loy-
ola, a wounded soldier, knelt in
prayer, and went away to found the
Society of Jesus.

According to legend, the Black
Virgin was carved by St. Luke and

brought to Baicelona A. D. 50 by St.
Peter. During the Moorish invasion
and occupation it was hidden by
Christian monks in one of the caves
of Moatserrat near the site of the
present monastery. An effort was |
made to bring it down from the
moun.ains, but, although the statue|
1s not quite life-size, the shepherds|
reported that it could not be moved |
beyond the ledge where the monas-
tery stands. The Basilica, accord-
ingly, was erected to protect it, and
the monastery built to care for the
pilgrims who climbed the mountain
to worship at the virgin’'s shrine.

The symbols
on the Irish flag include an Irish
player of the harp, the national mu-
sical instrument of Ireland; the
wreath of shamrocks representing
that used by St. Patrick, which il-
lustrates the Blessed Trinity.
