of legumes and grasses into hay
is the most practical method of
preserving roughage for winter
feeding. The average farmer also
recognizes the fact that isually
one cutting of hay is badly \u-a'?*.-
er damaged each year. This weath
er damaged hay should be made
into alfalfa-molasses silage. Mak
ing ensilage of damaged alfalfa
not only saves the feed value and
makes it palat e, but also is a

means of disposing of the hay

The construction of a trench silo
requires very little, if any, eash
outlay and one be dug in a
lay or two during the slack season
It can then be filled with weather-

can

damaged hay which makes valu-
able silage.
Many farmers prcbably have

heard of making grass silage by
the use of molasses or phosphoric
acid. The molasses is added at
the rate of 60 to B0 pounds per
ton of hay. More molasses may
be used if desired, making the sil-
age more palatable and of higher
feeding value.

The making of silage by the use
of phosphoric acid has been tried
in several states. When properly
made, silage preserved in this
manner is as valuable as any other
ensilage. However, the effect of
feeding a high level of phosphoric
feed over a long period may pro-
duce questionable results.
