Any
good legume hay—peanut, pea soy-
bean, etc.—cured green and ground
may be substituted for ground alf-
alfa hay; with somewhat less di-
gestibility than alfalfa, they are
nevertheless high in protein and if
cured green carry the essential
vitamin A, which is lacking in dry
grains.

Generally speaking there are
better corn and other feed grain
crops in the Southwest than last
year.

14 per cent more in Louisiana, 36
per cent more in Oklahoma, 20 per
cent more in Texas. Whether grain
is plentiful or scarce, however, it
pays to buy the protein supplement
if necessary, to use a self-feeder,
and to furnish green pasture.

Hawkins, Melrose, as vice presi-
dent. Clayborn Wayne, Extension
Service agronomist at State Col-
lege, was re-elected secretary and
treasurer.

The State Tourist Bureau has
offered further proof that New
Mexico's 1939 tourist season set a
new high. Joseph Bursey, direct-
or, releasing figures on the annual
seven-day count of out-of-state
motor vehicles entering.the state,
announced that 41,450 vehicles
carrying 123,904 passengers came
into New Mexico between Aug. 15
and 21. These figures represented
an increase of 903 vehicles and 855
passengers over the 1938 week-
long check.

The motor vehicle division of the
Bureau of Revenue took in $31.-
911.69 last month, an increase of
$4,480.61 over September, 1938,
Director -J. O. Garcia announced.

That nip in the fall air appar-
ently has already had its effect on
the state's liquor revenues. Sep-
tember liquor control division re
ceipts, announced by Director S,
T. Jernigan, showed beer and wine
sales down while spiritout liquor
revenue jumped from $29,247.03 in
August to $40,887.17. Beer tax
receipts dropped from $10,7566.76
to $9,732.45; wine from $12,161.06
to $8.0985.80,

Kerosene users are protected
by the law, Culver said, and vio-
lators will be vigorously prosecut-
ed.

State Treasurer Rex French was

“The animals protected as non

predatory fur bearers,” said the
warden, “are muskrat, mink, wea
sel, civit cat, masked or black

footed ferret, ringtail cat, racoon,
pine marten, coati mundi, hadgrr»

and all species of foxes. A license
is required of all persons more
than 14 years of age to trap or
shoot these animals.”

The trapping season established
by the state game commission,
which is required to administer
this law, on muskrat is Nov. 156

to March 31, while the season on

al! other animals above listed is
Oct. 1 to March 31, said the
warden.

He explained that the object of
the law is to protect the state's
| fur industry and place it on a
| sustained yield basis. The resi-
dent trapper's license costs $1.10,
the non-resident trapper’s license
is $20.10, the resident dealer’s li-

cense $6 and the non-resident|
dealer's license $560. This schedule
insures protection of resident

trappers and dealers. Any person
who has been an actual bona fide
resident of the state for one year
is entitled to a resident license, all
others must procure non-resident
licenses.

A trapper's license is not re-
quired to take rabbits, prairie
dogs, skunks, coyotes, bobcats or
mountain lion, said Barker, but
those who trap for or shoot other
of fur bearers must have
a license.
