Extracts from Report of Prof. Jones 
of the U. S. Geological Survey.
The following- figures on the 

mineral production of New Mex­
ico for the year 1902 are taken 
from a report made by prof. F. 
A. Jones of the United States 
Geological survey, and are of par­
ticular interest to the people of 
this section.

Tne aggregate production of 
gold, silver, copper and lead was 
$1,489,016.

The following is the amount 
of gold, silver, copper and lead 
ore mined in New Mexico during 
1902: Grant county, 55,110 short 
tons; Socorro, 23,734 tons; Lin­
coln 23,500; Bernalilla 1,194 tons; 
Sierra 5,824 tons; San Miguel 4,- 
375 tons; Santa Fe 2,960 tons; 
Otero 1,960 tons; Luna 1,955 tons; 
Taos 1,963 tons; Colfax 1,355 
tons; Rio Arriba 750 tons; Dona 
Ana 415 tons; Mora 250 tons; Va­
lencia 10. The total of the ter­
ritory is 133,353 short tens of 
which 77,173 tons were sold or 
treated.

The gold production was $254,- 
205 from lode mines, and $130,480 
from placer mines, a total of 
$384,410. The gold from lode 
mines by counties was as follows: 
Grant $78,710; Lincoln $50,607; 
Bernalillo $44,185; Socorro $42,- 
056; Sierra $21,705; Santa Fe$6,- 
341; Colfax $3,552; Dona Ana $3,- 
400; Otero$3,200; Rio Arriba $42.

From placer mines the gold

Loving and Bannon and wife at­
tended the ball and went home 
together. Loving, who had been 
drinking freely during the even­
ing, got his rifle, a modern long 
range gun, went outside and be­
gan shooting. Quite a number 
of shots were discharged, pre­
sumably by way of celebrating. 
One of the steel-jacket bullets 
passed through the wooden walls 
of the building, where Bannon 
and his wife were conversing, 
entered the left side of his head, 
coming out on the right side 
between eye and ear in a direct 
line from the point of entry, kill­
ing him instantly.

Loving was arrested and had a 
preliminary hearing the same day 
and was placed under $300 bonds 
to appear before the grand jury.

The deceased had a ranch near 
the Tucson mountain, but moved 
to town some months ago in order 
that his children could attend 
school. He ran a small meat 
market on Fourth street, and was 
about 35 years of age. He came 
to this county from Texas.

Loving is also from Texas, but 
has lived here several years. His 
wife died about four months ago 
leaving him several young chil­
dren.

The tragedy caused a general 
shock to the community, and

Canals dug in various directions serv­
ed to store the waters and to irrigate 
the land, and at the same time were 
the avenues of commerce and trade. 
Indeed, the Babylon of the Biblical 
period was the Holland of antiquity.

Every king found his glory in the 
extension of the waterway system, 
and from the days of Hamurabi 
through many centuries the work of 
the ruler in this regard proved to be 
the greatest blessing to the country.

The whole country was practically 
pue vast garden, northward from

Babylon, between Hillel and Bagdad, 
according to the wonderful reports of 
Xenophon, Ammainus, Marcellinus 
and Zosmius, the last mentioned find­
ing as late as the fifth Christian cen­
tury vast vineyards and olive groves 
throughout the land. In the time of 
the early Arabian califs no fewer than 
360 cities and villages are mentioned 
by name along these canals. Pliny de­
clares this to have been “the most 
fruitful land in the east.”

EASY M E TH O D  OF S U IC ID E .

Holding the Breath W ill End Life in 
Short Tim e.

That it is possible to commit sui­
cide by simply holding one’s breath 
has been clearly proved by a despon­
dent Norwegian, who recently killed 
himself in this very unusual manner. 
When he determined to die he closed 
his mouth and nostrils and by mere 
force of will prevented his lungs from 
doing their proper work.

This case is the more remarkable, 
as there has long been a popular no­
tion that no human being Could by 
mere will power stop the action of 
the lungs for more than one or two 
minutes. For this reason It has at­
tracted much attention, and a French 
writer, commenting on It, says:

“To persons of good taste who are 
weary of this life this method of 
committing suicide will certainly com­
mend itself, one reason being because 
the body is not disfigured thereby, and 
another because the act can be com­
mitted in any place and at any time.

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R A T T L E S N A K E  CROP. POINTS OP INTEREST
Oil of These Venemous Reptiles Used 

to Cure Rheumatism.
George Acre came to Denver last 

week from his farm near Keene, east 
of this city, with a new sort of crop, 
which he disposed of to Harry Davies. 
It was a box of rattlesnakes, there 
being ninety-eight in the lot.

Keene is about thirty-six miles east 
of Denver on the Burlington railroad. 
Just below the town there is a prairie 
dog city that extends from about forty 
miles across the plains, and it is in this 
place that Mr. Acre gathered his 
unique crop. The dog town is unusual­
ly well supplied with prairie rattlers, 
who crawl into the unused holes and 
take up their own abode.

He makes a practice of going out 
in the morning with a deep box and a 
pitchfork. The snakes crawl from their 
holes in the mornings to sun them­
selves in the first warm rays. Mr. Acre 
comes along with his pitchfork and 
hoists them hastily into his deep box. 
On a good morning he can pick up 
from eight to ten, and sometimes 
more. So far, he has experienced no 
danger at all in the harvesting, though 
the reptiles have coated his fork with 
the venom from their fangs. Mr. 
Davies uses the snakes in making an 
oil that is declared to be death on 
rheumatism. He has now about 300 
in his collection, and intends to make 
a trip out to Keene later in the week 
to receive another consignment of 
sixty-three rattlers gathered in the 
new pitchfork manner.—Denver Re* 
publican.

W ork of Scotch Women.
The third and concluding volume of 

the census returns of Scotland gives 
some interesting information regard­
ing the employments followed by wo­
men. The population numbered in 1901 
4,472,103, of whom 2,173,755 were males 
and 2,298,348 were females. Of this 
total 1,982,812, or 44.56 per cent., fol­
lowed some occupation. There were, 
however. 1,198,618 females over ten 
years old who were returned as “ un­
occupied and non-productive,” against 
264,893 males.

In 1901 there were 7,200 female and 
6,648 male lunatics over ten years of 
age in Scotland. Their former employ­
ments included: Medical profession,
twenty-five females and twenty-six 
males: teaching, eighty-two females
and fifty-four males; art, music and 
drama, twenty females and twenty- 
four males, and domestic service, J,* 
740 females and thirty-five male3.

The Care of Bees in W in te r— Building 
a Fence Over a H ill— W hy Cold- 
cured Cheese Is a Favorite W ith  
Consumers. =_

W intering Bees.
Mr. John Fixtes, apiarist at the ex­

perimental farm at Ottawa, giving evi­
dence by the standing committee on 
agriculture on the wintering of bees, 
said:

We hqve tried very extensive ex­
periments in wintering bees in thb 
following situations: In the cellar of
a private house; in the root-house, 
where the roots are kept; in a pit, 
that is a hole dug in the ground on 
a hill side; out of doors, on their 
summer stands, and also in the house 
apiary. We found that wintering in 
the cellar is the best method in this 
section of the country, and I am safe 
in saying, it is better to winter in 
the cellar in any section of the coun­
try where the thermometer goes down 
to 10 below zero. The amount of 
honey consumed by outside wintering 
will be about one-fourth or one-half 
more than itjfcvill be by wintering 
inside; in that way it compares very 
favorably with the wintering of ani­
mals, if you winter an animal out 
around a straw stack, it takes very 
much more feed to keep up the animal 
heat. It is the same with bees.

Keep the bees at an even tempera­
ture, 45 to 46 degrees, and in a fairly 
good cellar; it is not necessary that 
the cellar should be perfectly dry. 
The best way to arrange the hives in 
the cellar is to place a block about 
three inches thick under the entrance 
to the hive so as to raise them from 
the bottom board. Most people when 
they have purchased two or three 
hives, think that they must prevent 
the bees from coming out of the hive 
during the winter and put the wire 
gauze over the entrance; the inevit­
able result is that they smother their 
bees. It is far better on the contrary 
to give them free ventilation at the 
bottom.
