Report of Proceedings of County
Commissioners. '

Proceedings of the Hon. Board of County Com-
missioners of the County of Lincoln, at a regu-
lar term thereof, held at Lincoln, N.M., on Mon
day, 4th of January, 1904.

Present: Hon. Sipio Salazar, chairman; P. L.
Krouse, member; 8. C. Wiener, member; Leslie
Ellis, probat¢ clerk; I. N. Analla, interpreter.

Minutes of last regular meeting read and
approved. Minutes of last special meeting read
and approved.

Now comes Sipio Salazar and tenders his res.
igration as chairman of the board, and moves
that P. L. Krouse be made chairman, which is
seconded by 3. (. Wiener.

Now, comes H. B. Hamilton, jr., and files peti-
tion, protesting against the establishment of
the road described as follows: Road runs through
R. A. Hunnicutt's land s sel sec 26 and nwig
of ne'4 of sec 35; thence through Wm. Hunni-
cutt’s land, se4 of nw4 sec 35; thence through
James E. Cree’s land ne4 of sed sec 34. thence
through J. R. Bond’s place. se4 of se4 of sec 34,
and nw4 of ned of sec 3, tp 108, r 13 east, and
thence to intersect with old Nogal road. which
said road was established at the October 1903
meeting of this board. Now, therefore, the

“above order creating said road is hereby re-

scinded, aud February 4, 1904, is the date set by

the board to hear petitions and protests in re-

gard to the establishment of the above named
road, and the clerk is ordered to forward to Jas.

E. Cree, et als, the following notice, to-wit :

To James E. Cree, Angus, Mexico.—In the mat-
ter of the re-opening of the old road through
the Cree pasture, and also the making of a 1
new road in section 24 tp 10 8,r 13 east, where-
in your property interests are affected.

“Yon are hereby notified to be and appear be-
fore the board of county commissioners at their
office in the town of Lincoln, county of Lincoln,
on the 4th day of February, 1904, then and there
to show cause, if any you have, why said roads
should not be opened by order of this board.

Witness the hon. board of county commission-
ers and the seal of the probate clerk, this 4th day
of January, 1904.

Now comes I. O. Wetioore and files the follow-
ing petition:

“*We, the undersigned citizens and freeholders
do hereby petition that the hon. board give us
the following described road: Leaving the Nogal
road about 200 yards above Thomas J. Kyle's
house; thence in a northeasterly direction to
nortaline of southeast quarter of ne4 and sw4 of
nwi sec 6, tp Y. range 14 east, this being the sec
tion line between land of J. P, Sanders and Steve
Ramon; following that line due east to artesian
well owned by the New Mexico Fuel company ;
thence on their land in an easterly direction to

oalora postoffice. and from there to Capitan
postoifice, this being the route now traveled by
the mail. We give the following reasons for
wishing this road established as a county road:

The New slexico Fuel company will give a
right of way for a county road over this route
without cost to the county. With-the exception
cf traveling on the section iine between the land
of J. P. Sanders and Steve Ramon, the route is
on government land, excepting land owned by
W. M. Murray and leased by I. O. Wetmore,
over which he will give the right of way without
cost to the county. This is the route that the
mail now travels and has traveled since the mail
was carried overland.

The distance is between two and three miles
shorter than the old road which is sought to be
re-opened.”

Nouw comes L. Shelly and files the following
petition:

“"The undersigned, your petitioners of preeinct
9. in the county of Lincoln, hereby petition your
hon. board for the establishment of a public
road as follows, to-wit:

Cemuencing at the town of Coalora in sec 4,
tp 9 s, r 14 east, thence southeasterly about one
mile to an intersection with the old mail road
from Fort Stanton and Capitan to Nogal, in the
Eagle Nest canon in sec 8, same township;
thence by said old mail road and on present lo-
cation through sections 8 and 7 in said township
and in townships 9and 8 sof r, 18 east to the
town of Nogal.

The only piece of new road desired is that
from Coalora about one mile to the intersection
with the old mail road in Eagle Nest canon, Pe-

And after due consideration the board did ap-
point H. F. Jones, of Capitan, to view said pro-
posed roads and make his report on same, as to
the probable cost, inconvenience, benefit, &c.,
said H. F. Jones to first make affidavit that he
will faithfully and impartially perform the said
duties as road viewer. And the said H. F. Jones
is further ordered and instructed to make his
report on or before the next term of this board,
which term will be held at Lincoln on the 4th of
February, 1904.

Road Petition from Citizens of Nogal.—Now
comes petition as follows to-wit:

“We, the undersigned, ask your hon body to
change the county public road, leading from
Nogal to Parsons, for the reason to-wit: Because
the said road traverses the tillable land of H.
Emerson, and by so changing the road the same
will be made straighter and shorter. Said H.
Emerson will do the work on the road gratis and
made it as good or better than the old highway
is at present. Leaving the road for the inspec-
tion of the road supervisor of this precinct, and
to be made a permanent change upon his appro-
val.”

—-Improved Shoe Lacing Device—
Convenient Heater That May Be
Placed Over Gas Jet.

Runner for Wheeled Vehicles.

How well the old resident remem-
bers the time when we had summer
in the summer time and winter when
it was due, which lasted until spring;
and with what pleasure he tells of the
cold weather and good sleighing for
weeks in succession! But whether it
is the destruction of the forests to
build our houses and serve other pur-
poses, or from some other cause, we
do not seem to have good winter
weather for very long at a time, and
sleighing and skating are soon de-

For Changeable Weather.
stroyed by a thaw. In Canada and
some portions of this country this is
not the case, and when a farmer or
teamster puts up his wagons and gets
out his sleighs for the first snow he
has fairly good assurance that he will
not have to change again until the
spring thaw., But in a vast area of
the country the man who drives may
find himself riding through mud in a
sleigh or slipping over a snowy road
in a carriage, and it is to meet just
such occasions as this that the in-
vention shown in the picture has been
designed. A set of sheet iron shoes
is provided, with steel runners, and
perforated at intervals for the inser-
tion of bolts. When there is a fall
of snow the driver has only to put the
shoes on the wheels and bolt them in
position, and he is ready for a sleigh
ride, with no worry over what the fu-
ture state of the weather may be.
The shoes are light enough to be
carried in the wagon when not in use,
and should prove a great convenience
to the man who has to drive every
day.

The patentees are Samwel J. and
John D. Phillips of New York city.

Improved Shoe Attachment.

It is not at all uncommon for a
shoe lace to break at an inopportune
moment, when one is in a hurry to
catch a train, or has something im-
portant to attend to, instead of at an
hour when there is plenty of time for
repairs. Thé& accident is not to be
wondered at, when it is remembered
that the lacing hook has two sharp
edges over which the string is drawn
at a sharp angle, and the movement
of the foot saws the lace ovar these

edges at every step. A simple but
effective arrangement to prevent this
wear is that shown in the picture,
flattened
rings, which are secured to the hooks
in place of the laces themselves. The
latter are inserted in the rings, which,
having no sharp edges, and present-
ing only a rounded surface in contact

with the string, wears the latter very

/
/

little, if any. It is probably no more
difficult to lace the shoe with these
rings than in the old manner, and a
decrease in the number of broken
strings is sure to follow.

New Paper and Wall Coating.

In a new German composition for
coating or impregnating pasteboard
and similar material for roofing and
other purposes similar to our tar and
felt papers a combination of resins
and fats is used. This material is also
applicable for applying directly to the
walls of buildings, and in a recipe
recently given by our consul general
at Coburg the following proportions
are recommended: Colophony, 60
parts; neutral yolk, 25, and 5 parts
each of carnauba wax, linseed oil and
magnesium oxychloride. The material
under treatment is immersed for about
ten minutes in the fused composition,
and is then passed through heated
rollers. Its value as a non-conductor
of heat and cold and its impervious-
ness to liquids render it a valuable
addition to the list of building mate-
rials.

Cleaning Agent from Filth.

Soap for sewage sludge is an ex-
treme example of by-product economy
reported in the Zeitschrift of the Aus-
trian Society of Engineers and Archi-
tects. The process, briefly stated, is
as follows:
sulphurie acid, heating to 100 degrees
Centigrade, compressing into cakes,
drying and treating with benzine,
which latter dissolves out the fatty
matters. The fats recovered by dis-

‘tilling off the benzine are of a slightly

vellow color. Thus has science not
only provided a way to dispose of
sewage, but has actually transformed
it into a cleaning agent for household
use!

The oil or gas stove which cannot

be utilized to cook a meal of victuals

while heating a room has little place

in the system of economics. Many a
lamp flame and gas jet have produced
good cups of tea, coffee or chocolate
to accompany a frugal lunch prepared
and eaten in a small room by those
too poor to afford “square” meals on
all occasions. This class of econo-
mists will probably see the merit of
the burner attachment recently de-
signed by a California inventor, and
shown in the accompanying illustra-
tion. It has a clamping arrangement
which grips the burner-tube and sup-
ports the standards depending from
the flat wire screen at the top. These
standards are adjustable by loosening
the screws in the clamping member,
and may be regulated to correspond
with the size and heat of the flame
issuing from the jet.

Carrying U. 8. Mails

The United States mails are carried

everywhere. It would be almost a
physical impossibility for a man to
hide himself in any remote corner of
the world without being discovered at
last by some insignificant agent of a
world-wide service, the machinery of
which operates quietly and with clock-
like regularity. If a bird’'s-eye view of
the different railroad and steamship
lires which carry the mails could be
taken the giant spider’'s web thus
formed would appear woven in a pat-
tern so intricate that the mind would
balk at the mere suggestion of un-
raveling it. And besides the regular
steamship and railroad threads of this
maze would appear tens of thousands
of cross-lines, representing pony
routes, dog and sled tracks, swift
courier and runner ‘“trails” and even
reindeer, whaling ship and canoe lines.
Every sort of vehicle and beast of
burden, and nearly every invention of
man for quick transportation have
been pressed into the postal service,
and it is possible for a letter to go
around the world under conditions so
strange that the mere history of its
journey would form a story of thrilling
interest.

If a man should start from New

York and travel northward to Alaska,
then down the coast to California and
take ship to Manila and follow the
lines of travel to Hongkong, to Singa-
pore, to Canton, to Tokio, to Vladivos-
tok, to St. Petersburg, to Vienna, to
L.ondon, to South Africa, and finally to
South America, touching on the way
at several Pacific and South Atlantic
islands and thence back to his starting
point, he could travel a distance sev-
eral times greater than the circumfer-
ence of the globe.

FOOT BALL LOSSES. ‘

Summary of Dead and Wounded of the
Last Campaign.

A Chicago dispatch says that nine-
teen lives were lost on the foot ball
field during wie season of 1903. One
boy was driven insane from injuries.
Thirteen players were disabled, some
of them being disabled for life. The
number of minor but painful accidents
goes into the hundreds and the list
of the severely injured is also neces-
sarily incomplete.

The feature of the year’s tabulation
is that it shows serious casualties
were practically confined to untrained
players. No member of any of the
first-class elevens was killea or perma-
nently disabled. One Yale player and
one Harvard player suffered a broken
leg. No player in any of the teams
of the ‘“Big Nine” in the West was
the victim of any hurt worse than a
wrenched shoulder, a bruised head,
a sprained knee or a turned ankle.

In consequence of the injuries sus-
tained by their players several of the
minor schools have fornidden the game
of foot ball. Two towns—Columbus
Junction, Pennsylvania, and Greenfield,
Ohio—have stopped the sport as the
result of petitions circulated by par-
ents.
