Some Notable Achievements
of the Late John Hay.

He secured the reluctant consent of Great Bri­
tain to the abrogation of the Ciayton-Bulwer treaty, 
making possible the construction of an isthmian 
canal by the United States.

He was conspicuous in the negotiations with 
Columbia, standing firm as a rock against the de­
mands of its grafting legislators, and was the first 
to appreciate the master stroke of Panama inde­
pendence.

He threw himself directly across the path of 
the European powers when they would have parti­
tioned China among themselves after the Boxer 
trouble, and forced the Empire to an open door 
policy.

His ringing note to the powers over the ont* 
rages on Roumanian Jews attracted world-wide at­
tention and resulted in great reforms, which other 
statesmen of more devious methods had long worked 
for in vain.

He negotiated treaties by which the claims of 
American citizens against foreign countries may be 
settled amicably and speedily by arbitration.

He handled more delicate questions requiring

uli dead” ultimatum; the Santo Domingo affair, and 
the developments just prior to the outbreak of the 
war in the far east.

Above all, he wiped the cobwebs from the eyes 
of European diplomacy by clean-cut, straight deal­
ing, having h o  patience what ever with laborous 
courses of the established diplomatic methods 
abroad.

Half a Century in the Service of His 
Country.

Secretary Hay lias been a con­
spicuous figure in official life in 
this country for many years. Af­
ter going through the ordinary 
collegiate life of a young Ameri­
can gentleman, he entered upon 
a political course in 1861. He 
went to Washington as assistant 
secretary to President Lincoln, 
remaining with him until L in­
coln’s death.

Secretary Hay will live in his­
tory as a great diplomat. He re­
ceived tha t  tra in ing as a result 
of a long course of study, begin­
ning as secrecary of legation in 
France, in 1865. He was succes­
sively secretary of legation to 
Austria-Hungary, secretary of 
legation to Spain and assistant

secretary of state.
President McKinley appointed 

him secretary of state in 1898.
All the world knows of his ser 

vices to his country in this posi­
tion. He has been regarded as 
the foremost diplomat in the 
western world of this decade. He 
has been President Roosevelt’s 
r igh t hand bower and adviser in 
the many delicate international 
questions that have arisen in the 
past few years.

Message to Mrs. Hay.
Immediately on receipt of the 

news of Secretary H ay’s death 
President Roosevelt indited a 
message to Mrs. Hay expressive, 
in a measure, of his profound 
sorrow at her great bereavement.

t r ib u ta r ie s ,” said Capt. P e te r  Conley 
of W inona, Minn. Mr. Colney is one 
of the  pioneer river m en of the  Mis­
siss ippi and has been connected with 
ra f t in g  on the  river for twenty-five 
years .

“Five and ten  years ago the re  were 
a t  lea s t  fifty boats plying the  upper 
r ive r  engaged only in towing ra f ts  to 
th e  mills. T h is  year th e re  will be not 
m ore than  ten. P acke t  lines afforded 
em ploym ent to some of the  old pilots, 
bu t  man> have passed aw ay and o th ­
e rs  have  gone to Alaska, while some 
a re  now piloting boats on sou thern
w aters .

“T he  t r a n s fe r  of the  lum bering  in­
d us try  from th e  no r th e rn  w a te rs  of 
th e  M ississippi to sou thern  has afford­
ed the  s team b o a t m an a chance  for 
em ploym ent fa r  from his home. Many 
accum ulated  fo rtunes while w orking 
for the  g rea t  lum berm en of the  r iver  
and  have built hom es and settled  
down to  s tead ie r  occupation. T rav e l­
ing  on the  r ive r  during th e  sum m er 
m o n th s  is a pursu it  which gives one 
a  nom adic disposition ha rd  to lose.

“ Some of the  pilots and  cap ta ins  I 
Enow have become ow ners  of tow 
lines and some of packet lines. O th­
e rs  a re  now engaged in genera l busi­
ness, bu t they  always desire  to get 
back  on th e  r ive r  and feel the  t re m ­
ble of th e  boat w hen under full 
s te a m .”— M ilwaukee F ree  Press .

JE W ELS  7,000 YEA R S OLD.

Marvels of the Goldsmith’s A rt Dis­
covered in Ruins.

R em arkab le  d iscoveries have been 
m ade in the ru ins  of the  tem ples of 
Susa, the  ancien t capita l of Persia , 
w here m arvels  of jew elry  have been 
b rough t to light, the  ea r l ie s t  exam ples 
ever known of th a t  country, says H a r­
p e r’s Bazaar.

The jew els of gold and silver which 
we now possess a re  the first of those  
coun tries  and those  ages which have  
come down to our day. In th is  they  
p resen t a g rea t  in te res t.  U n fo r tu n a te ­
ly, i t  is not possible to assign  a  p re­
cise da te  to each  of them . As the  
cy linders and the  seals  which form 
a p a r t  of the  finds belong to  all peri­
ods from the fo rtie th  or fiftieth cen­
tury, B. C., down to the  da te  of th e  
foundation, so it is with the  jewels. 
T here  a re  some of every  age T he 
rings of filigree work and the  scep te r  
w ith  the  lion’s head  seem  to be m ore 
recen t than  the  s ta tu e tte s  of gold and 
silver, which have a frankly  archaic  
appearance, bu t  one canno t be sure  of 
th is appreciation . H ave we no t been 
su rp rised  a t  finding rings which, if 
the ir  origin had no t been certa in , 
would be a t tr ibu ted  by the  m ost acu te  
connoisseurs to the  Greek or E tru scan  
epochs?

Before the  d iscoveries a t  D ashur 
we knew noth ing  of E gp tian  jew*elry. 
T he  opening of the  tom bs of the  
princes of the  tw elfth  dynasty  was a 
revelation. It is the  sam e now as r e ­
gards  E lam ; bu t while in the  case of 
D ashur we w ere dealing writh ob jec ts  
of a sce rta ined  age, h e re  we can only 
fix a m inim um  lim it to the  an tiqu ity  
and th is  lim it is the  tw elfth  cen tury , 
B. C.

W hereupon  a sa in t or an incarnation  
of Buddha him self goes to the  rescue, 
sp rays  flour on the enemy, m akes 
m ystic  signs and u t te rs  incantations.

I t  m ay  be of in te re s t  to  call a t te n ­
tion  to  the  fac t  th a t  in  engineering , as 
in  o th e r  d ep a r tm en ts  of w ork and ac­
tiv ity , th e  th ings  which a re  considered  
of the  g re a te s t  m agn itude  and  im por­
tance  a re  by no  m eans those  of the  
la rg e s t  cost and difficulty. Thus, the  
Sim plon tunnel, im p o rtan t  as i t  is in 
connection  with the  opening of new 
rou tes  from Italy to  the  N orth  sea, is 
e s t im ated  to cost abou t $15,000,000, or 
less th an  one-third of th e  cost of the  
New York Rapid T ra n s i t  subway. 
T he m axim um  es tim ated  cost of the  
P a n a m a  canal, cu t to the  sea  level, is 
$230,500,000, while th e  e s t im a te s  for 
the  new subw ays in New York city 
alone, no t including th a t  a lready  com­
pleted, am oun t to $250,000,000.

I t  has been es t im ated  th a t  the  
w orks now projected and partia lly  un ­
de r  way in and about New York a t  the 
p resen t  tim e will involve the  expendi­
tu re  of nearly  $450,000,000. T hese  
w orks include the  P en n sy lv an ia  ra il­
road tunnels  and term ina l,  $50,000,000; 
the  electrification of th e  New York 
C en tra l  lines en te r ing  New York, w ith 
th e  reconstruction  of the  G rand Cen­
tra l  sta tion , $45,000,000; new subw ays 
in G rea te r  New York, $250,000,000; 
M anhattan , B lackw ell’s Island  and 
o th e r  bridges, $36,500,000; ex tension  
of the  New York w a te r  supply, $60,- 
000,000; im provem ent of the  h a rb o r  
and the  dredging of the  Am brose ch an ­
nel, $4,000,000. S im ilar g rea t  expendi­
tu res  a re  planned abou t Chicago. It 
has been announced th a t  ex tensive  
ra ilroad  im provem ents and connec­
tions about Chicago to fac ili ta te  th e  
handling  of the  rapidly  increas ing  t r a f ­
fic will involve the  expend itu re  of 
abou t $200,000,000; while the  fre igh t 
subw ay which has been so successfully  
and  unobtrusively  built under th e  Chi­
cago s tree ts , is to be en larged  and ex­
tended, it is reported , a t  a cost of $50,- 
000.000 to $100,000,000.
