Da wson, Colfax County, New 
Mexico, O ctober— 1905.

A contract has just been let 
here for the unloading of 5,000,- 
000 brick. Think of five million 
brick in one huge wall! When a 
builder intends to build a brick 
house, after deciding upon the 
dimension and makes out his or­
der for brick; he will want from

10,000 to 40,000 brick, if for a 
very large building he should use 
50 thousand brick; he could build 
twenty such buildings with one 
million. So it will readily be 
seen that an order for 5,000,000 
brick would build one hundred 
very large brick houses, but this 
is not what these brick are for, 
Two million are fire brick and 
will be used for inside walls for 
the new coke plant. Over three 
hundred men and eighty or 90 
teams are at work on this huge 
coke plant. This plant will be 
constructed on a modern plan, 
thus the smoke will be condensed 
and the gas instead of being al­
lowed to escape will be kept un­
der confinement and utilized to 
produce power instead of coal. 
The old mining town of Coalora 
in the Capitan district will be 
moved up here and rebuilt some 
three miles from the town of 
Dawson at a new coal field now 
being opened. Verily the cap­
tains of industry doth make the 
rude wilderness to bloom like the 
rose;for only three years ago 
this entire region was nothing 
more than a wilderness; what 
will three years more do.

Reports have just reached us
that the St. L. R. M. and Pac. 
have started on the east end of 
their line from Des Moine, New 
Mexico, on the Colorado South­
ern penetrating this vast field of 
coal near Raton and keeping 
close to the foot hills (where the 
coal is deposited) and crossing 
the Dawson branch of the E. P. 
& N. E. five miles south of 
Dawson, then moving west and 
north west to Salt Lake City, 
Utah. This will open a coa 
and coke trade from Texas to 
Utah, and the great west. When

W hy Production Here is Larger Per 
Capita Than Aboard.

It is not difficult to understand the 
manufacturing supremacy of the Unit­
ed States when one compares our doal 
production statistics with those of for­
eign countries, says the Boston Tran­
script. The country having a cheap 
supply of fuel for steam purposes will 
lead in manufacturing. There are 
employed in the coal mines of Great 
Britain nearly 900,000 men, and they 
produced last year a coal product val­
ued at $100,000,000 more than that of 
this country. Yet with less than 525,- 
000 coal miners in the United States 
we produced 50,000,000 tons more of 
coal than did Great Britain. With us 
there is an average production per 
miner of a little less than 1,000 tons 
of coal per annum. Great Britain 
produces 287 tons per capita, Germany 
242 tons, France 198 tons, and Bel­
gium 166 tons.

These figures show the immense 
superiority of the American coal min­
er, yet mine owners testify that it is 
due to methods rather than men, as 
the British miners who come here 
make our best workmen. The differ­
ence is that Great Britain largely 
clings to the antiquated method of 
pick mining, while here steam has 
taken the place of muscle and powder 
has been substituted for picks. In 
the thicker coal seams there is no 
longer any pick work and the physical 
exercise of drilling is no longer neces­
sary.

Yet there is another side to the 
matter. The mortality from accidents 
in the Illinois coal mines last year 
was 2.87 per 1,000 men employed, 
which is one and one-half times the 
percentage of fatal accidents in Brit­
ish mines. It is evident that some 
means should be taken to reduce the 
death rate and it has been suggested 
that blasts should not be made while 
the miners are still at work, but 
should be set off after hours by men 
chosen for this dangerous occupation.

F O R E S T  A D D I T I O N .
Lincoln Forest Reserve Incieased 

by thè Addition of almost 
200,000 Acreas.

BARREN AREAS ELIMINATED.
Forest Supervisor Clement 

Hightower has received from the 
Department the following order:

•‘On October 3rd the President 
signed a proclamation creating 
an addition to the Lincoln Forest 
Reserve, a copy of which togeth­
er with maps and a report by an 
agent of the Forest Service will 
be sent to you as soon as they 
can be prepared. You will at 
once assume temporary charge 
of this addition, retaining your 
headquarters at Capitan, acquaint 
yourself with its people and 
general conditions, aud as soon 
as possible m-'.ke a detailed re­
port on all matters of import- 
auce. As soon as practicable 
you will proceed to mark the 
boundaries of this new area .add­
ed to your reserve.”

The exact amount of land 
added is 194,880 acres, but the 
reserve is decreased at the same 
time by the elimination of 154,- 
700 acres, consisting of the tree­
less tracts west of the White 
Mountain slope, and also a 
large area north of thè Capitans 
and the Tisons, which, after de­
ducting the eliminated area re­
duces the actual increase to only 

, 39,820 acres.
As a result of the elimination 

on the western boundary a small 
tract in the extreme southwest­
ern corner of the reserve is now 
detached from'the main body of 
the reserved lahds. It, however, 
still constitutes a part of the re­
serve.

The additions consist of 
tract of 40,580 acres, embracing 
the eastern end of the Capitan 
mountains and a larger tract 
containing 154,300' acres, lying 
directly north of the Mescalero 
Apache Indian Reservation and

Sierra Blanca and* Capital» 
mountains is to protect the forest 
cover at the sources of the princi­
pal feeders of the Hondo River, 
rising in this region. The suc­
cess of the Hondo reservoir pro­
ject, which is now in progress 
under the reclamation service, 
and which is of importance to 
the Peco£ Valley, depends upon 
the conservation of these head­
waters. Regulation of theit 
flow is also essential to prevent 
silting, which constitutes a most 
serious obstacle in Connection 
with the storage waters in that 
region.

Forest Supervisors’ Examination.
A civil service examination 

will be held at Santa Fe, on the 
25th of this month for forest 
supervisors, to supply the in­
creasing demand for supervisors 
in the reserves now in operation 
and those that have recently 
been created.

Applicants desiring to take the 
examination may make applica­
tion to Clement Hightower, 
supervisor of the forest reserve. 

At least two from Lincolnt
county will take the examina­
tion, and possibly there will be 
more.

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Q U EER  CRADLES.

W hat Children Are Rocked In— Just 
as Happy.

When a baby is born in Guinea all 
sorts of funny things happen to it. Its 
mother buries it in the sand up to its 
waist, so it cannot get into bad mis­
chief, and this is the only cradle it 
knows anything about.

The little Lapp infant is cradled in 
a shoe—his mother’s. This is a big 
affair covered with skin and stuffed 
with soft moss. This can be hung on 
a tree or covered up with snow while 
mamma goes to church or any place 
where babies are not invited.

The baby of India rides in a basket 
which hangs from its mother’s head 
or from her hip, or in a hammock. In 
some parts the baby’s nose is adorned 
with a nose ring, and in others its 
face is wrapped in a veil like its 
mother.

The Chinese baby is tied to the back 
of an older child.

The Mongolian infants travel about 
in bags slung on a camel’s back.

In some countries the mothers lay 
their babies where a stream of water 
falls on their heads. This is to make 
them tough, which it does unless the 
babies die as a result of this treat­
ment. Another mother covers her 
baby’s head with paste, while the Tar­
tar baby is covered with butter. The 
Turkish baby is salted—perhaps to 
keep it sweet—while the worst fate 
of all falls to the lot of the newly born 
children in Bulgaria. Their mothers 
put a hot omelette on the little ones’ 
heads to make them solid and protect 
them from sunstroke. The Bulgarian 
baby doesn’t like it any better than 
you would.

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H A R D W O O D  DISAPPEARS.

Problem of the Supply Tw enty Years  
Hence a Serious One.

“ Where the American people will 
draw their supply of hardwood from in 
1923 or 1950 is a perplexing question,” 
said William J. Tisdale of Bay City, to 
the Milwaukee Free Press. “ Walnut 
has practically disappeared from the 
face of the earth, commercially speak­
ing, and oak, ash and cherry will go 
the same way in another quarter or 
half a century. They are fast being 
cut down and nothing is done to renew 
the supply. The day is not far distant 
when the world will look to the vast 
forests of Siberia, South America and 
Africa for hardwood, and even this ap­
parently limitless supply must some 
day be exhausted. There is a big 
quantity there yet, as the manufactur­
ing in those regions is quite limited, 
but when the sawmills of America get 
to work on them they can’t survive 
long. There are many mills in Michi­
gan and in other states that use up fifty 
acres of lumber in one day and get 
away with twenty-five square miles of 
it in a year. That is fast work, and the 
forests of this planet are limited. It is 
estimated that in a few years, say four 
or five, the supply of oak, ash, cherry 
and mahogany will be as completely 
exhausted as is that of walnut at the 
present time. Unsettled countries 
must Ihen contribute their hardwood 
freely to the furniture factories of 
America, and oak or ash kitchen cabi­
nets will be unknown in the homes of 
people of moderate means.”

Interesting Curiosity Is Nelson’s Fa­
mous Ship Victory.

There are few more interesting cu­
riosities in the world than the model 
of Nelson’s famous ship, the Victory, 
which was made by French prisoners 
of war at Portsmouth more than a 
century ago. This model is owned by 
a resident' of Bedford, England. The 
story in connection with it is that 
when a number of French prisoners 
were confined in one of the prisons 
at Portsmouth they occupied them­
selves in building this model. The 
material used in its construction was 
taken from the bones of the meat sup­
plied to the prisoners, and the time 
occupied in the work was five years. 
The model is three feet eight inches 
in length and has 100 workable guns.

Her masts, yards and booms are in 
mammoth ivory, while the eyes of her 
rigging and strapping of all blocks 
are scored, the dead-eyes and blocks 
numbering about 1,000. She is 
equipped with six boats, viz., the ad­
miral’s galley, aft; the big launch, 
starboard barge, port pinnance and 
first and second cutter, port and star­
board, accompanied with four anchors, 
two sheet and two bow, as in Nel­
son’s day. In fact, this model is a 
faithful reproduction of the famous 
Victory at the time of Nelson’s suc­
cess. A brass tablet indicates the 
spot where Nelson fell, and the steps, 
too, are there down which the fallen, 
hero was carried. To-day the model 
is in a state of perfect preservation 
and is kept in a glass case. The own­
er informs the writer that the model 
is valued at 1,000 pounds sterling.— 
New York Herald.

I'. Sounded Just That Way.
During a recent examination in 

American history in one of Hartford’s 
schools the question was put: “ What
was the Mayflower compact?” This 
is the thoroughly logical reply of one 
good little American: “ The May­
flower and the Speedwell started to­
gether from England, and the Speed­
well went to peaces, and sunk, and 
they put all the people into the May­
flower. and so the Mayflower come 
packed.”

New Material for Paper.
Samples of the papaya, or Mexican 

pawpaw', have been sent to American 
paper makers to be tested for its 
adaptability for the manufacture of 
high grades of paper. To judge from 
its appearance, it seems probable 
that no decorticating machinery would 
be required in its treatment, as the 
fibrous material is devoid of w'oody 
elements to all appearances.

Size of Indian Territory.
The Indian Territory is nearly as 

big as Indiana. It has 20,000,000 acres 
of arable land, 3,000,000 acres of good 
timber, 2,000,000 acres under which 
there is oil and gas, and 800,000 acres 
of coal. It has not much less than 
1,000,000 people by this time, large 
and growing towns, well-tilled farms 
and a good railroad system for haul­
ing their produce.—St. Louis Repub­
lic.
