A veritable “old m aids’ paradise’’ is 
located in Scituate. T hat ancient 
South Shore town bears the distinction 
of possessing a fund of which the pro­
ceeds are devoted to the care of de­
pendent maiden women.

So far as the Scituate Selectmen 
know there is not a life fund under 
the supervision of a town anywhere in 
the state. More than a quarter of a 
century ago Miss Eliza Jenkins decid­
ed tha t women approaching the sere 
and yellow leaf of life, who had, like 
herself, remained single from choice 
or otherwise, should be provided for 
when they became dependent wholly 
upon themselves. The idea of an old 
folks’ home in Scituate was at that 
time entirely out of the question. Miss 
Jenkins straightway did the next best 
thing and left a fund of $3.000, the 
interest of which is yearly distributed 
among the worthy maidens of the 
town.

The Jenkins fund has always been 
in charge of the Selectmen. In the last 
few years they have placed about $20

each in the hands of half a dozen per- 
sons. This odd fund has benefited per­
sons in Scituate for so many years tha t 
the townspeople have come to regard 
it as a very common institution; it is 
available only for native born women, 
and this is about the only restriction 
its donor made.

Many a person has been helped in 
the last twenty-five years to pay off a 
mortgage, buy fuel for the winter 
months or purchase seeds for the 
spring planting through this fund. The 
Selectmen know pretty  nearly every 
one in the town, and it is comparative­
ly easy for them to discriminate be­
tween the worthy and unworthy.

Soon after Miss Jenkins thoughtfully 
provided for the “old maids,” another 
maiden woman, Miss Lucy Thomas, 

j originated the idea of a sim ilar fund 
j for widows. She left $1,000, also un- 
| der the case of the Selectmen, for 
j native born widows. Interest has been 
i drawn from this fund nearly as many 
! years as from the Jenkins fund.—Bos­

ton Globe.

His skill in eluding his enemies, es­
pecially human, is remarkable, and 
this is one of the most aggravating 
things about him.

LATIN AM ERICA ESSAYS.

Prizes Offered by American Minister 
to Columbia.

Appreciating that few Americans 
have anything like as much knowledge 
as they should possess concerning 
South America and Central America, 
Mr. John Barrett, American minister 
to Columbia, has offered three prizes 
through President Butler of Columbia 
University for the best papers or es­
says on the relations of the United 
States to the Latin American Repub­
lics, to be competed for by students of 
American colleges.

The subjects are divided into classes, 
the first of which bears on the rela­
tions of the United States to the Latin 
American republics, while the second 
pertains more directly to the historical 
and political development of Latin 
America without regard to the United 
States.

The following is a statement, of the 
two classes of subjects upon which es­
says are invited:

Class 1, Political and Economic— 
(1) The Monroe doctrine and its in­
fluence on the political and economic 
development of Latin America. (2) 
The influence of the Panama canal on 
the commercial and political develop­
ment of Latin America. (3) Present 
conditions and future posibilities of 
the trade of the United States with 
South America. (4) The present ma­
terial and economic progress of South 
America. (5) The practicability and 
utility of the proposed Pan-American 
railway.

Class 2, Historical— (1) The influ­
ence and conditions tha t worked for 
the independence and establishm ent of 
the South American republics. (2) 
The influences and conditions tha t 
worked for the independence and es­
tablishm ent of the Central American 
republics and Mexico. (3) The char­
acter and achievements of Bolivar as 
shown in the struggle for the inde­
pendence of northern South America. 
(4) The character and achievements 
of San Martin as shown in the strug­
gle for the independence of southern 
South America. (5) The conditions 
surrounding and circumstances influ­
encing the overthrow of the empire 
and establishm ent of the republic in 
Brazil.

A Statement.
"i'he fact that the editor of the 

N ews was called upon to preside 
at the mass meeting- of the tax­
payers, an honor tha t  he by no 
means coveted; and the further 
fact tha t  this paper is the offi:ial 
paper of the county, and to a 
certain extent a beneliciary ofj 
the board, though giving value 
received, led some to believe this 
was a time to get even; and the 
ball was set in motion last Sat­
urday during the absence of the 
editor.

In reply to matters tiled, we 
will say: The board of county
commissioners, at their regular 
meeting in January, 1903, award­
ed the printing contract to the 
White Oaks Eagle for a term of 
four years, the bid tiled by the 
Eagle being the only one before 
the board; the Capitan Pro­
gress, which afterwards became 
the Capitan N ew s , was owned by 
the same parties as were then 
conducting the Eagle.

The PJagle discontinued pub­
lication about August 1, 1903, 
and a reference to the minutes of 
the July, 1903, meeting of the 
board will show tha t  the contract 
was transferred from the Eagle 
to the Capitan N ews on the same 
terms and for the same period as 
that formerly given the Eagle .

It is obvious, then, tha t  hav­
ing the printing until January, 
1907, it would be superfluous for 
this paper to again submit a bid 
for something it already possess­
ed; and naturally, it stood on its 
original contract with the board; 
and notwithstanding the writer 
who complained at last Satur­
day’s meeting of unfair trea t­
ment, etc., did submit a bid, the 
contents of which we do not know 
to this day, the N ews filed none, 
and has continued to do printing 
for the county at rates contracted 
for before its competitor was 
born.

This  explanation is made for 
the benefit of the taxpayers as­
sociation who are entitled to it, 
and for the purpose of clearing 
up a proposition tha t  is ancient 
history to a great many of them, 
though, apparently, not under­
stood by all.

These are the facts, tha t  may 
be verified by the record; and it

is also a fact that our competitor  
submitted his bid for the print­
ing T w o  Y ears  A fter it had

\

been awarded to the N e w s  and 
Two Y eaks Before the contract 
was to expire.

The governor is having trou- j 
ble with his official family, and | 
is trying to clear the whole roost; 
for the purpose, it seems, to put j 
non-residents in office. The  peo-1 
p!e of New Mexico have become i 
accustomed to seeing the federal j 
positions largely filled by out­
siders, but this is carrying the 
idea to the stretching point when 
territorial positions must be giv­
en, al,so, to non-residents. There  
certainly are plenty of good men, 
residents and taxpayers of the 
territory, to fill these positions, 
and the failure of the governor to 
recognize this fact plainly indi­
cates his opinion of New Mexi­
cans generally and of his party 
particularly.

The  railroads, through their 
several attorneys in the United 
States senate, are putt ing  up a 
strong fight for a court review 
in the rate bill. I t  seems quite 
likely that they will win out, 
despite the earnest efforts of the 
president and the supporters of 
the measure. The court review 
clause, it is hardly necessary to 
state, is for the purpose of nulli­
fying the original intention of 
the bill.

Peace again reigns in the 
Philippines, but no prophet is 
bold enough to say it is lasting. 
The Spaniards might give some 
advice on the question, in view 
of the fact tha t  they tried for 
400 years to assimilate the in­
habitants  of the archipelago.

So, whenever the foe insect be­
comes very numerous in an orchard, 
it does not do harm to the orchard, but 
only to the particular pest of the or­
chard which it antagonizes. It may 
never entirely destroy the pest, but it 
reduces It below the danger line, and 
keeps it there—the inevitable balance 
of nature. If the pest were wholly de­
stroyed, its force also would disappear. 
—From W. S. Harwood’s “Saving Cal­
ifornia’s Fruit Crops” in the February 
Century.

If the earth were canvassed, 
Paris would probably be found to 
come next, with London third; but in 
the la tte r twro cities, as in Vienna, 
Berlin and St. Petersburg, most of 
the money is spent in what is known 
as the “season.” In New York the j 
“season” is practically the year 
around. Never in New York does the 
round of gayety cease, although at ; 
times it may appear just a trifle re- i 
laxed.

Twenty-five thousands restaurants : 
feed New York. Of course, many of 
these, indeed, thousands of them, are 
not open at night; but the ones that 
do remain open manage to make it 
pay. If you were to strike an average,

it would be found, according to a 
standard authority, that twenty res­
taurants, including the St. Regis, the 
Astor, the Waldorf-Astoria, the Hol­
land, Delmonico’s and the Imperial, 
around the theater center of New 
York, realize on ail average of $5,000 
apiece an ordinary night from persons 
who have been to the theater.

It is by nor means out of the ordi­
nary for a party of twenty-five to 
spend $1,000 for music and flowers 
and supper. The supper is mentioned 
last because it really costs the least. 
The food rarely costs more than $4 
a cover; the wines from $3.75 to $10 
more: while the charge for flowers is 
frequently from $15 to $25 for each 
member of the party.
