Streams Stocked by Denver &  Rio 
Grande Railroad.

Fishing is going to be unusually 
good along the lines of the Denver & 
Rio Grande railroad in the next two or 
three years. It is good every summer, 
because for some years past the 
streams have been systematically 
stocked all over the state, but it is 
hound to be better. More was done in 
that direction in 1905 than ever be­
fore. Maj. S. K. Hooper has been hav­
ing some figures made showing the 
number of fish put out. In the year 
1904 the road transported and helped 
place 6,326,000 young trout in the 
streams. Of these 3,930,000 came from 
the state hatchery.

Last year the Denver & Rio Grande 
distributed 7,669,000 young fish in Col­
orado and Utah. Of these 2,967,000 

fpnp Ifif hatcheries and 4,-
702,000 came from the government 
hatchery at Leadville. The fish are 
put in when about two inches long and 
big enough to care for themselves. 
They were about equally divided as 
between native, brook and rainbow 
trout. The distribution in the streams 
■was as foltows:

The Awakening of China.

M IL L IO N S  OF T R O U T

Streams Stocked by Denver &  Rio 
Grande Railroad.

Fishing is going to be unusually 
good along the lines of the Denver & 
Rio Grande railroad in the next two or 
three years. It is good every summer, 
because for some years past the 
streams have been systematically 
stocked all over the state, but it is 
bound to be better. More was done in 
that direction in 1905 than ever be­
fore. Maj. S. K. Hooper has been hav­
ing some figures made showing the 
number of fish put out. In the year 
1904 the road transported and helped 
place G,326,000 young trout in the 
streams. Of these 3,930,000 came from 
the state hatchery.

Last year the Denver & Rio Grande 
distributed 7.669,000 young fish in Col­
orado and Utah. Of these 2,907,000 
came from the state hatcheries and 4,- 
702,000 came from the government 
hatchery at Leadville. The fish are 
put in when about two inches long and 
big enough to care for themselves. 
They were about equally divided as 
between native, brook and rainbow 
trout. The distribution in the streams 
was as follows:

amendment, which grants each 
territory the right to accept or 
reject a constitution, separately, 
will be the outcome of the light.

The bill will provide for the 
election of a full set of officials at 
the time the constitution is sub­
mitted, and the number of these 
offices are almost one thousand 
for the proposed new state. In 
other words, there will be at 
least two thousand candidates, 
not counting the independent 
candidates, who will swell the 
number; for both parties will 
name a full ticket in each count}7.
It is natural that everyone of 
these candidates will urge his 
own election, and his friends will 
aid him, and in this way the 
constitution is very likely to be 
adopted.

A man who presents himself a 
candidate for office tacitlv admits 
his willingness to serve the state 
under the constitution, and 
though he might have been op­
posed to joint statehood, his con- 
didacy, in reality, makes him an
advocate of the measure. It can«
readily be seen, there, how prom­
ising are the chances for each 
territory to give a majority vote 
for the constitution. It becomes 
a matter of seltish intetest to 
every candidate to work for 
.statehood, and though,f ill some 
places, it may be done openly,
