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Charged with Assault.

A. E. Cook, watchman for the
railroad company, was arrested
Wednesday and brought before
Justice Scoggin on the charge of
assault with a deadly weapon,
Preciliano Moreno being the upon
whom the assault was alleged to!
have been made. Some irregul-
arities, however, in the complaint!
caused the case to be thrown out
of court; but yesterday a new
complaint was sworn out and the
defendant arraigned, whereupon
he waived examination and was
bound over to await the action of
the grand jury in the sum of $200. |
The bond, we understand, was
readily made.

No evidence, of course, was
submitted, and as to the difficulty
we can only give what is pur-
ported to be the facts. It seems
that the complaining witness,
Preciliano Moreno was in the de-
pot creating a disturbance, and
that Couk was called upon to put
him out. This Cook did, but not
without a struggle with Moreno,
in which it is said Moreuo lam-
basted Cook over the head with a
handbag. Cook, in turn, pulled
his six-shooter and was attempt-
ing to strike Moreno. Constable
Adams interfered at this time,
and in the melee Cook’s pistol
was discharged, the bullet pass-
ing through Constable Adam'’s
trousers, burning the skin of his
right leg near the hip. The shot,
avowedly, was accidental, and
the witnesses to the near-tragedy
bear out the statement. Never-
theless. an innocent person came
very near suffering serious injury,
as ‘‘every bullet has its billet.”
Therefore, with this affair fresh
in our minds, and remembering
how near it approached a tragedy,
we can easily see how much bet-
ter it would have been for the
watchman to have used more dis-
cretion, and if unable to handle
his man to have called for assist-
ance; or, if drastic measures
became necessary—and we do not
say whether they were or were
not—to have used a club, a coup-
ling pin or a billy, than to have
endangered the lives of others in
an endeavor to enforce order with
a gun. It was an unfortunate
affair, but happening as it did
had a fortunate ending.

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MATTER OF CLOTHES.

Dress has a great deal to do with
the spirit and sentiment of a person,
and he wants his dress to cultivate
the right spirit.

According to an announcement given
out about this time last year there
were at the beginning of September
of 1908, upon various sidetracks, 170,-
652 idle cars. This was a great de-
crease from the number that were out
of commission at the beginning of last
year.

502 cars are now idle. It is surprising
that even this number are out of use,
considering the fact that practically
all of the big railway systems, and
many of the smaller ones, have been
placing big rolling stock equipment
orders during the past few months.
The unmistakable inference to be
drawn is that the railroads are al-
ready in pressing need of more freight
cars of all descriptions.

The bureau of zoology of the state
department of agriculture has recent-
ly issued an admirable and novel bul-
letln on the subject of plant pest treat-
ment.

Bloomington Justice 40 Years Aid
of Cupid.

'Squire William B. Hendryx Claims
the Record for Number of Coup-
les Married—Is Enemy of
Divorce Court.

Bloomington, Ill.—Bloomington is
becoming world famous as a Gretna
Green, due to the popularity of its
clergymen and justices of the peace
in tying matrimonial knots. The
great magnet for those seeking the
altar of love, however, is the marriage
parlor of Justice William B. Hendryx,
a veritable Cupid’s bower, where
blushing brides and gallant grooms
from all over the United States come
to plight their vows.

Justice Hendryx now holds the
world’s record, having married 5,000
couples, far more, it is said, than any
other, be he bishop or judge, parson
or justice. He is now marrying the
grandchildren of couples whom he
united in wedlock 40 years ago and
will shortly attend a reunion in Chi-
cago of a family where he performed
the ceremony for each member.

Thirty-six years ago he married
Chester W. Archer and Mary J. Wil-
liamson, now residents of Chicago,
their home being near Lincoln park.
Four children were born to this
couple, two sons and two daughters.
All are married, and the ceremony in
each case was performed by Justice
Hendryx.

The family concluded that a reunion
without Judge Hendryx would be like
the play of Hamlet with the title role
missing. He will accordingly preside
over the event and several other Chi-
cagoans who were married by the
same ’'squire have been invited to at-
tend.

Justice Hendryx’'s “marriage par-
lors” are in a class by themselves.
Tourists are always advised to visit
these parlors, whether matrimonially
inclined or otherwise.

Mottos calculated to promote matri-
mony, such as “Perfect Union,”
“Wedded for Life,” “Cupid’'s Head-
quarters,” etc., adorn the walls.

A monster mirror, ten feet square,
which cost the justice $500, covers
one wall, allowing couples to have a
full-length view of themselves while
the binding words are being uttered.
Fresh flowers are provided every day
and are placed in cut-glass vases, to
be presented to the brides.

When the ceremony is ended—and
this, too, is in a class by itself, as all
who have been married by him will
gladly testify—these is a wedding cer-
tificate, original with the justice, that
brides pronounce a dream. Cupids
and hearts predominate in the decora-
tion of the certificate, and there is a
guarantee with each, that the knot is
indissoluble.

'Squire Hendryx says that he is the
greatest enemy of the divorce court in
existence. His couples, he asserts, al-
ways live happily together. He as-
scribes this to a peculiar hypnotic
spell which he says he throws around
the couple while the binding words
are being uttered.

Hendryx enlisted in the union army
as a boy and fought gallantly for five
years. After the war he became
deputy sheriff.
was elected justice of the peace and
has been re-elected every four years
since,

It is not uncommon for him to
marry five couples in a single day.

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VACCINATION.

The question of compulsory
vaccination is causing considera-
ble comment and confusion in
all parts of the territory, and
the provisions of the law are,
perhaps, as much opposed in Lin-
coln county as any county in the
territory. This opposition comes
from*three classes of individuals.
The first class deny the efficacy
of vaccination, and declare that
the results from vaccination are
about as serious as smallpox it-
self. The second class denounce
it as an abridgement of personal
liberty—an interference of the
state with domestic affairs. The
third and largest class is com-
posed of those who do not under-

stand vaccination and care Jittle
about it.
Law is law, notwithstanding

these objections, and the respon-
sibility of enforcing the vaccina-
tion law is thrown on the county
superintendent of schools, the
boards of directors and the school
teachers. If the law is bad, ask
for its repeal; but while it is law
assist the authorities in its en-
forcement, and if coercive meas-
ures are necessary to force some
to do what the vast majority do
willingly the blame, naturally,
must fall on those who provoke
such measures.

But is it a bad law? Many of
the leading nations of the world
and a number of the progressive |
states of our union have compul-
sory vaccination laws, from which
the New Mexico law is drawn.
Medical science has determined
that vaccination has prevented
the death of thousands from
smallpox. Is not the research of
centuries by that profession worth
considering? When you are sick
you call on a physician, just as
when you are in litigation you
call on a disciple of Blackstone to
bring you relief., If the knowl-
edge of a physician is necessary
and useful to combat disease why!
may not his services be equally
useful and beneficial to the hu-
man family when called upon to
prevent disease? He has made
as serious a study of prevention
as he has of cure, and if fitted to
act in one capacity certainly he
must be in the other.

But let the medical fraternity
speak for itself. We quote below
froma paper prepared by Dr.
W. T. Joyner, of Roswell, and]
read before the New Mexico Kd-
ucational Association, which met
in that city the latter part of
December.

Prior to the discovery of vaccina-
tion by Jenner towards the close
of the 18th century smallpox was
one of the principal scourges of
the world. It killed on an aver-
age nearty half a million of peo-
ple every year in Kurope alone
and about once in three yéars was |
more than ordinerily severe. More
than half the cases of blindness
throughout Kurope was attrib-
uted to this disease and about a
third of the population showed
in their faces evidence of having
had it. . . The discov-
ery that the innoculation from
the small pox postule was more
certain and quick in its result led
to the widespread practice of in-
noculation. This was begun in
England in 1721 and for half a

century was employéd very ex-

tensively and even after the dis-
covery of vaccination was prac-
ticed to a certain extent until
1840 when it was prohibited by
law. The practice of vaccina-
tion is due to the work of Jenner,
who on May 14, 1796, performed
his first successful operation.
The practice was adopted in
America, France, Germany, in
fact the entire civilized world and
everywhere proved to be of the
greatest benefit, The practice
was introduced into this country
by Dr. Benj. Waterhous, profes-
sor of Harvard University, who,
on July 8th., 1800, vaccinated his
seven children with six positive
results, About the same time it
was introduced in Philadelphia
by John Redman Coxe, who vac-
cinated his eldest child and then
exposed him to small-pox with-
out result. In 1806 Thomas Jef-
ferson, who was the first to in-
troduce the practice in the south,
wrote to Jenner, “You have
erased from the calender of hu-
man afflictions one of its greatest.

During the Franco-Prussian war
there were among the million
well vaccinated German troops,
but 459 deaths from small-pox,
while in the smaller, imperfectly
vaccinated French army, there
were no less than 23,400.

Parents are prone to ascribe to
vaccination ever disturbance that
a child may suffer, particularly if
there be any cutaneous eruption.
Sometimes a rash may occur to
spread from the vaccinated arm
to other parts of the body. Some-
times erysipelas and other infec-
tions occur at the potut of vacci-
nation but these are no more
likely to occur as a result of vac-
cination than of any other inter-
ference with the integrity of the
skin. Persons of dirty habits and
living in unclean surroundings
are more likely to suffer from ul-
ceration of the vesicle and from
other local disturbances not due

to the influence of the virus

Singapore.—The mail steamer La
Seye, of the Messagries martitime ser-
vice, running between Java and Singa-
pore, and on her way to this port,
crashed into the Onda, of the British-
India Line, and sank within two min-
utes.

Seven European passengers, includ-
ing Baron and Baroness Beniczky, the
Captain of La Seye, five European of-
ficials and eighty-eight others, com-
prising native passengers and mem-
bers of the crew, were drowned.

The rescue of sixty-one persons,
practically from the jaws of show.s
of sharks, formed a thrilling incident
of the wreck.

The accident occurred about 4
o'clock in the morning in a thick
mist.

There was no time
for panic nor for any attempt on the
part of the officers of the foundering
steamer to put out the boats.

ARRANGING A LETTER RACK
