A Little ‘Dope’ on the adapt­

ability of certain things 
to local conditions

COUNTY’S POSSIBILE FUTURE

Up to a few years ago it was the 
general belief that, aside from the 
lands subject to irrigation and the 
limited area on the high mesas 
where the rainfall is great, Lincoln 
county’s vast area was onl}' fit for 
grazing. But irrigated lands were 
scarce and a few hardy farmers, see­
ing the success of the so called “ dry 
farming” method in other sections 
of the Southwest, tried it on the 
plains snd mesas, always before 
considered the exclusive domain of 
the stock-grower. The results were 
surprising. Not only did the more 
hardy feed crops, which flourish in 
this region, produce abundantly, 
but fine returns were had from corn, 
oats, barley and rye. The older re­
sidents were atonished, shook their 
heads and continued to predict fail­
ure. But there was no such hesita­
tion on the part of the newcomers 
who about this time began to invade 
the whole plains section of eastern 
New Mexico in such numbers 
that it became necessary to add 
many clerks in the land office at 
Tucumcari in Quay county. These 
people were willing to take a chance 
Some of them failed, but most of 
them succeeded and the influx con­
tinues with little sign of abatement.

Lincoln county has had its share 
of this immigratian and as the pos­
sibilities of the county become bet­
ter known more and more people 
are turning there.

I t is difficult to say with any de­
gree of certainty just, how great is 
the extent of the county’s “ dry- 
farming” area. Lands heretofore 
considered worthless are constantly 
being proven crop-producers under 
the scientific method. In Quay coun­
ty, to the northeast, the dry farm­
ing area was at first thought limited 
to a very small district around Tu­
cumcari The homeseekers, however, 
finding this land taken up spread 
out over the surrounding country 
and and as they spread out others 
came in on a still wider circle and 
so this district has finally expand­
ed over a considerable part of a 
county which five years ago was 
considered oqly fair for grazing. 
The farmers continue to succeed, 
the degree of success depending in 
large measure upon the industry of 
the individual and the faithfulness 
with which he applies the two or 
three vital rules of the scientific 
method of cultivation.

In Lincoln county at present the 
proven area of dry farming lands 
lies around Carrizo zo, ¡viheie the 
greatest acreage is; around Oscuro, 
Corona, Capitan, Nogal and White 
Oaks. How much these districts 
will be extended cannot be predict­
ed with any degree of safety. Only 
experiment will prove it

In this, as in all other dry farm­
ing sections of New Mexico the most 
certain and successful crops thus far 
grown are the non-saccharine sor­
ghums, Milo-maize and Kaffir corn. 
Being valuable, both for grain and 
forage, they have proven a favorite

crop everywhere. The Milo-maize 
is probably the most drought-resist­
ant of the two and matures in a 
little shorter time. Both, however, 
will grow with less water than any 
other dry farming crop unless it be 
the millets which have not yet been 
grown to any extent. Oats, rye and 
barley do well and corn has been 
grown with fair success, producing 
under proper cultivation from forty 
to fifty bushels to the acre, in sea­
sons of average rainfall.

I t  is too early to say what the re­
sults from fruit growing will be on 
“dry” land Some orchards have 
been planted in the non-irrigated 
districts of the territory and seem 
to be doing well But it will be a 
year or more before they can come 
nto bearing and until that time 

any prediction as to the result would 
be without foundation.Some experts 
pi edict success; others predict fail­
ure. I t will be a year and probably 
two before there is any satisfactory 
demonstration.

The homeseeker or farmer who 
is going onto “dry” or non-irrigated 
land should always keep in mind 
the fact that he is entering upon a 
kind of farming entirely different 
from that of the humid regions 
where the rainfall is abundant and 
certain and that before he can hope 
for any success at all, he must learn 
how to dry farm. The cardinal prin­
ciple of the dry farming metods is 
conservation of the water supply 
in the soil. To accomplish this speci­
al method of tillage is absolutely 
essential. These methods are as dif­
ferent from farming methods in the 
humid regions as are the methods 
of farming by irrigation. They are 
no more difficult than the methods 
used in the humid region when once 
understood, but they must be 
understood and they must be ap­
plied before the fanner can expect 
to get results.

I t  is not desired to hold out to the 
homeseeker, either for Lincoln coun­
ty or any part of New Mexico, a 
picture of a land of promise and 
plenty where a rich livelihood may 
be had without effort In this coun­
try as in any other country, suc­
cessful! farming means hard work 
and plenty of it. In dry farming 
districts not only hard work but 
intelligent aplication of the scienti­
fic method is required This method 
is not difficult to apply and when 
faithfully followed it is possible for 
the industrious, thrifty farmer to 
gain not only a livelihood but a sur­
plus to put aside for the rainy day.

REFERENDUM GETS IN
Initiative Left Out but Ref­

erendum is Included in 
States’ Constitution

TO ELECT ALL STATE OFFICERS

The judges of all courts establish­
ed under the constitution of New 
Mexico will be elected by the people.

A corporation commission will be 
created, the members of which will 
also be elected by the people.

Provision will be made in the con­
stitution for a referendum by means 
of which 10 percent of the voters by 
petition may cause any act of the 
legislature to be referred to the peo­
ple for approval or rejection. Twen­
ty five per cent of the voters may 
cause a law to become inoperative 
pending its approval at the polls. 
Acts of an emergency nature do not 
come under the provisions of this ar­
ticle.

An employers liability act will be 
embodied in the constitution The 
initiative will not appear in the con­
stitution in any form, neither will it 
be submitted to the people as a sep­
arate provision. The initiative is 
dead.

All these things were settled at a 
caucus of the Republican members 
which was in session Tuesday. The 
settlement came only after a prolong 
ed struggle, during nearly all of 
which the old guard was on the de­
fensive. I t is the result of a compro­
mise by the terms of which the pro­
gressives agree to abandon their 
fight for the ininiative in consider­
ation of having their own way in all 
other matters for which they are con 
tending While the progressives 
might have forced the caucus to a- 
dopt the initiative as a republican 
measure, they were so divided a- 
mong themselves as to the kind of 
initiative they wanted that they de­
spaired of ever reaching an agree­
ment. Bernalillo county’s delegates 
made a good fight for direct legisla­
tion, but they were outvoted on the 
final test. The Dona Ana county 
men also stood by their guns, and 
voted for their plan untill the last. 
This plan provided for the initiative 
and referendum, to be submitted 
to the people as a separate article 
of the constitution.

Another matter which was decid­
ed upon by the caucus today was 
that the republican members would 
support the majority report of the 
various committees when they came 
uq in the convention. The members 
reserve the right to make such min­
or changes and amendments as they 
may deem necessary in these rep­
orts. Several delegates expressed the 
intention of using their own judg­
ment as to what they considered 
minor amendments or changes. As 
a result of the work accomplished 
at Tuesday’s caucus, it is likely that 
the date of the adjournment will be 
advanced at least a.week and prob­
ably ten days. I t is now hoped that 
the constitution may be completed 
by November 22.

here I send you a few lines con­
cerning the latest developments. 
The Republicans were in Caucus 
from 2 P. M. yesterday until I I P .  
M. and again today from 2 to 6 P 
M. The result is that the referen­
dum will be adopted, the Supreme 
Court and all District Court Judges 
will be elected, as will the Corpora­
tion Commission and the Tax Com­
mission. The initiative will be de­
feated, 14 republicans in the Caucus 
reserving the right to vote for a sep­
arate submission of the initiative, 
but these with the 29 Democrats 
will not be enough to carry it 
through the convention. On the 
whole the Republican progressives 
have won the day and I believe 
that we will get a popular Constitu­
tion that will be adopted by the 
people by a large majority.

THOSE NEWSPAPERS that began to squeal before 
a single line of the constitution was adopted will be 
likley to find little comfort in an appeal to the voters 
of the territory to reject the constitution if it does not 
contain their beloved initiative and referendum The 
democratic party made those measures the issue of the 
campaign at the close of which the delegates to the 
constitutional convention were elected, and on that is­
sue they succeeded in electing less than one third of 
the total number of delegates. The convention will 
probably embody the referendum, at least, in the con 
itition1 but it su it will b;; because the delegates are 
convinced in their own good judgement that it is wise 
to put it there, not because they have reason to be­
lieve that a majority of the voters of the territory are 
desperately enamored of that method of legislation’ and 
certainly nob because they have any regard for the pet­
ty threats of a few peevish and impotpnt papers.

ANY’ MERE legislation put into the New Mexico con­
stitution at present may seriously handicap the state 
in the near future Conditions are changtng rapidly and 
what may seem good today may be detrimental to­
morrow. Therefore, the wisdom of President Taft and 
the Repulilican party in insisting that the constitution 
of New Mexico be safe and sane, that it be modeled af­
ter the constitution of the United States, is commend­
able and apparent. The constitution drafted in 18S9 
was a model and the constitution makers of today 
might do wo’-se than adopt it for submission at this 
time. It illustrates the point that a constitution con­
fining itself to fundamentals is written for all time, 
while one that goes into legislation may be out of date 
by the following morning.

Canning of the Constitutional 
Convention recently wrote the Editor inquiring in ref­
erence to the opinion of the people of the county on 
the following two questions. We are suggesting that 
those caring to express their opinion write direct to 
Mr. Canning at Santa Fe.

1 Would the omission of the Initiative from the Con­
stitution be an unpopular measure and to what extent 
would it endanger the acceptance of the Constitution 
when submitted to the people?

2. Would appointive Supreme Court Judges be un­
popular and endanger theConstitution also?

ABOLISH THEGRANDJURY
The question of the continuance 

of the present Grand Jury System 
is confronting the Constitutional 
convention. The following is from 
the Morning Journal of Albuquer­
que recommending the abolition of 
the system and leaving the power 
in the hands of the district attoney.

The Morning Journal believes tha+ 
the abolition of the grand jury sys­
tem in the new state of New Mex. 
ico will be a step forward and go 
far to ameliorate conditions in the 
administration of justice in this com 
monwealth. The grand jury system 
has been branded as a relic < f bar­
barism, a star chamber procedure 
out of harmony with republican in­
stitutions,antiquated and inefficient.

“Barbarism” may be putting it a 
little strongly, but we believe the 
grand jury system is no longger 
wanted in New Mexico “ New Mex­
ico is not ripe fore the more modern 
practice,” says the S artaF e  “New 
Mexican.” We believe New Mexico 
is ripe and if she is not she will 
ripen fast after the system is done 
away with. The argument is set forth 
that to do away with the grand jury 
would give too much power to the 
district attorney If this should prove 
true, the district attorny would at 
least have to face the responsibility 
or the blame which he no tv may shift 
to the the grand jury, a temporary 
body, working behind closed doors 
so that no man can put his finger 
on the person or persons responsible 
for an unjust indictment or a fail­
ure to indict where indictment is 
deserved Furthermore, the exist- 
ance of the grand jury enables a 
district attorney, if he so desires,his 
influence in placing the indictment 
brand on innocent citzens or allow- 
guilty ones to escape. The power of 
this official is certainly as great now 
as it would be without the grand 
jury; and without it be must take 
the individual personal reponsibili- 
ty for his acts.

The grand jury, like many other 
institutions, is all right if the system 
is not abused. That it has been seri­
ously abused in New Mexico cannot 
be disputed. Reputations have been 
injured and innocent persons have 
languished in jail without warrant 
in fact, and the guilty have often 
escaped.

“The grand jury,” admits our 
Santa Fe contemporary, “has been 
and is a politicial instrument of 
tyranny."

In this the “ New Mexican” may 
be prejudiced; but the conclusion is 
correct. We believe the new state 
should worry along without the 
grand jury.

FARROWING OR PASTURE PEN

Illustration Shows Such a Structure 
That Answers Requirements 

In Ideal Manner.

Mr. W alter S. P rlckett, m anager 
and owner of the Roycroft farm  at 
Sidnaw, Mich., has a farrowing pen 
which answ ers the requirem ents of 
such a struc tu re  in an ideal manner. 
He calls it the “Berkshire bungalow.”

Farrowing or Pasture Pen.

I t  would certainly be hard to surpass 
th e  Roycroft plan for attractiveness 
and general usefulness. The accom­
panying draw ing Indicates the general 
plan of the cot. The dimensions of 
a ll cots are  so near standard th a t it 
will hardly necessitate the repetition 
o f these figures here. The main 
points of difference in the “bunga­
low" as compared with p ther pens 
a re : The center board on each side
a re  hinged so th a t they can be swung 
open in hot w eather; the ridge cap 
is  so m ounted th a t it can be raised 
and lowered a t will, thus fu rther as­
sisting in the ventilation of the pen 
and the roof boards are made into 
panels which may be raised or lower­
ed over a window fram  which is in 
place ju st below them. This last a r­
rangem ent perm its of m aking the pen 
into a hothouse whenever desired. 
The pen certain ly  has about as many 
ad justm ents on it as one could wish 
for. I t  is, moreover, one of the most 
a ttrac tive  pens built. Its main ob­
jection is perhaps th a t the cost of 
construction is somewhat higher than 
is the case with more simple and 
less convenient types.

CURING HORSE OF KICKING

Harness Devised by Two Missouri 
Men Teaches Animal Futility of 

Try ing  for Own Way.

souri men have devised a harness 
which is w arranted to cure this habit. 
Straps cross the horses back and 
breast and at their junctions are fas­
tened the ends of ropes which engage 
the fetlocks of the anim al’s hind legs 
in running loops. The other end of 
the ropes are fastened to staples in 
the horse’s stall or to  some other s ta ­
tionary object in front of which he is 
tied. The resu lt is th a t when a horse 
is trussed up in this m anner, if he 
tries to kick he find he cannot get his 
hind feet beyond a certain point, and 
after m aking a num ber of in effectual 
efforts he becomes discouraged. If 
he is a particularly bad kicker he 
can be goaded into making these a t­
tem pts until his sp irit is broken in 
tha t respect.

EASY WAY TO HANDLE HOGS

Kansas Man Has Excellent Plan for 
Transferring Anim als From One 

Pasture to Another.

Herewith is a drawing showing the 
handy way by which Mr. D. W. Evans 
of Fairview, Kan., handles his hogs 
in transferring  them from one lot to 
another. The draw ing is intended to 
show the barn, on one side of which 
is arranged the stalls for the live 
stock and on the other the grain bins 
with a passageway between the two. 
In the rear of this barn he has a num ­
ber of swine pens and a t the right of 
the front of it his hog house. As 
shown by the drawing, he has built a 
chute in front of the barn which con­
nects with tae  hog house and which 
is opened or closed by the barn door. 
Only two posts are shown in the 
chute, as th is is enough to show the 
idea. The curved line is intended to 
show the swing of the door. W hen 
the chute is in use for tran sfe r­
ring of the hogs from the hog house

to the feed lots in the rear of the 
main barn, or for transferring  brood 
sows from the field to the farrowing 
pens, the barn gate is attached to the 
posts at the end of the chute by a 
chain, which is provided with a sim­
ple a ttachm ent for fastening. If It Is 
desired to drive a team  through the 
barn, the door is swung clear and the 
chute is not in the way of any ordi­
nary vehicle. This is one of those lit­
tle conveniences which add so much 
to the efficiency and comfort of farm 
life and which may always be had by 
simply taking thought and doing a 
little work. By settling  the first post 
so that the gate will strike it, th is 
same idea may be applied in pasture 
gates all over the farm, where it is 
desirable for persons to pass without 
allowing stock to get through. Such 
a gate will need no latch as it will 
strike against the post on either side 
and admit of the passage of any one 
without allowing even a pig to get by.

A  practical railw ay man, F. P. 
Roesch by name, and m aster mechanic 
of a southw estern railroad by occupa­
tion, advances a new reason for the 
many accidents on Am erican railways. 
Mr. Roesch says It Is summed up in 
two words—“chance takers .” In a 
■peech before the Railway Surgeons’ 
association th is w estern m aster m e­
chanic declared th a t the only way to 
do away with railroad accidents is to 
elim inate the “chance takers ,” says 
Indianapolis Star. His position is well 
taken, and his terse  description of a 
▼ital reason why railroads of this 
country kill so many people Is ra ther 
startling . W hen one comes down to 
the only phase of railroad operation 
th a t so far has been beyond absolute 
control, Mr. Roesch Bays the elem ent 
of hum an fallibility  stands out as the 
prim ary cause In 99 out of every 100 
cases. This view of the m atter, while 
no t questioned, Is ra the r out of the 
usual in sum m ing up causes for acci­
dents on railways. The Am erican peo­
ple are the g rea tes t chance takers on 
earth . They not only take chances 
In m aking money—the gam bler’s 
chance—but they take chances in poli­
tics, education and In social life, and 
they risk  their lives dally without the 
quiver of an eyelash merely to get 
som ew here quickly. Automobile rac­
ing Is condemned In Borne quarters 
because of the g rea t danger; football 
oomes under the same bane; m ara­
thon racing Is risky, as are prize fight­
ing, polo and num erous o ther sports.

Though some of the Germans are 
■tlrred up, nobody else In Europe 
seem s to be unduly excited over Em­
peror W illiam ’s affirmation of the di­
vine right of sovereignty. It Is re­
called tha t he has said som ething to 
the same effect before. But It Is also 
rem em bered th a t constitutionalism  
and liberal governm ent have gone 
righ t along. Even Russia, where ab­
solutism  appeared to have such a hold, 
has been the creation of a Duma or 
parliam ent which affords the people 
a m easure of representation. Then 
there are Turkey and Persia, both for­
m erly in the grip of despotism, now 
enjoying progressive rule and consti­
tutional privileges. And Germany it­
self has some constitutional guaran­
tees tha t the em peror would not 
think of molesting.

Prof. W illiam L. G arner says that 
Susie smiles on him.

Royal Arch Masons of New Mexico, 
a t their annual session in Roswell, 
elected and installed the officers for 
the ensuing year, headed by J. C. 
Slack of Clayton, grand high priest; 
Solomon Spitz of Santa Fe, grand dep­
uty high p riest; C. O. Young, of Albu­
querque, grand king; T errito ria l Sec­
retary  N athan Jaffa, grand scribe; A.
A. Keen, Albuquerque, and A. J. Ma- 
loy, of Albuquerque, re-elected grand 
secretary  and grand treasu re r; R. E. 
Lund of Roswell, grand chaplain; M. 
R. W illiams of Las Vegas, grand cap­
tain  of the host; R. M. Parsons of Ros­
well, grand principal sojourner; Chas.
B. Morrow, Silver City, grand royal 
arch captain ; John Spring of Clayton, 
grand m aster th ird  vail; A. Golden- 
berg of Tucum cari, grand m aster sec­
ond vail; E. E. McNott of Artesia, 
grand m aster firs t vail; Paul Teutsch, 
Albuquerque, grand tiler.

Constitutional Convention Proceedings
Santa Fe.—The constitutional con­

vention finally voted down the propo­
sition to p rin t a daily journal, which 
would have qost $2,500.

Even on the p resent conservative 
basis, the convention will expend $7,- 
000 more than the appropriation made 
by Congress and the proposition to 
publish a daily Journal was not recom ­
mended.

It is generally conceded th a t the 
convention will last seventy and per­
haps ninety days. If the convention 
goes more than  sixty days it Is quite 
likely th a t the delegates will not ask 
pay for the additional days.

There seems to be a well defined 
disposition to m ake a good constitu­
tion and to th is end the com m ittees 
are taking th e ir tim e in drafting the 
different articles.

It is likely that the m atter of sepa­
ra te  schools for white and colored 
children will be put up to the con­
vention as a whole and it is freely i 
predicted th a t an article  will be in- | 
corporated into the constitution for­
ever prohibiting the segregation of 
white .and colored children in schools

Only th ree  com m ittees reported, the 
com m ittee on schedule subm itting a 
complete report, providing for the te r­
rito ria l laws to be in effect until the 
s ta te  laws take their place and tha t 
the territo ria l officers shall be in of­
fice until succeeded by the s ta te  of­
ficers.

The com m ittee on bill of rights 
m ade a partial report.

The com m ittee on ways and m eans ! 
reported tha t the expenses of the con­
vention the first fifteen days had been 
$14,152.51, and tha t the rem aining for­
ty-five days session would cost $47,- ! 
152.51.

Proposed Legislative Laws.
Santa Fe.—The com m ittee on legis- j 

lative departm ent has completed its j 
work for the constitutional convention, 
except tha t it could not reach an agree­
m ent on any of the many initiative 
and referendum  propositions subm it­
ted to it, and will pass the subject 
up to the convention, which will re­
fuse to adopt any provision of that n a ­
ture.

The report of the comm ittee pro­
vides for a b icam era l system of 24 
senators, to be presided over by the 
lieutenant governor, and 49 house 
m em bers, each to serve four years. 
Senators are to receive $5 a day for 
actual attendance, besides 10  cents, a 
mile for traveling to and from the cap­
ital, and representatives $4 per diem 
and the sam e mileage. Senators m ust 
be a t least 25 years old and represen­
tatives a t least 2 1 .

The legislative body is to m eet ev­
ery two years, not to exceed 90 days 
the first tim e and 60 days at the sec­
ond session. It may be called in 30 
days’ special session by the governor.

Heavy penalty  is provided for brib­
ery, and special and local legislation 
are prohibited.

The num ber of legislative employes 
Is lim ited to those enum erated and 
these are to receive from $2 to $6 a 
day.

Changing any bill, or causing it to 
disappear while it  is pending in the 
Legislature is declared a felony pun­
ishable by peniten tiary  sentence.

No legislator shall he appointed to 
any sta te  office, or to any county of­
fice he has helped to create, or w hos’ 
em oluments were increased by the 
Legislature in which he served.

No appropriations are to be made 
for institu tions not entirely controlled 
by the s ta te  and no donation shall go 
to any railroad or other private en te r­
prise.

Corporations and individuals shall 
be given no exem ptions or immunities 
tha t do not fall to every citizen alike.

Three townships near Clayton, 
Union county, have been surveyed and 
are to be throw n open to entry.

F. W. Farm er, s ta te  m anager of the 
Brotherhood of Am erican Yeomen, has 
organized fifty local applicants into a 
branch of th a t society.

Citizens of Las Vegas are protesting 
against the use of the National Guard 
Armory a t Las Vegas for ro ller ska t­
ing and basket ball on Sundays.

Mrs. S. C. N utter, president of the 
New Mexico W. C. T. U., was held up 
by footpads a t Albuquerque who took 
her hand bag containing $45 and made 
off with it.

Amos Hedricks, forest a ssis tan t at 
the Gallinas p lanting sta tion  of the for­
est service, forty-five miles east of 
Santa Fe, died suddenly a t Las Vegas 
of an abscess of the stom ach.

Land Commissioner R. P. Ervien h a3 
completed arrangem ents under which 
Clayton, Union county, will take over 
his water and light plants, if the peo­
ple vote the necessary bond issue.

S. P. Butlsc of Roswell is in Missis­
sippi, where he accompanied a carload 
of young mules and horses. The la tte r 
were mostly of his own raising and 
will be used to stock the farm s of that 
state.

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
J. E. Clark has received requests for 
two or three well qualified female 
teachers a t $50 to $60 a m onth and for 
two principals of schools to fill va­
cancies, paying $60 to $75 a month.

Suit has been brought a t Albu­
querque by Manuel Tafoya, Emiliano 
Sais and Nicholas Gurule against Man­
uel Sena, Corsino Lucero and Solomon 
Lucero, contesting the election for 
ditch com m issioners on the Alameda 
ditch.

Sam Tedlock of Cheyenne, Okla., is 
in jail a t Clayton charged with getting 
away with a livery team . One of the 
horses he is accused of killing and 
the o ther one he turned loose ju st be­
fore he was arrested  near Dalhart, 
Texas.

Pablo Sam ora, who lives on the 
G uadalupita mesa, was in Wagon 
Mound, Mora county, with a big griz­
zly bear, which he shipped to Ra­
ton. The bear weighed 1,700 pounds, 
and had done considerable damage to 
stock on the m esa before it was killed.

The firs t Odd Fellows’ lodge in 
Union county was institu ted  at Clay­
ton last week. W. E. W atson is noble 
grand; D. A. Carroll vice g rand; P. S. 
F letcher and W. Brown, secretaries, 
and John E. Elbridge, treasu rer. The 
lodge has th irty  charter members.

B. G. Randall, Dr. T. P. M artin and I. 
W. Dwire of Taos presented to the 
m em bers of the high court of Mason­
ry, the desirability  of the establish­
m ent of the Kit Carson Masonic Home 
in Taos and the restoration  and pres­
ervation of the old Kit Carson house.

C. E. Odom of Roswell consumm ated 
a deal las t week by which he sells 
some sixty head of horses. They will 
be shipped to points in Texas and in­
clude m ares and geldings, from Mr. 
Odom's bunch of equines which range 
sorad six miles east of th is city. Mr. 
Odom netted $3,200 out of the deal.

During Archbishop P itava l’s visit to 
Taos it was determ ined to build a new 
cathedral there, to be constructed of 
cem ent and occupying the present site. 
The building will be in keeping with 
the needs of the section where a very 
large church m em bership resides and 
will be an attrac tive  feature of Taos.

At the recent m eeting of the M eth­
odist Episcopal conference held in 
Artesia, Rev. W. R. Evans, pastor of 
the church of th a t denom ination in 
this city, has been assigned to the 
church at Alpine, Texas, and Rev. T. 
L. Balance, who held the pastorate in 
this city some few years ago, has been 
assigned to the Carlsbad field again.

The school census reports to the 
superintendent of public instruction 
just received show th a t two more of 
the dry farm ing counties have lost 
heavily in population during the last 
year. Guadalupe county’s school popu­
lation is 2,546, a loss of 846, and that 
of Torrance county 2,839, a loss of 481.

Portions of the Pecos valley haVe 
thoroughly dem onstrated this year 
th a t there is money in growing canta­
loupes. Lakewood has shipped about 
fifteen cars th is year, and growers 
netted over $100 an acre on the out­
put. According to the sta tem ent of a 
man who had worked a t It, 150 crates 
are an average yield per acre and they 
net 90 cents per crate on the crop. 
This puts the figures a t $135 per acre, 
and it looks good.

They will fol­
low the old Santa Fe tra il as far as 
K ansas City, there  diverging south­
ward to attend the Mardi Gras festi­
val a t New Orleans. A fterw ard they 
will pursue an eastern  and northern 
course to their ultim ate destination, 
Brookfield, Mass., where they reside.
