I hope there is some truth in it, as
your “staying” qualities certainly
ought to be rewarded and by noth-
ing less than a railroad. It has ta-
ken lots of nerve to hang on, bnt
without doubt, there isa bright fu-
ture for the Oaks.

I am glad to hear of the big
strikes in the Jicarillas. I hope
they have struck it big, but with-
out question the White Mountains
are the mountains—they certainly
have the ore.

While up in Denver a few days
ago, I had the pleasure of convers-
ing with a gentleman who is in a
position to know all about the big
mines 1n Aspen and Ouray, of this
state. One mine, the Darant, paid
$180,000 dividends last month.—
Other-mines hsve been in litigation
in the supreme court in Denver, ana
decisions were just rendered last
week, nnd these have been thejmost
famous cases in the state for years.
The papers have been full of the
proceedings. Well, this gentleman
told me all about the above mines,
the kinds of ore, the way it lays

mountains—galena ore, and with-
out doubt just as big siiver mines
are in the White mountains as are
in this state, waiting for capital to
develope them.

country and church,

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In September, 1859, the constitu-
tional convention met in Santa Fe.
On the eve of the meeting, Rev. J.
B. Salpointe, Archbishop of fhis
diocese, published a long letter, in
which the doctzine of the Howman
church is very clearly defined
Speaking with authority, as “the
spirttual head of a large majority
of the people of this Territory,” he
says: “Non-gectarian education is
in reality, either sectarian, non-re-
ligious,"Godless or agnostic.” He
expresses views radically opposed
to the American idea of education
He denies that our public schools
training is worthy the naiue of ed-
ucation. We have -heard these
views before from the same source.
Jsit any wonder, therefore, that ‘his
Territory, the oldest settled region
in the American commonwealih,
seems to be vainly knocking at the
door of congress for adiission into
the sisterhood of States.

To educate into higher life our
Mexican citizens is a noble work;
but to train the American children
in our wmidst—those who have
come from our Eastern homes; who
are our own flesh and blood—is un
even greater responsibility and as
, grand a caliing. Without onr New
West echools, scores, yes hundreds,
of eager children would not have

any means of education.

* * * *

Let us see what has already been
_done by the Commission in this
Territory. Approaching the South-
west, we come to Trinidad. This
growing city is on the southern
boundary of Colorado nnd the na-
tural gateway to this imperial
empire of the south. Tillotson
Acadmy, by ten years of faithfal
patient work, has commended ii-
self to the city and the country
round about. With true fo.esight
they set it upon a hill, and it can-
not be hid. Continuing our jonrney
six hours by rail over the great
Atchison system, we come to the
city of the Meadows, Las Vegas.
Hercisa large Mexican elemeut.
The Jesuit Fathres taught school
for many years near by. The Acad-
my seems to be entering a new era
of usefuleness and prosperity, and
with confidence looks foward to
larger things.

In Albuquerque, the gengraphical
and commercial center, we find our
largest school. Three hundred

students were enrolled last year.

The new acadmy buildingis great-
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In Septembsr last a schodl was
opened by the commission in this
growing city, the portsl o the ne-
ighboring re public of Mexico,
Vith the above acadamies in ihe
leading cities, we hope to sustain
free schools in the Mexican villages
round . about. This is the New
Testament method —to make strong
the center, then reach out. The re-
sults have so far been encouraging.

Faom experience in the work, -e
can say there ure those who we
may not persuade to enter the
Church, yet who are eager in atten-
ding the acadewy. The lessons of
the school book permeate the mind
that the sermon is not permitted to
reach. The lady teacher is welcom-
«d at homes where the Protestan!
utnister is regarded with suspicion.,
Thus, the lives of our conscerated
teachers are living epistles, preach-
ing, by daily ministries in His
name, the power of the Gospel un-
to salvation. This is why we should
establish mission schools in New
Mexico. Thig is the humble yet
glorious work of the Commission
in the Southwest, aided by the
hearty co-operation of the American
Home Missionary  Society—the
founding and perpetuating, in: the
hearts of the people, a kingdom for
Christ.

As against this, each clerk re-
ceives a salary of $3,200 per year,
and for the eight months above
named, have drawn from the Treas
ury the sum of $2,400 each, a total
of $9,600, leaving a deficit of $5,-
056.51 already, and with the next
quarter to be added, will inecrease
the amount of the deficit for the-
year. This unusual sum has got
to be paid for by an increased tax—
the tax payer must pay it. Who
ever heard of such a law—that
the public must pay for the luxury
of people who may be inclined to
have litigation? Bear in mind,
reader, that the Territory in addi-
tion, must pay all the other court
expenses, such as jurors, witness
fees and gheriff fees in criminal ac-
tions. The coterie of legal lights,
who with their eonfederates com-
posed the late legislature in enact-"
ing the fee bill, reduced the same
in the interest of their clients, and
at the very commencement the
Territory is muleted to the tune of
about $7,000. Under the old sys-
tem,'while the fee bill may have
teen expensive, the same came out
of the pockets of the litigants—not
out of the people. The former
enormous fees were not the creation
of the late administration, but the
old fee bill was enacted by a repub-
lican legislature as venal as the
late brilliant body of lawyers. If
this is “ wholesome legislation” we
do not want any more of it—the
law must be repealed at the first
opportunity. This deficiency is
too glaring—too much like high-
way robberyga little too thick for
even a republica n constituency to
stand. and the above is not all—the

Mr, SONEPK'S STATE BILL,

Delegate Joseph’s bill providing
for the admission of New Mexico as
a state was introduced in ‘he house
of representatives on December 18,
last and was twice read and
referred to the committee on terri-
tories. It provides for the holding
of a state constitutional convention

on July 4 of the pre.ent year, and
s - e oot thl

expenses thereof. The delegates
forming this convention shall be
apportioned among the several coun-
ties in proportion to the aggregate
number of votes cast in each
county for delegate in congress at
the last general election. One del-
egate shall be allowed for every 400
votes cast in each connty, and one
delegate for any fraction of 250
votes so cast. This apportionment
shal be made by the governor of
the territory, the chief justice and
United States district attorney, and
within thirty days after this measure
becomes a law the governor shall
issue a proclamation calling an
election, to be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday in
June, 1890, for the purpose of elect-
ing delegates to the state constituti-
on convention. The constitution
formed by this body shall provide
for free and perfect toleration of
religious beliefs; shall make pro-
vigion for the establishment and
mainteanance of a svetem of public
schools which shall be open to all
the children of the state and free
from sectarian control, etec., ete.
The constitntion shall be submitted
to a vote of the people at the regu-
lar election in November next, the
returns of said election shall be
canvassed by the governor, the chief
Justice and the territorial secretary
The result shall be testified by the
governor to the president, and if
the constitution is adopted by a
majority of the people the president
shall issue a proclamation, where-
upon New Mexico shall be deemed
admitted by congress into the union.
A full set of state officers, inclu-
ding the state legislature and one
member of congress, may be voted
for at the same time the constitu-
tioni is submitted to a vote of the
people, and the legislature may as-
semble and elect two senators to
the congress of the United States.
The bill provides most liberal do-
nations of the public lands for state
improvements. Besides the usual
two sections in every township, it
stipulates that 5 per cent of the pro-
ceeds derived from the sale of the
public lands subsequent to admis-
gion shall be paid into the state
treasury and the interest alone de-
voted to common school [.mrposes.
Two townships shall be donated for
university purposes; 90,000 acres
for the purpose of maintaining and
supporting the agricultural co'le e;
fifty sections for the purpose of
erecting public buildings; for the
establishment of water storage res-
ervoirs, 250,000 acres; insane asy-
lum, 50,000 acres; reform school,
50,000 acres. All such land must
be surveyed public lands and select-
ed under direction of the seci'etary
of the interior. The schools. col-
leges, etc., provided for by this act
shall forever remain under the ex-
clusive control of the state, and no
part of the proceeds arising from
the sale or disposal of any land
(hus granted shall be used for the

support of any sectarian or denom-
ina tiomal school, 'college or univer-
sity.

A Benefleent Ackuowledgment.

There is one proposition in the
proposed constitution of the pro-
puscd state of New I‘xico, that
stands out conspicuous and res'pleu-
dent among a.l the provisions of
that instrument—one which must
force the admiration of the behol-
der, for its originality, for its broad
and sweeping beneficence, and for
the kindly and paternal consider-
ateness of its implied importance of
the people of New Mexico to take
care of themselves. That incom-
parable proposition is in the Bill
of Rights—Sec. 26— that “the nat-
ural right of the peopls to one day
of rest in every seven is hereby ac-
knowledged.”

It was exceedingly kind and
considerate in the onvention to “ac-
“knowledge” this natural right, for
in the absence of such a declara-
tion there is no knowing what
might have happened. That
matter is now settled. Every man
who wants to, can now rest one day
in seven. Yet, if the Constitution
had “acknowledged” his right to
rest two days in seven if ho wanta
to, it might have been better. But
that is not “acknowledged,” and so
we will have to plod on, working
six days out of seven, for the Con-
stitution does not “acknowledge”
the right to but one day’s rest in
the week.

And while the convention was
about it, wouldn’t it have been bet«
ter to have “acknowledged” the
right of the people to eat three
meals a day if they wanted to and
could get them—or to keep anextra
dress suit for the day of rest—or
to go to church once a week—for
these things not having been “ac-
knowledged” by the convention as
natural rights, and people may run
the risk of putting themselves be-
yond the pale of the Constitution
oy indulgence in such practices.
The convention stopped too soon.
it should have been more explicit.
