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Porfirio Trujillo, the Las Vegas
outlaw, gives himself up to Don 
Eugenio Romero, county assessor, 
on the plea of: protection. lie  is 
arraigned on four indictments and 
admitted to bail in the sum of 
$200. Capt. Frost and Judge 
Long will defend him. The Optic 
of the 19th among other things 
describes the scene at the time he 
surrendered as follows:

“ Tiujillio jumped out of the 
buggy and, in company with his 
protector, Mr. Romero, and the re- 
portorial commissioner, walked up 
to the entrance which was crowded 
by fully 200 men, all of whom were 
friends of the young man and in­
sisted on giving a satisfactory 
proof of this by shaking hands and 
embracing him. Cries of “ Poriiirie 
lhy boy!” “  Como le va\” made it 
impossible to hear a conversational 
word, but finally the trio pushed 
through the crowd 'which was 
growing larger every moment, and 
got up stairs to the court room.

Here was also a great crowd 
eve^y seat was taken, many stand­
ing up in the parquet and orches­
tra, while above iu the balcony and 
gallery not a seat was vacant. Mr. 
Romero conducted Trujillo into the 
private oilice of the prosecuting 
attorney, where he awaited the 
recess of the court. His father, 
Bizento Trujillo and his mother, 
Richard Valdez, his brothr-in-law, I 
and fully fifty other relatives and 
friends filed in one at a time to 
shake him by the hand and assure 
their jidus Achates that they would 
stand by him. After waiting for 
a full hour, Mr. Salazar, prosecu­
tor, took the prisoner in before the 
court and arraigned him on four 
counts, the indictments being read 
and translated by court interpreter 
Lucero, being for carrying a deadly 
weapon, discharging a fire-arm in­
side a settlement and resisting an 
•officer, to all of which Porfirio 
plead “ not guilty.”

Capt. L. C. Fort, who, with 
Judge Long, had agreed to under­
take the ca»e, stated that Trujillo 
could not give a heavy bond, and 
that in view of the fact that the 
defendant had of his own volition 
appeard before the court, it might

be well to nominate the bail for his 
appearonce on one account only. 
Prosecutor Salazar assenting, his 
honor placed the bail at $200, and 
adjourned the court until this af­
ternoon. Trujillio walked out of 
the court room followed by fully 
200 friends and admires, and in 
the excitement he got down as far 
as the plaza before it was disovered 
that he had failed to give bond for 
his appearance. He returned, how­
ever, and adjusted this trivial mat­
ter, and is now free, for the time 
being at least. He will have 
a preliminary hearing to-morrow.

No event has created such a 
general excitement here in many 
years, and the general feeling now 
leems to be that Trujillo’s misdo­
ings' have been greatly exaggerat­
ed, all Ihe indictments found a- 
gainst him being for minor offen­
ses. He claims to have transgress­
ed the law in no particulars and 
feels confidant of acquittal.

Carloads, trainloads, iheousands 
and tens of thousends, is the way 
Bteers are going out of New Mex­
ico and Arizona. The southwest 
is unloading itself at last at prices 
which seem fair. Buyers from 
every state west o f the Mississippi 
are jostling each other in the hunt 
for cheap steers. Money will be 
plentiful in New Mexico this 
year. A subscriber who has not 
paid a cent in three years sent in 
a check in full the other day.

International irrigation has been 
proposed in the Rio Grande valley, 
between the United States and 
Mexico. The concurrent resolution 
authorizes President Ilam fbn to 
communicate with Mexico on the 
subject. It is said that a success­
ful method of irigation here would 
open to cultivation some millions 
of acres of land in both republics, 
but we fail to see any benefit to the 
United States. The Rio Grande 
river rises in this country and, 
precedent or no precedent 
we have first whack at the 
water and intend to take out all 
we need, even if Mexico does suf­
fer. If Mexico wants any Rio 
Grande water let her dam for it.

Our government is not display­
ing that same solicitude for the 
west as it shows for the “ infant in­
dustries” of the heavier voting dis­
tricts. Hides are on the free list, 
no help is to be given to i/rigation 
enterprises, a duty will be piled on 
everything we westerners consume, 
while the eastern farmer is to be 
piotected on one side by a customs 
duty and on the other by a rail­
road freight rate that shuts out the 
products of the west. Our law 
makers probably think that as we 
have subdued the Indian and oiv- 
iiized and peopled this great Amer­
ican desert, that we are capable of 
anything. So we are. All that 
the west asks is, that if it is to have 
no help from the general govern­
ment, to let us alone. If youjcannot 
help us do not hinder us. We will 
work out our own glorious future if 
you ( / not pass “ laws” to stop us. 
Some of your beautiful legislation 
has been shown in the “ alien own­
er-ship” act, the “ irrigation survey” 
and other friendly evidences of 
“ watchful care.” We do not mean 
to state that the whole blame lies on 
the present administration. The 
fault has been with every adminis­
tration that ever had anything to 
do with this territory.

People of the Ruidoso are com­
plaining of a party of soldiers, 
commanded by a lieutenant, are 
catching trout every day in that 
famous stream, and ask the ques­
tion; Has an officer of the Uni­
ted States government any special 
dispensation above the common 
herd to catch trout out of season?

to catch trout until the first of 
June. If officers or soldiers vio­
late that law, they are no better 
than the common herd, and we 
would think that officers that 
would permit of this violation 
should be the first to be dealt with. 
One and all are amenable to the 
Territorial laws, and someone on 
the Ruidoso is likely to be heard 
from in connection with enforcing 
these laws.— Ind.
