The Silver Bill as passed by thev
Senate :

The vote upon the passage of the 
bill wag, yeas 42, nays 25. Mr. 
Carlisle did not vote at all, but 
dodged on the final passage of the 
bill, though he was not paired. He 
voted, however, on nil the other 
amendments with his party. 71 lie 
republicans who voted for the per­
fected free coinage bill were Sen­
ators Cameron, Ingalls, Jones, of 
Nevada ; Manderson, Mitchell, 
Moody, Paddock, Pierce, Plumb, 
Power, Sanders, Squire, Stewart, 
Teller and W alcott—fifteen in all. 
The only democrats who voted 
against, the bill, were Senators Gray,

McPherson and Wilson, of Mary­
land.

As to what will become of the 
bill in the House is a matter of 
considerable difference of opinion. 
Free coinage was beaten on a square 
vote when the hill was up in the 
House before. There were twenty 
democrats m that body who have 
said that they would not vote for 
it, but the members of that party 
are greatly delighted to-night over 
the passage of the bill in the Sen­
ate. It is very probable that no 
help will be got from them in the 
way of defeating the bill in the 
IT j use. It was supposed that dem­
ocrats such as Senator Blodgett, of 
New Jersey, Gorman of Maryland 
and Payne of Ohio would vote a- 
gainst free coinage, knowing that 
their States were opposed to it. 
But they all voted for the hill in 
the Senate, believing it good poli­
tics to do so. Mr. Gorman chuck­
led greatly over the passage of the 
bill and is said to have remarked 
that any democrat would be a fool 
to aid in keeping the free coinage
bill from going to the White House.

So far as the Democrats were 
concerned, Mr. Gorman thought it
would make no difference whether 

! the President signed the bill cr not 
as it was certain in either event to 
benefit the Democratic party. If 
the President vetoed it, he would 
have the Pacific Coast States 
against him, this Democratic 
leader claimed, while, if the Presi­
dent signed it, he would have the 

. East against him. So he thought 
it was a piece of sharp politics for 
the Democrats to help pass the bill. 
No doubt this will lie the view 

f taken under his advice by the 
i Democrats in the House, which 
I will make the defeat of the bill 
there difficult unless the small 
contingent of Western Republicans 
who have been supporting free 
coinage change their attitude on the 
question.

Speaker Reed, however, said to­
night that lie did not think the 
bid could get through the House. 
He thought there were enough Re­
publican votes alone to defeat it. 
But the support of Mr. Cameron 
and other Republican Senators 
whose constituents were known to 
be against the measure has given 
fresh hope to the silver lobby, and 
they are loudly declaring to-night 
that the bill will go through the 
House without any trouble.

The Aztec index, a republican 
paper,.says that “ under the consti­
tution and laws of Wisconsin the 
qualified electors of school districts 
can vote an annual tax for school 
purposes on every dollar of assessed 
valuation in the district as high as 
5 per cent, or 50 mills. Under the 
proposed constitution for New Mex­
ico nine-tenths of the school 
districts would be prohibited from 
voting any school tax whatever, 
and in the other tenth the fran­
chise is restricted to payers of 
taxes on property, and they can 
vote a tax of only 24 mills. Yet 
the advocates of statehood assert 
that the educational feature of their 
abortive instrument will comparo 
favorably with the corresponding 
articles in the constitutions of the 
older states. How does it com pare 
with that of Wisconsin?”
