From the Detroit Ecee Press.
ON TIHEE TRALL,

Remembrauces of Capt, Javk Craws-
ford, the “'I"oet KHeont.”

I wiite this sketch at the Drip-
ping Springs, in the heart of the San
Aundreas range of mountains in
New Mexico, where I have come to
enjoy a briefrest from arduous gov-
ernmental service and recover from
injuries received in a recent terrible
rai-way accident near Salem, On.

To-day I left the rude cabin in
which I am domiciled with an old
frontier companion, and strolled up
the canon Ybeneath a great over-

'hanging cliff, frem the rocky bo-

som of which ceaselessly drip the
clear, sparkling waters from which
the springs derive their name.
Near the springs, cut into the bark
of a stunted hackberry tree, 12y eye
caught this 1nseription:
CAPTAIN JACTK
AuaG. 13, 1880.

Ten years and thliree mon:hs age
[ cut the characters with my hunt-
ing knife, and as I row gazed upon
them, how vividly came back the,
stirring events of the mission which
then Lrought me into these moun-
tain wilds.
chief of the Warm
Apaches. with nearly a
hundred warricra, was raiding the
country, leaving his trail marked
with the mutilated bodies ef set-
tlers and the ashes of once happy
homes, The cause which led to
this outhreak way be of interest to
the reader.

Vietorio,
Springs

Those Indians were located on a
small reservation at Qjo Caliente,
New Mexico, a beautiful spot
which had been the home of their
peopls for a period of time far back
keyond the limits of the memory of
their oldest patriarchs. There thev
and their children were born, and
there reposed the bones of their an-

cestors. They loved thelr home,
|and when the decrece went forth
that they must abaudon it and re-
move to the San Carlos ageney in
Arizona they wmurmured and
protestec, but in obedience to the
official mandate packed up their
worldly goods, bade adieu to their
homes and all its fond memories
and went forth, strangers to a
strange land. \M' ol

When they reached the spot as-
signed them for their future home
they found it located in a sandy
aegert, almost utterly deveid of
vegetation, upon which the semi-
tropical sun ever beat down with
relentless fury. How their hearts
must have sunk within them as

them! Finding life in this torrid
desert almost unbearable, they
abandoned it and retraced thei
steps to their old bome.  Not long

they viewed the desclation around

however, were they permitted to re i

main. The ageut at dau Carios,
0 !
who seemed to have seme sort of a

“swing’”’ at Washington, had ee-
cured for a near relative the posi-
tion of trader at the agency, and as
an increased number of Indians on
the reservation would throw a great-
er volume of trade into the store (in
which the agent was finaneially in-
terested) he determined to cause
the return of Viclerio and his peo-
pie to San Carlos at all hazards.
Hiw urgent appeals to the national
capital were successiul, and again
the disconsolate bhand lelt their
home and journeyed southward to
again be driven by the climatic ia-
fluences to which they were unusea
back to Ojo Caliente.

In vain was Victorio urged to re-
turn to return to San Catlos and re-
main there. He was threatened
with blows from the military arm
of the governmeat, but sullenly re-
fused to agaiu leave the home he
loved g0 well,asserting that death at
Ojo Caliente was far preferable to
lite on that bot Arizona desert.
Exasperated at the Ffailure of his
sordid designs to effeet the removal
of the Indians to the reservation
under his charge, the San Carlos
agent visited Ojo Caliente, where a
small military post was located, and
told the ofiicer in charge, a young
lieutenant, that he was vested with
authority from Washington to use
wilitary ferce in compelling the
Indians to return to San Carlos.
The licutenant was 1 his cups at
the time, and in his drunken irre-
sponsibility eonceived the idea that
a sudden and unexpected display
of power would awe the Indians and
cause them to eonsent to return to

San Carlos without recourse to se-
verer measures.
After nightfall, while the Ind-

ians were quietly in their camp on
a hillside near the post, the officer
caused the soldiers of his command
to mount their horses and charge
througt: the Indian camp, dis-
charging their firearms and whoop-
ing and yelling like demons. The
affrighted 1ndians fled from their
amp in terror, nor were their fears
allayed until the following day, when
the nature of the sally was explained
to them und excuses made for
the inebriated conditon of the
officers. They were told, however,
that their removal must be accom-
plished, by force of arms if necess-
ary, aud they might as well prepare

to face the inevitable. '’ . :
On the following day Victorio,

goaded to desperation, left the res-
ervation with eighvy-five warriors
and all the women a1 (hildren, ripe
for vengeance against the whites.
Within a mile of the reservation
they came upon Jim Duncan, a
stock man, and brutally murdered

and scalped him. Twelve miles!

from Ojo Calieute, at the base of
the San Mateo mountains, they
went into camp to resist any force
sent against them, aud battle to the
dexth.

Two days later Andrew Kelley,
formerly a United States soldier,
volunteered to go to Vietorio's
camp and endeaver to persuade the
old chief to return. At the peril
his life he went boldly to the camp
and made known his mission. Vic-
torio said to him:

“T ao not want war. All T ask is
that my people be allowed to live
peaceably at their home. If we go
to war many white people will be
killed before we are overpowered,
and when we are captured what
care we for the result? We prefer
to die rather leave our home, and
we will resist aslong as one of us is
left to fire a gun. Go back and find
Col. Morrow and say to him that I
will wa't two full days for him to
telegraph the Great Father at Wash-
ington, and if he says we can live at
Ojv,Catiente we will go, and as a
evidence that we want peace will
give up our arms. If you do not
return in two days we will go te
war.”

Kelly bore this message to Gel.
Morrow. then on his own way to
the scene of conflict, and that offi-
cer promptly {elegraphed the chiet’s
ultimatum to Washington. Insus-
pense a reply was awaited, but the
official red tape\had evidently be-
come enlarged and the two days
passed by without a word from the

seat of government.
True to his word, Victorio broke

camp, and as the result a long and
bloody conflict ensued. In less
than eighteen menths tbe hostile
the hostile band murdered over
500 men, women and children in
New Mexico, Arizora and Nerth-
western Texas, burned many of
their homes and killed a large
number of cattle, skillfully frustrat-
ing every effort on the part of the
military forces to effect .their cap-
ture. Bands from other tribes
tribes joined their fortunes with
Victorio, and the ramge of meun-
tains from which I now write and
the Sacramente mountains to the
eastward served as hiding places
for several bands of hostiles.

The oldest married couple in the
world isto be found 1t La Quin-
parte, Minn. Daniel Salisbury com-
pleted his 103d year en December
14th, and his wife is seven years
clder. They were married in Jan-
wnary, 1811. Until recently this
venerable pair lived by themselves
in a log house on the Yellow Bank
river, and both are described as be-
ing still 1n good health. On his

100th  birthday Mr. Salisbury
walked to Bellingham and nhack, Ja
distanee ot seven mi.es each way.
