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CAUSED BY BAD WATER?

Delay In Connecting E. P. and N. E. With 

Rock Island Due to Water.

It is learned from C. B. Eddy, 
president of the E. P. & N. E., 
that the Rock Island has com­
pleted its construction to the 
Pecos river at Santa Rosa, but 
they still have the bridge over 
that river to build, the point of 
juncture between the Rock Island 
and the E. P. & N. E. being on 
the west bank of the river. Ml*. 
Eddy’s road has 33 miles to con­
struct before they can reach the 
Rock Island.

Mr. Eddy thinks the bridge 
and the 33 miles of roadway will 
be finished by the first of Febru­
ary. The delay has been caused 
almost entirely by the bad water, 
which in fact is so bad that four 
hours of use will cause an engihe* 
to die, and it cannot be used again 
till the engine has been thor­
oughly cleaned. And this is the 
character of the water along. the 
entire line of extension from Car- 
rizozo io Santa Rosa. One day, 
to give an illustration, with the 
utmost effort but 700 feet of track 
could be laid, the engines utterly 
refusing to steam.

However, Mr. Eddy is hopeful 
that good water will be ultimate­
ly secured, nearly all western 
roads having at first just such ex­
perience as the E. P. & N. E. is 
now suffering from. His company 
is putting down a well now, near 
State line, where a ranchman has 
already secured water fully as 
good as the G. H. has on the me­
sa near Ft. Bliss.—El Paso News.

What a story! Did Mr. Eddy 
say that “ four hours of use” of 
water) will cause an engine to 
die” ? If he said so, it must be 
true, as Mr. Eddy is in a position 
to know. While we have had no 
experience with such water as 

\ that referred to in the above in- 
terview, we would suggest the 

\ plan of crushing and screening 
j the water before feeding it to 
\the boilers This plan, while it 

mi^ht not relieve the trouble 
altogether, would doubtless, im­
prove conditions to some extent.

Another thing suggests itself 
to us, and that is the possibility 
that Mr. Eddy has not properly 
applied to the case the current di­
agnosis. We have heard of en­
gines expiriff$r on account of bad 
coal, in a very short space of time, 
but never before learned of one 
going dead in four hours, because

of good coal that caused the trou­
ble.

$18.00 an ounce. It is claimed by 
early settlers there that Miguel 
Otero, father of the present gov­
ernor, Miguel A. Otero, with 
large force of peons took out 
the district one winter al 
$80,000.00 in gold nuggets,

Following this period attempts 
were made by different people to 
obtain artesian water, but with­
out success. The district contaii 
many wells of good pure wate 
but no flow has been obtained 
and there are men in the canq 
washing out gold in the same old 
way today who began their labors 
there 15 or 20 years ago.

Placering continued the chief
livelyhood of the inhabitants of
the district down to about Sepf

Now, again, on page 35, acts 
of the 33rd legislature, laws of 
1899, is the title of the act refer­
red to, as repealing that part of 
the coal oil inspection law which 
gave the moneys over $2,000, to 
the general school fund. If the 
Register will look at the title, it 
will be seen that this infamous 
act was approved by Governor 
Otero, on February 16, 1899.
This act by wrhich $6,000 was 
taken out of the public school 
fund and given to a private citi­
zen, who is already overpaid, for 
the services required, was approv­
ed by Governor Otero, and that 
act was in keeping with his 
whole course as Governor of New 
Mexico. Does the editor of the 
Register want the good people of 
the Pecos Valley to understand 
that he fully approved this act of 
Governor Otero; and that he 
thinks it is perfectly .proper to 
rob the public school children of 
the territory and give the money 
to some political favorite, or pur- 
chance, a partner or business as­
sociate of the Governor.
