Saturday, October 29, is the date set for the open-
ing of the new bank. Opening time will be 9:00 a. m., 
and the bank will stay open until 6:00 in the after-
noon on its opening day. The bank will be housed in 
its temporary quarters furnished jointly by the City of 
Bovina and Wilson-Brock Insurance Agency. Wilson 
and Brock moved their office next door to the City 
Hall. 

Many Free Prizes 	 From 9 Until 6 
Interested Bovina merchants decided Thursday 

to have "something extra" for Saturday, October 29, 
due to the opening of the First National Bank of Bo-
vina. 

The idea of the Special,Day—called that for lack 
of a better name—is to attract people to town for the 
bank's opening and to try to encourage them to do 
more of their business in Bovina. 

The meeting was held in the local Fire Hall with 
some 20 individuals attending. The group voted unani-
mously to have "something special" fpr the day, and 
elected to leave the details up to the program commit-
tee that was appointea by Mayor 0. W. Rhinehart. 
Rhinehart presided at the meeting. The bank's permanent building 

will be erected as soon as possible 
and will feature the latest in bank-
ing conveniences. 

Warren Embree will serve the 
bank as the executive officer. Em-
bree has had broad experience in 
banking, dating back to the early 
1930's and is highly regarded in 
banking circles throughout the 
state. He has taken part and been 
active in civic affairs wherever 
he has lived. 

J. P. Macon of Bovina will serve 
as chairman of the board of di-
rectors. Macon has been in the 
elevator business in Bovina since

To be eligible for the drawing, 
an individual has to register at the 
bank sometime during the day. The 
bank opens at 9:00 a. in. 

There will be music by the Bo-
vina High School band and the All 
Star Texans in the afternoon. A-
lin Hartzog will be the master of 
ceremonies for the show. 

Free coffee will be served to the 
public in the Fire Hall all day. 

The Pepsi-Cola Company will 
furnish some 2,000 soft drinks for 
the public. 

This is the first national bank 
to be organized in Parmer County. 
Being a national bank, it will oper-
ate under a national charter and 
as a member of the Federal Re-
serve System. The bank will also 
have membership in the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation. 

!These agencies of bank supervi-
sion join to bring the ultimate in 
safeguarding the interest of the 
bank's depositors, Joe Temple, a 
member of the board of directors 
said.

The local Gulf Oil Corporation 
business changed consignees the 
first of the week with Tommy 
Bonds replacing Alton Hobdy. 

Bonds said that his filling sta-
tion which has formerly sold Phil-
lips gasoline and all major brands 
of oil, will be changed to Gulf and 
the headquarters of the Gulf busi-
ness would be housed in the station 
instead of the warehouse as it was 
in the past. Bonds' station will 
continue to sell all major brands 
of oil. 

Bonds stressed that the telephone 
at the warehouse will be moved 
to the station and that the number 
would be the same as was used by 
the Gulf Oil Corporation at the 
warehouse. A wholesale pump will 
be installed at the station to fill 
barrels etc., Bonds said.

Playing without the services of 
star back, Neil Smith, the Mus-
tangs racked up a 21-0 lead in the 
half and added two more touch-
downs to that score in the second 
half before a substitute-filled •line-
up allowed the Longhorns to count-
er for their two touchdowns. 

Larry Ezell kicked off to Hart 
to begin the game and the Mus-
tangs forced the Longhorns to punt 
from the 11 yard line.

This is a good sign. It wouldn't be unusual for a 
town the size of Bovina to have at least five percent con-
trary diehards who wouldn't support anything that might 
make a little fun for someone or even themselves, or 
make their town a better place in which to live. 

The committee was surprised at the large percent-
age of willing-to-take-part business people whom they en-
countered. 

It is, to say the least, a feather in the cap of 
Bovina to have this type of people and such a large 
percentage of them for its merchants. 

There were, of course, some very few who wouldn't 
participate, but they didn't refuse right off the bat or 
say it wasn't a good thing or anything like that. Those 
who didn't participate just decided to think the situation 
over and then just "never did get around to doing any-
thing about it." 

Also, there was a very minimum of disagreement 
about what kind of activities would be had on the Spe-
cial Day. Here again, there was some discussion that 
could have been called argument by a pessimist, but as 
a whole, the people realized that the individuals tending 
to the details also were human and they allowed for 
differences of opinion. 

This editorial may be being published prematurely, 
but the worst of the planning is over and from here on 
in, the main thing to do will be to carry out the plans 
that have already been made. 

But if this day comes off like it has the potential 
of doing, the people of Bovina should well be proud of 
one another!

Of 
this group, seven will be voting 
delegates. 
The convention, which opened 

with a concert by the Bovina High 
School band, was presided over by 
Kaltwasser, who this past year 
finished the unexpired term of 

*Ora Ellison. 
Roy Miller gave the financial 

report of the county Bureau, and 
E. T. Ford followed up with a 
membership report. Raymond 
Euler, service representative, re-
ported on the organization's in-
surance programs. 

The biggest part of the evening 
was taken up in the discussion 
and adoption of resolutions which 

sill govern Farm Bureau policy 
Tn the coming gear. 

Of 18 proposals offered the dele-
gation, by the resolutions com-
mittee, 17 were adopted. 

Here is the stand of the county 
Farm Bureau's membership on 
vital issues: 

They oppose compulsory Social 
Security for farmers. 

They favor retention of the trac-
tor gas refund program. 

Y They would keep for the state the 
privilege of taxing motor fuels—
in preference to this power pass-
ing to the federal government. 

They request a refund of two 
cents per gallon for the federal 
tax paid on farm gasoline which 
is not consumed on state-and feder-
ally-built highways. 

In cases where downstream 
dams are built, they favor a tax 

ran the users to pay for these struc-
'-tures. 

They believe the people should 
elect representatives to a state 
water board. 

They support the Texas "right 
to work" law. 

They ask for a law that will re-
quire certification of the contents 
of manufactured feed. 

They want to be able to use their 
pickups as passenger cars, not re-

,Squiring additional licensing. 
They would like to see the quality 

of feed grain influence the sup-
port prices on these commodities. 
This is especially true in the case 
of content of noxious weed seeds. 

They unanimously support the 
adoption of the Farm Bureau 
"Land Fertility Bank." 

(But if this program cannot 
be adopted, they favor:) 

90 percent supports on non-basic 
..commodities. 

A revision of the parity formula 
on grain sorghums. 

Flexible supports, provided acre-
ages can be increased. (This res-
olution carried by a majority of 
12-10.) 

* 
A resolution to make grain sor-

ghums a basic commodity.was de-
feated 11-19. 

They favor encouraging foreign 
*trade by accepting foreign cur-

rency. 
They want more patrolmen on 

the highways to enforce traffic 
laws. 

They want to keep the "trend" 
factor in cotton allotments. 

* * 
A resolution was offered from the 

floor to make underground water 
resources tax deductible in a man-
ner similar to the oil depletion al-
lowance. 

Three resolutions were adopted 
that pertain only to county mat-
ters: 

1. They favor continuation of 
the weed committee's work. 

2. They commended the county, 
the railroad, and the state highway 
department on cooperation in the 
weed control program. 

3. They favor the circulation of a 
petition to determine if a weed 
control district should not be form-
ed.
