However, like all good things, the railroad has its 
disadvantages. The crossings in Bovina tend to be un-
safe for motorists. Drivers of automobiles are often 
considered to be a not-too-smart group. But, they need 
to be protected just the same. 

It's, of course, true that lights flash and bells 
ring when there is danger in crossing the tracks. 
Theoretically, thehse warnings should be enough to 
keep any driver from attempting to cross the tracks. 

But, often there is a "local" stopped in Bovina. 
This train, if we understand correctly, causes the 
warnings to go into action, but it is stopped and may 
stay stopped for several minutes. So, motorists feel 
safe in crossing the track despite the fact they're be-
ing warned not to. 

Soon they are not paying any attention to the 
warnings. Too, another train may come through while 
the local is stopped here. How is a motorist to know 
which train the warnings are sounding and blinking 
for? 

We know not the answer to this safety problem. 
We feel, however, that it would pay us all to think 
about the situation and approach Bovina's railroad 
crossings with even more caution until a more accur-
ate warning system is in use.

Some of the 
plants are multi-floral doubles 
while others, from identical leaf 
crowns, have tall spires, topped

it Mrs. J. R. Caldwell told us the 
other day that her blue bonnets 
were in bloom. Growing about 12 
to 14 inches tall, the spikes of blue 
flowers bend lower to the ground 
at make a lovely addition to any-
one's garden. Mrs. Caldwell plant-
ed the seeds last fall and says they 
have proved, so far, to be easily 
raised. 

Another garden enthusiast in Bo-
vina who has this, the Texas state 
flower, is Mrs. P. A. Adams. She 
put in started plants this spring 
and Mrs. Caldwell says they were 
blooming at the time and still are. 

Sneaking of blue bonnets, Miss 
Gthhce Paul said that on her re-
cent trip to Austin, there were lit-
erally fields of them to be seen 
after dropping off the "cap." 
They, plus the bright red patches 
of wild poppies, made Miss Paul 
wish for more film in her camera. 

Preserve those colors you have 
around your house now for other, 
more dreary, seasons. Invest in a 
roll of colored films — now — and 
t-ke pictures. Some, you will find, 
seould be close-ups, of maybe one 
of two blooms or plants. Then 
select good general areas and take 
overall, scenic, pictures. Not only 
will you enjoy them, but surely 
you have friends or relatives away 
from Bovina who would like to see 
how your garden is progressing. 

Another flower that is really 
showing off around town is the 
iris. Many people have these 
lardy plants as borders or just in 

mps. Mrs. I. W. Quickel has 
several lovely colors and Mrs. Earl 
Stevenson has a series of clumps 
of bronze colored iris. We have 
several. One, the San Agtoaio, is 
very striking in our estimation. It 
has a brown throat, laced with tan 
toward the outside. Believe these 
are called placatas, being of two 
different colors. 

When we planted our iris rhino-
zgnes last summer, we made a list 
oT the names and colors of each 
row. Looking over the names, it is 
surprising just how descriptive 
and "romantic" some of them are. 
Take, for instance, the Butterfly 
Wings, Master Charles, Chief 
Pokenfire, Moonlight Madonna and 
Glad Tidings. If your imagination 
is as active as mine, you can con-
jure up all sorts of colorings for 
these plants. 

Speaking of the colors of iris, 
e? es anyone have a red iris? I 
was told by an iris gardener last 
summer that a true red was one 
color that just doesn't happen in 
iris plants. If this isn't true, we'd 
sure like to hers about it. 

We were noticing the calendulas 
the other day. Mother says they 
are "just shy," but they have an 
attractive habit of turning the back 
of the bloom to the sun. Checking 
s veral times during one day last 
nek, we noticed ours stubbornly 
turned away from the sun con-
tinually. 

Calendulas, which grow easily 
here, are about six inches tall and 
have a wide leaf, much like that 
of a dandelion. The blooms grow 
on a long stem and make a very 

, colorful picture: Ours are yellow 
and I can be seen clearly from 
across the street. While we were 
rkading up on the calendulas, we 
I and the phrase, "treated by X-
ray."

) tainly appreciate a call. 
With all the trees in town leafing 

out so solidly, many different 
species may be seen. But our 
favorite still is the Ash. Our's 
grows in front of the kitchen win-
dow and is attractive almost all 
year. In the spring, the buds are 
large, knobby things at each joint. 
from these, a group of about four 
to six leaves burst forth, all at 
once. From then until fall, the 
ash provides a heavy, dense shade. 

In the fall, the colors of the 
frost-bitten leaves really are at-
tractive. The wonderful part about 
the ash is that it sends up no 
sprouts and if there are seedlings, 
we have never seen them. For 
most of us, who fight elm sprouts 
1% months of the year, that would 
be a relief. 

Use discarded shingles or ply-
wood stripes as wind protectors 
these days. After transplanting 
tomatoes, peppers, etc., stick 
two at almost right angles to one 
another around the windward side 
of the plants. Thus protected from 
the wind and from the hot after-
noon sun, the plants will grow 
much better than if cans are used. 
Wen if the tops are cut from the 
can, the metal generates heat 
from the sun and drys out and 
bakes the tender seedlings.

soft brush or cloth. Work fast. 
Rinse fast also, using clear 
lukewarm water. Two or more 
rinsings may be needed. 

Dry the slats with a soft 
cloth, then hang the blind up at 
the window so the tapes can 
dry. While it is drying, the blind 
should be extended all the way 
down. GPve the tapes a good 
stretch. When the tapes are 
completely dry, apply a thin 
coat of liquid wax to the slats. 
The wax will prevent dust from 
sticking to the shade quite so 
readily. And when the slats are 
dusted, they will be cleaner. 

Speed is especially important 
if the slats are made of wood. 
If the wood soaks up water, it 
may warp or the paint may 
peel. Handle your venetian 
blinds with care so that no paint 
is chipped from the slat. 

To Make 
B'we 
Survey 

An attempt to pinpoint on a 
county-wide map the infesta-
tions of bindweed on county 
farms is being made by the 
county agent, in cooperation 
with the Farm Bureau weed 
committee. 

A survey, with a map includ-
ed on which farmers are asked 
to locate spots of bindweed, is 
being prepared, and these forms 
will be sent to all farmers in 
the county by the ASC office. 

"The information will give us 
an idea of the size job we have 
ahead in this county," says 
County Agent Joe Jones, "We 
feel this information will be 
helpful in keeping ACP assist-
ance, and furnish valuable in-
formation for our county weed 
committee and others interest-
ed in weed control." 

Although no official ceremony 
or other activity is planned for 
the area in celebration of the 
event, National Cotton Week is 
being observed in Parmer 
County. 

The Parmer County area is 
the heart of one of the most 
"cotton conscious" regions of 
the United States, since within 
the past 10 years that crop has 
become the number ode money-
maker for area farmers. 

Heavy cotton production be-
gan to be noticed about five 
years ago—with the extensive 
development of the tremendous 
irrigation program now produc-
ing bumper crops of all varie-
ties. 

Cotton seemed to be one of 
the most responsive of all crops 
to what this part of the Plains 
had to offer: A good, deep soil, 
abundant water, a warm, sunny 
spring and summer, and mild 
falls. The Plains climate is a 
"just barely" climate for cot-
ton, so far as frosts are con-
cerned. But, on the average, 
cotton does very well here. 

Also, not to be forgotten are 
the conditions of level and open 
fields in the Plains, which have 
been ideally suited to mechaniz-
ed cotton production — from the 
planting and cultivating right 
up through harvesting with me-
chanical boll pullers. 

Just about the time that grow-
ers began to take to the irrigat-
ed cotton in big acreages, con-
trols came along and stifled the 
march of cotton to the front. 

Back in 1950, the county had 
a cotton allotment of 5,000 acres, 
but there wasn't even enough 
interest to plant that much. 
About 3,600 acres were planted 
to cotton. 

In 1951, though, interest real-
ly picked up, and in a year of 
no controls, the volunteer acre-
age jumped to 31,500 acres. 
People thought that was a lot 
of cotton for this western Plains 
county, but things were just 
starting to roll. The 1952 acre-
age — also uncontrolled —
zoomed to 80,000 acres, and in 
1953, the last year in which 
growers have been free to plant 
as they wish, 103,000 acres were 
planted to the fibrous crop. 

But shrinking world markets 
and greatly expanded produc-
tion in other parts of the coun-
try produced a surplus of the 
basic commodity, and in 1954, 
controls returned. 

The 1954 allotment almost cut 
the previous year's acreage in 
two-56,000 acres. But, that hap-
pened to be the greatest produc-
ing year the county had ever 
had, and 50,000 bales were 
grown from that allotment in 
spite of from 5,000 to 7,000 acres

Six hundred fifty was the 
number of Parmer County Farm 
Bureau members in good stand-
ing as of April 1. 

This was the announcement 
made at the last directors meet-
ing by vice president and mem-
bership chairman, Jack Patter-
son. This number is the quota 
accepted by officers of the or-
ganization at the beginning of 
the year. 

There are approximately 125 
whose memberships expire be-
tween now and October 31, the 
end of the fiscal year. Patterson 
suggested that each director 
and officer bring in three re-
newals at the next directors 
meeting.

Although we are not able to 

speak for any other agency, we 
doubt that any Parmer County 
insurance agency approves the 
increased rates the State In-
surance Commission prescribed 
for casualty insurance. We can 
only agree when we hear in-
sureds say they think the in-
crease is steep and uncalled for. 
-Such unwanted increases are 

contributing factors to the ef-
fort of Farm Bureau to seek 
legislation allowing flexible 
rates for this type of insurance.

Apparently the U. S. State 

Department will try anything. 
Recently it was reported that 
citizens of some small country 
were throwing rocks at the U. S.

Now that it looks like it has 
finally found out how to rain 
again in this country, it may 
be a good time to start giving 
more consideration to the dry-
land areas and ways to get the 
best yields. 

One way to do this would be 
to run all rows on the contour 
of the land. We have observed 
the past several weeks that 
there has been no run-off on 
land with contour rows while 
land with rows up and down 
the slope have lost a consider-
able amount of water- due to 
run-off. 

For assistance in running con-
tour lines contact the local SCS 
office in Friona.

Early season control will be 
the theme of three meetings to 
be held in the county this week, 
according to County Agent Joe 
Jones. And because this can so 
far be classified as an "abnor-
mal" year for cotton growers, 
the matter of early season con-
trol as a means of insuring an 
early setting of fruit is even 
more important, he has pointed 
out. 

The first of the meetings will 
be at Lazbuddie, in the high 
school, Tuesday at 9:30. Then, 
the meetings will move to the 
Black community house for a 
session at 2:30, and then to the 
Hub community house for the 
final meeting at 8:30. 

"Cotton is off to a slower 
start than in 1956," warns the 
county agent. "As a whole, 
Parmer County is up with or 
ahead of other counties, and 
with a few days of warm 
weather, farmers should all 
have stands of cotton." 

"With cotton off to a slow 
start, we naturally think of a 
cotton year not quite up to par, 
but this does not necessarily 
hold true," he points out. "Some 
of the deciding factors that will 
go a long way in determining 
our 1957 cotton crop are our 
temperatures ahead and the in-
sect situation, and how good a 
job farmers do of insect con-
trol. 

"Early season insect control 
can be the key to good produc-
tion on a year when every day 
sure counts." 

Raymond King of the Lub-
bock Cotton Oil Company will 
speak at the meetings next 
week.

being lost to bad weather. 
Truly, cotton production had 

come of age in Parmer County. 
It was the year 1954 that caus-
ed so many heads to turn in 
the ranks of cotton men all 
over the nation, who came to 
regard Parmer County as one 
of the front runners in a trend 
to cotton production. 

Allotment§ in 1955 were fur-
ther reduced to 41,846 acres, 
and it also happened that 1955 
turned out to be one of the 
poorest years on record so far 
as cotton growing weather was 
concerned. 

However, last year saw 
Parmer County ring the bell 
again, by producing 60,000 bales 
from 43298 acres — an all-
time record that will be hard 
to equal any time soon. 

The value of the cotton and 
its by-products to the county 
last year was over $9 million. 

* * s* 
Parmer County has definitely 

established itself as an area 
ideally suited for the production 
of cotton. The only thing keep-
ing Parmer County from pro-
ducing cotton crops such as 
those grown by Lubbock, Hale, 
and Lamb counties are produc-
tion controls made necessary 
by a nation-wide abundance of 
the crop. 

National Cotton Week is 
created to focus nation-wide at-
tention on the crop, and to en-
courage more and more people 
to "pick cotton" when they buy 
the goods the family needs. 

Parmer County area people 
have become cotton conscious 
through the efforts of promo-
tions such as these, and the 
long-range outlook for cotton 
production on the Plains ap-
pears to be good because mar-
kets are once again growing, 
and new uses are being found 
for cotton every day.

Some farmers of the Parmer 
SCD have shown interest in 
planting soybeans. They have 
been interplanted in grain sor-
ghum as well as in pure stands. 
More farmers are showing in-
terest in this crop as a soil 
improving crop as well as a 
cash crop for part of their land 
each year. 

Soybeans are a legume plant 
which adds nitrogen to the soil. 
They are adapted to all culti-
vated soils in Parmer County 
under irrigation. 

Suggested planting dates are 
between May 1 and June 20. 
Large seed varieties should be 
planted from 20 to 40 pounds 
per acre in rows, 7 to 10 pounds 
when interplanted. Small seed 
varieties should be planted from 
15 to 30 pounds in rows and 5 
to 8 pounds interplanted. 

Planting depth is from 1 to 3 
inches deep and all seed should 
be properly inoculated before 
planting. 

Oil varieties are Ogden, Man-
chu, Lee, Jackson, and Arksoy. 
Hay varieties are Pelican, Red 
Tanner, and Laredo.

Other factors that influence 
quality are preparation, pack-
aging, freezer loading and 
length of storage. 

Latest information on how to 
freeze, and how to cook frozen 
foods is given in Extension Bul-
letin, "Frozen Foods."

TO CLEAN VENETIAN 
BLINDS—Fast work is the key 
to success when you're cleaning 
venetian blinds. Extension home 
management specialists suggest 
the following materials for 
cleaning the blinds: A very 
mild synthetic detergent, a 
large container such as a bath-
tub or laundry tub; liquid wax, 
a soft brush, several clean soft 
cloths, and a good supply of 
lukewarm water. 

The first step is brushing off 
all surface dust. Use the dust-
ing brush of your vacuum clean-
er or a clean soft cloth for this 
job. 

Once the dust is all off, whip 
up a suds in the bathtub or 
laundry tub.

Parmer County farmers have 
a wheat allotment of 109,445 
acres for 1958, it was announc-
ed this week by the county 
ASC office. This is a jump over 
last year's by some 6,745 acres. 

The increase will give more 
acres to the old growers as 
well as the new ones, says 
Prentice Mills, ASC manager. 
He adds, "Actually, Parmer 
County was due for a cut in the 
allotment, but a new figuring 
process accounted for the 
boost." 

Mills points out that in the 
past the county acreage in 
Texas has been determined by 
the lowest of the five and ten 
year averages of the number of 
acres planted. This year it was 
changed by the state ASC 
board and the average of both 
the five and ten year plantings 
determined the acreage. 

During the past few years, 
some county farmers have tak-
en wheat acreage out of produc-
tion, which would have lowered 
Parmer's allotment this year 
had it been figured as in the 
past.

June 20 has been set as the 

date for wheat growers in 
Parmer County and the nation 
to vote "yes" or "no" on the 
1958 wheat marketing quotas, 
recently proclaimed by Secre-
tary of Agriculture Benson. 

At least two-thirds of the 
producers voting in the refer-
endum must approve quotas 
before they can be put into ef-
fect. If quotas are approved, 
wheat growers who comply with 
their allotments will be eligible 
for the price support on their 
entire production. 

It is pointed out that any 
wheat grower who will have 
more than 15 acres of wheat 
will be eligible to vote in the 
referendum. If marketing 
quotas are approved, the na-
tional average support will be 
not less than $1.78 per bushel.

The way he figures it, 
he can afford to grow the cotton 
outside of his allotment and 
pay the penalty for such action, 
and still make some money.

L. will have to pay a 
penalty of 50 per cent parity, 
based on the average production 
of Curry County. Since cotton 
is such a minor crop in this 
New Mexico county, the yield 
has been very low, and there-
fore, the penalty comes to about
