only amendment to be consid-|
ered at that time. One leading
| feature of the amendment is

that it does not impose a tax!.

the various districts and coun-|
ties of the State an opportuni-|
ty to secure additional support
for their schools if they need it
and want it.
The amendment was submit-|
ted to the people of Texas in re-
onse to a widespread demand |
t roughout the State for an|
opportunity to secur> additional ||
support for the schools than is
now permitted by the Constitu-
tion of the State. Many dis-,
triects in Texas have already
reacl.ed the constitutional lim-
it in taxation and are yot short
f funds with which to provide
an adequate system of public
free schools. inasmuch as the
amendment does not levy a tax
'on any district or county the
voters of such counties or dis-
,fri(ts as may not need addition-
al support should in good neigh-
| borly spirit vote for the amend-
ment, for by doing so they will
give the needy districts of Tex-
as an opportunity to establish
good schools for their children.
Four hundied sixty-seven in- °
dependent school distriets, and
approximately two thousand
common school districts in the
State have already voted upon
themselves the limit in taxation
permitted by the present Con-|
stitution. Many of these dis-
tricts need additional support
and cannot secure another dol-
lar for their schools unless this
amendment is adopted. On ac-
