ACCUSED MAR 
IS EXONERATED

August Bruns of Roosevelt, 
who was arrested and charged 
with complicity in the killing of 
Dan Felps of Viejo at Menard 
Tuesday night, March 13th, was 
given an examining trial before 
Judge Scruggs, County Judge of 
Menard county, Friday and Sat­
urday of last week. Judge Clar­
ence Martin of Fredericksburg, 
assisted the County Attorney in 
the prosecution, and Hon. M. E. 
Blackburn and Judge J. B. Ran­
dolph of this place were attor­
neys for the defense.

Only the state witnesses were 
used and as a result of the testi­
mony given, Bruns was released 
without bail and it is not 
thought likely that he will be 
billed by the Grand Jury.

From the evidence brought 
out at the trial it appears that 
Felps, who was killed, attacked 
Wes Leifeste with a knifo; that 
Leifeste warned him to stop, 
then as Felps kept advancing, 
Leifeste picked up a piece of 
timber and struck him on the 
head. It was not thought that 
he was seriously hurt and Bruns 
made down a bed nearby and 
with the assistance of other men 
carried Felps to his bed and 
slept with him throughout the 
night. Not until next morning, 
when medical aid was summon­
ed, was it discovered that the 
wound was serious. Dr. Guyton 
of the Brady Sanitarium testifi­
ed that to the casual observer 
the wound would appear to be 
of little or no consequence—

Crews from the engineering 
department of the Kansas City 
Mexico & Orient Railroad comp­
any have been surveying a line 
from a poinLon the railroad op­
posite Sherwood to the latter 
town, preparatory to the early 
connection of the Irion county 
seat with the rest of the world 
by rail. The work has been 
going on for several weeks, ac­
cording to information received 
here from Mertzon and Sher­
wood people.

Since the Orient extended its 
tracks west of San Angelo and 
the flourishing town of Merizon 
sprang into existence, the citiz­
ens of Sherwood, less than two 
miles away, have expanded ev­
ery effort to force the company 
to build its line to the county 
seat. A case pended in the local 
courts for several years, and aft­
er being decided against the rail­
road was carried to the higher 
courts, and was upheld and an 
appeal was taken to the supreme 
court of the United States where 
the lower courts were sustained.

Sherwood is to get its rail­
road. When, no one seems to 
definitely know. Spring Creek 
separates the present main line 
and Sherwood and the construc­
tion of a steel bridge with con­
siderable trestle work will be 
necessary before rails can be 
laid. The distance, however, will 
be but little more than a mile. 
It is not expected that the main 
line will be changed, but that a 
shuttle train will be operated be­
tween Sherwood and the main 
line.

Construction work will pro­
bably not be gotten under way
before summer. — San Angelo 
Standard.
