shal—Is Himself Killed.

Further particulars of the
killing of Will Cannon, brother

of Mrs. R. L. Harvey of this
city, at Killeen, Texas, are con-
tained in the Killeen Herald of |
last week. From the account of |
the tragedy it appears that a
feeling had arisen several days |
prior to the shooti between |
Cannon and a man named Mont |
Ray. The latter drove up to a |
garage in Killeen and was warn-
ed by City Marshal Blair to be-
ware of Cannon. Ray avoided
Cannon, according to statement,
until he was preparing to return
home, when Ray returned Lo his
car, accompanied by the mar-
shal. At the time Cannon ap-
peared on the scene, and draw-
ing his gun, fired. At the same
time Blair fired at Cannon, both
men falling, but emptying their
guns at one another as they lay
wounded, resulting in the in-
stant death of Cannon and the
fatal wounding of the marshal.
In the meantime Ray and Can-
non’s son, Floyd, had engaged
in a fusillade of shots, but with-
out apparent effect. Both were
taken in charge aftcr the trage-
dy, Ray being releazed on $5,000
bond, while young Floyd was
placed in jail at Belton, although
he could have given any amount
of bail asked. There seems to
be a doubt as to Cannon’s in-
tentions — whether he kiiled
Blair mistaking him for Ray, or
whether he intended to kill both
Ray and Blair.

Cannon had been away from
Killeen for a number of years,
having only recently returned,
and on the Sunday before the
tragedy he was remarried to his
wife, from whom he had been
divorced prior to leaving Killeen. *
