TIONAL BANK OF BRADY:

The Navy was ready when war began. 
Like Von Moltke’s army in the Franco-Prus- 
sian war, it had only to go ahead with plans 
arranged in advance. It has not had to 
change its organization. It has simply in­
creased in size at every point and gone over 
the top.

The number of ships in the war construc­
tion program of the Navy is 787, including 
some ships recently completed. This is con­
siderably more than twice the total number 
of ships in commission on the day war was de­
clared on Germany.

In the past year the Navy has expanded 
from 68,000 enlisted men to more than 260,- 
000, including marines, reserves and others 
in service. In January, 1917, there were 4. 
500 officers. Now there are more than 15,- 
000.

At the beginnig of the year there were 
300 naval vessels of all types in commission; 
now’ there are “many more than a thousand.” 
Ships that were on the stocks then have been 
hurried to completion. Ships that were laid 
up in the navy yards because there were not 
men enough to man them, have been refitted 
and manned and sent to sea. Scores of pow­
er boats and yachts have been taken over 
from private owners to be set at work search­
ing for submarines.

Internal Revenue Collector.

In the past eighteen months Congress 
has appropriated for naval purposes $1,905,- 
410,930. This is more money than was spent 
on the navy in the entire period from 1883 to 
1911—the first 28 years of the existence of 
the “New Navy.” And that period includes 
the years of rapid naval expansion that fol­
lowed upon our war with Spain.

But the Navy has done more in the past 
year than merely to expand. It has been en­
gaged day after day for months in the actual 
business of naval warfare. It has sunk sub­
marines—how many? The Department is 
not telling.

The first American forces to land, in 
France for service against the Germans were 
units of the naval aeronautic corps. They 
were landed at a French port early in June.

The Navy has fourteen times as many 
flying boats as it had at the beginning of the 
year, and thirty times as many men in its 
aircraft forces. It has built its own aircraft 
factory in Philadelphia. Ninety days after 
ground was broken for the plant, the keel of 
a flying boat was being laid. Five private 
plants are devoting their entire resources to 
Navy aircraft work.

There never was a war in which it was 
so important as it is in the present conflict to 
invent new ways of fighting—and to keep 
them secret. One invention may be worth 
twenty dreadnoughts. What our Navy has 
done in this way must be left for time and re­
sults to show. But Thomas A. Edison is in 
Washington, giving his entire time to his 
country as head of the Naval Consulting 
Board. That fact, to most Americans, will be 
the best possible guarantee that the money 
voted for the Navy is being expended not on­
ly wisely, but with the utmost ingenuity of 
which human nature is capable.

BONDS FEB. 23RD

Commissioners court on last

R. Beasley, asst., 
Luther Stevens and E. Pool, 
clerks. Milburn— J. E. Long, 
pres, judge, W. B. Beakley, asst., 
Ira Pointer and John Cummins, 
clerks. Those few voters in the 
road precinct, who live at Cow 
Boy are instructed to vote r.t 
Mercury.

Commissioners court also ap­
pointed W. F. Roberts, Jr., J. of
P. in Precinct No. 4, to fill a va­
cancy.
