law,

No Damage
To Milo Yet

““This rain is nice and it
would be much nicer if we had
our crops in,”’ is the way most
farmers feel about the current
rainy spell,

Moisture last week and this
has brought all haryesting op-
erations to a standstill,

Grain sorghum harvesting
was stopped before it ever got
to its peak., Much of the milo
was not mature enough for ideal
harvesting back before the
rains began,

The immature milo and the
rainy spell have delayed cut-
ting of the crop as much as 30
days now and when harvesting
can resume it still indefinite
and depends on the weather,

Agricultural observers are
in agreement that there has
been no damage to the grain
sorghum as yet, If the weather
dries within the next week,
there will be no problems other
than the delay.

At this time of the year,
farmers are afraid the crop
will fall, making harvesting dif-

For "I2 Feed Grain

The 1972 feed grainprogram
is very similar to the 1971
program with changes as fol-
lows, as announced by Prent-
ice Mills, County Executive
Director of the Parmer County
ASCS office,

The new program raises the
minimum set-aside require-
ment to 25 per cent of the
base (this was 20 per cent in
1971), boosts set-aside (price-
support) payments, brings bar-
ley into the feed grain pro-
gram, adjusts loan levels up-
ward for grain sorghum and
barley (more consistent with
the feeding value of corn), and
offers farmers two new options
to set-aside additional acreage
above the minimum qualifying
25 per cent,

Set-aside payments will be 40
cents per bushel for corn (32
cents in 1971), 32 cents per
bushel for barley, and 38 cents
per bushel for grain sorghum
(29 cents in 1971),

These are paid on the estab-
listed farm yield timesone-
half the barley, corn or grain
sorghum base, The farmer will
have three options at sign-up

Dodder, a parasitic weed with
a peculiar name, can spell real
trouble for alfalfa unless it is
carefully controlled,

It shows up as a straw-
colored mat of vines wound
among alfalfa and certain
weeds,

Dodder can literally suck the
life out of a valuable alfalfa
crop if it is allowed to spread
unchecked, It is most often
introduced on a farm by con-
taminated crop seed, although
it can also be spread by com-
bines, mud or manure on ani-
mals and farm equipment,

Dodder is a parasite, and
must live on a host plant to
survive, The emerging seed-
lings are rootless and leafless
with a fine yellow-thread-like
stem about one to three inches
long, The seedlings rotate
slowly until they find an object
to vine on, If the object is the
stem of a suitable host plant,
the parasite twines around the
host and sends suckers into it,

The seedling in direct con-
tact with the soil then withers
and the dodder thrives at the
expense of the host plant, I
it fails to reach a host plant,
the seedling will die,

After becoming attached to
the alfalfa or other host, the
dodder produces many stems
in a tangled mass and grows
as much as three inches per
day. A single plant may spread
ten feet or more in a year,

Guard against buying ‘‘bar-
gain'' alfalfa seed, because it
may be contaminated with dod-
der,

This bargain seed can be ex-
tremely costly in terms of
yield loss and later control
expenses,

Dodder seed that is in any
hay can pass through an ani-
mal’s digestive tract and still
germinate later, The seed can
remain viable in the soil and
produce seedlings over a pro-
longed period of time, which

Animals fed hay that is con-
taminated with dodder should be
confined to a feedlotor the field
where the hay originated, They
can also be put on non-host
fields where crops suchas cot-
ton, corn or grain sorghum
will be grown the following
year,

Do not spread manure sus-
pected of containing dodder
seed on clean fields, Be sure
to clean forage equipment
thoroughly before moving from
a dodder-infested field to a
clean field. Use compressed
air and water to clean the
equipment,

There is very little danger
of spreading viable dodder seed
if the forage is harvested be-
fore the parasite matures, and
the falfalf is made into alfalfa
meal, silage or even fedgreen,

Don’t let dodder grow along
irrigation ditches, because the
water may carry the seed from
field to field.

With this parasitic plant, an
ounce of prevention is literally
worth a pound of cure. Dodder
that is allowed to become es-
tablished can be controlled, but
the methods are expensive,

Any equipment that thorough-
ly stirs the surface soil and
exposes it to drying will give
good control on small dodder
seedlings,

Dodder canalsobe controlled
by mowing or shredding the
host plants below the point
where it is attached., It is
important to control dodder be-
fore it has time to produce
Seed,

Chlorpropham (CIPC) can be
applied inagranular formatsix
pounds of active chemical per
acre on moist soils, This will
control the parasite for about
four weeks, Application should
be about five days before irri-
gation when the alfalfa {s at
least four inches tall,

This provides shade to keep
the soil surface cooland moist,
which in turn prolongs the per-
sistence of the CIPC, The shade
also retards later emergence
of dodder, Other herbicides
such as dichlobenil (Casoron)
and DCPA (dacthal granules or
wettable powder) are register-
ed for use in alfalfa grown for
seed onty™"

Burning is another control
method_that will prevent dod-
der seed production, but flam-
ing will not kill dormant seed

should watch for emergence of
the dodder seedlings and then
staking the area so these spots
may be identified for follow-
up control.,

If the fields are severely in-
fested with dodder, the most
effective and economical con-
trol measure may be to rotate
to a non-host crop, The para-
site will still germinate, but
the plants cannot survive in
sugar beets, corn, cotton, grain
sorghum and most vegetable
crops.

Although alfalfa is a primary
host for dodder, it is by no
means the only susceptible
plant, Texas blueweed, 2
broadleaf perennial, is also an
excellent host plant, Blueweed
growing around the edges of
cropland should be killed or
moved frequently,

Come-From-Behind Effort Falls Short --

A two-point extra point try
which would have given the Bo-
vina Mustangs the win failed by
inches Friday night and the
Kress Kangaroos came out on
the long end of a 13-12 count
in a District 3-A football game
played here,

The Mustangs had the edge
in the game, everything but the
score, and they trailed 13-6
when they capped a 42-yard
drive with a touchdownwith2:17
remaining to be played in the
game, Larry Wiseman, running
from the tailback position, got
the counter on a two-yard
plunge,

Bovina elected to go for the
two points, which would have
given a one-point leadand prob-
ably a win, instead of the more-
sure one-pointer which would
have knotted the count.

Quarterback Billy Shelby at-
tempted to ram the dual extras
through the left side of his line,
but was halted less than a yard
away from paydirt.

The one-point loss dropped
the Mustangs’ district slate to
1-3, The Kangaroos stayed in
the 3-A race with a 3-1 mark,
having lost only to league-lead-
ing Vega.

The loss was a heart-break-
er for the Bovina Maroons as
they were fired-up following
their win over arch-rival Far-
well the previous week, They
drew first blood, scoring the
first time they had the ball on
a long, sustained drive which
covered 82 yards,

The opening score came on a
five yard pass from Shelby to
Fullback Shannon Davis, The
scoring play was thefourth suc-
cessful pass play the Mustangs
had turned in during the march
which carried from their own
18 yard line and included 15
plays and two penalties against
each team,

On the extra point attempt,
Kim Rundell’s kick was wide
to the left,

Kress acted as {f it had been
playing the courteous visitor’s
role and was just waiting for
the host team to score first,
After the following kickoff, the
Kangaroos roared back for the
tying marker in just threeplays,

They put the short kickoff
in play, without a return, at
their own 36,

Weaver McClure, one of a
set of speedy halfbacks who hop
for the ’'Roos, carried for 11
yards and then 16 more for a
first down on the Bovina 37,
From there Fullback Mike
Motherall broke loose on a 37~
yard scoring jaunt to knot the
count, The Kangaroos' extra
point attempt failed, too, as the
snap from center was high and
the kicker was tackled asheat-
tempted to run the ball,

The Kressaroos got the go-
ahead touchdown and the win-
ning extra point late in the
second stanza, McClure broke
